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ABSTRACT

This quantitative research aims: 1. To study an application of Dhamma in
Sufficiency Economy Philosophy for living a life of Teacher in Private Schools,
Nontraburi Province. 2. To compare the application of Dhamma in Sufficiency
Economy Philosophy for living a life of Teacher in Private Schools, Nontraburi
Province based on their education levels, marital status and income, and 3. To
study suggestions in the application of Dhamma in Sufficiency Economy
Philosophy for living a life of Teacher in Private Schools, Nontraburi Province. 341
samples in the study obtained by Krejcie & Morgan’s formula were teachers in
Private Schools under Nonthaburi Elementary Education Service. The data were
collected through 5 rating scale questionnaires and were analyzed by descriptive
statistics and One-Way Anova.

The results of the study showed that:

1. The application of Dhamma in Sufficiency Economy Philosophy for
living a life of Teacher in Private Schools was totally in the high level. In details,
the highest level was on immunity, followed by reason, knowledge, sufficiency,
and virtue respectively.

2. The teachers were different education levels, marital status, and
income applied Dhamma in Sufficiency Economy Philosophy in living their lives
indifferently.
