Abstract

This study aimed to 1) examine the level of learning habits in religious
study among Matthayom 4 students and 2) compare the learning habits in
religious study between students in regular classrooms and students enrolled in
Science Classrooms in University- Affiliated School Project (SCiUS students). A
descriptive research design was employed. The research samples consisted of 63
Matthayom 4 students from Surawiwat School, Suranaree University of
Technology, selected through stratified random sampling based on classroom
type, comprising 28 regular students and 35 SCiUS students. The research
instrument used was learning habits in a religious study questionnaire. Data were
analyzed using descriptive statistics and an independent samples t-test.

The research findings indicated that:

1. Matthayom 4 students exhibited learning habits in religious study at a
moderate level, with autonomous learning having the highest mean score at a
very high level, followed by study planning, setting study goals, and learning
curiosity, respectively, each with a moderate mean score.

2. The mean score of learning habits in religious study among students in
regular classrooms did not differ significantly from that of students in SCiUS
project ({(61)= -1.710, p= .092). However, when analyzing specific aspects,
students in SCiUS project exhibited a significantly higher mean score in
autonomous learning compared to students in regular classrooms, with statistical
significance at the .05 level ({(61)= -2.276, p= .026). No significant differences
were found between the two groups in study planning, learning curiosity, and
setting study goals.
