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ABSTRACT

This research aimed to: 1) examine administrative factors in Buddhist Schools
under the General Education Department, Zone 2; 2) investigate the level of academic
work in these schools; 3) analyze administrative factors influencing academic work;
and 4) propose appropriate academic management guidelines. The sample consisted
of 149 personnel from Buddhist Schools under the General Education Department,
Zone 2, in the 2025 academic year. Research instruments included questionnaires
and interview forms. Data were analyzed using frequency, percentage, mean,
standard deviation, Pearson’s product-moment correlation coefficient, and multiple
regression analysis.

The results revealed;

1. Overall administrative factors were at a high level, with administrators’
leadership showing the highest mean, highlighting its crucial role in setting direction
and driving academic work effectively.

2. Overall academic work was also at a high level, particularly in school
curriculum development, indicating strong curriculum implementation aligned with
the school context.

3. Multiple regression analysis showed that administrators’ leadership had
the greatest predictive power for academic work (B =.350), demonstrating its direct
influence on academic performance.

4. Qualitative findings indicated that administrators served as academic
leaders by emphasizing curriculum development, teaching and learning processes,
learning resources, quality assurance systems, supportive learning environments,

and teacher motivation.
