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Abstract

This comparative correlational study was based on the interactionism model. The objective was to
compare studying dedication behaviors between firstgeneration university students and other
generation of university students. There were 606 samples, including the first generation university
students and the other generation university students, who were collected by random using
multistage quota random sampling method. The research consisted of 10 measurements in the form
of summated rating scales. The alpha coefficient reliability of each measure was between .67 to
.90. According to the results from one-way ANOVA, it was revealed that the other generation
university students have dedication-study behaviors more than the first generation university
students. The results from multiple regression analysis showed that 9 factors from the group of
psychological, situational, and psychological situational factors multiple regression analysis
results can predict dedication-study behavior at 49.6%; The key factors included need for
achievement and the favorable attitude toward learning. For the group of other generation
university students, it was predicted by 36.4%, which the key factors included need for
achievement and social supports from friends/senior. Moreover, it was found that the at-risk group
was the first generation university students who get low grade point average. This finding leads to
some suggestions for developing the at-risk group of students and for taking to furture research in
future.
