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ABSTRACT

This study was to develop a Model for enhancing physical education potential
for Secondary education student with hearing impairment of the Setsatian School. The
research was conducted in 3 phases are:1)study of the condition and need for enhancing
physical education potential for secondary school students with hearing impairment. By
discussing a group of teachers and 20 students and physical fitness test for 93 students
2) Develop patterns and manuals and bring to ask the possibility and application. By
experts in the amount of 20 people 3) Study the effectiveness of the model from the
physical fitness test of 31 students. Before and after using the pattern and the manual
and asked the parents' satisfaction. The data were analyzed using basic statistics,
percentage, mean, standard deviation, t-test for dependent samples and content analysis.
The results of the study showed that

1. The students had physical fitness lower than the average standard of 60.76
percent, lacking a model for promoting potential in physical education and_clear solution to
the problem.

2A model for promoting physical education potential for students with hearing
impairment at the secondary school level consists of 3 components: 1) The principles and
objectives of the model consist of objectives, target groups. Basic principles and concepts 2)
Operation steps 3) Support systems are feasible to implement. Were at the highest level (X =
4.66,S.D. =.11) and (X = 4.56, S.D. = .12).

3. The effectiveness of using the model for promoting physical education potential
for students with hearing impairment found that the levels of physical fitness of the students
before and after were significantly different from .05. The students had a positive attitude
towards the promotion of physical education potential at the highest level ( =4.79, S.D. =.32).
Teachers and parents were satisfied with the promotion of physical education potential. At
the highest level ( =4.70, S.D. =.21)
