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Abstract

This research aimed to examine how intent is interpreted under the Bankruptcy Act,
particularly in comparison to Criminal Law, with a focus on the criminal penalties established
by the Bankruptcy Act B.E. 2483. The study also investigates the roles and responsibilities of
criminal investigators as outlined in the Criminal Procedure Code and the Bankruptcy Act B.E.
2483, as well as the role of receivers in bankruptcy cases. The findings indicate that criminal
liability and penalties under the Bankruptcy Act B.E. 2483 differ from those specified in the
Penal Code. The intent behind the penalties established in bankruptcy cases is primarily to
deter both creditors and debtors. Furthermore, the criminal measures employed during
bankruptcy proceedings complement civil measures to improve the overall success of the
case. The study highlights the crucial role of competent officials in the inquiry process,
especially considering the non-compoundable nature of bankruptcy proceedings. These
proceedings are designed to facilitate the allocation of creditors' claims. Consequently,
criminal liability in bankruptcy cases is categorized into two types of penalties: first, penalties
under the Penal Code that pertain to offenses against the state; and second, penalties specific
to bankruptcy law. Based on this research, it is recommended that officials involved in
bankruptcy cases receive specialized training to equip them with the investigative skills
necessary for handling such cases, as well as the general expertise required for criminal

investigations.
