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Abstract

The purpose of this research was to analyze the composition and develop assessment of
students’ social skills readiness. The sampling group were parents of 51 students in kindergarten year
3; 31 people under the Office of the Basic Education Commission (OBEC) and 20 people under the
Office of the Private Education Commission (NESDB), selected by using a purposive sampling. The
research instruments consisted of the data form and the interview form. The data were analyzed by
synthesizing documents to obtain the social skills readiness component and develop assessment.
Analyzing the instruments quality by content validity using Index of item objective congruence (I0C),
reliability using Cronbach’s alpha coefficient and construct validity using Confirmatory factor analysis
(CFA).

The research result consisted of 4 factors such as 1) Building friendship and maintaining
relationships 2) Managing self-emotions and feeling 3) Recognizing and understanding the others 4)
Behavior when living together in society. The assessment designed by using checklist 31 item, there
were 2 choices; can and cannot. The whole of validity (I0C) result was 0.8, The result of reliability
(Cronbach’s alpha coefficient) was 0.617. The results of confirmatory factor analysis (CFA) were factor

loading between 0.031 - 0.082.
