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Abstract

The purpose of this experimental research was to examine the
effectiveness of financial literacy curriculum based on brain- based learning
management of the undergraduate students in the private higher education. The
researcher developed the curriculum divided into 2 learning units, namely Unit
1 Financial Planning was financial planning by age and unit 2 financial
management about how to earn money, how to use and allocate money, how
to save money and methods of investment and risk management. The
supplementary curriculum was most appropriate and had a consistency between
.60 and 1.00 before being tested, by comparing the financial literacy of the
experimental group with the control group 39 undergraduate students by
purposive random sampling participated in the study. There were 17
undergraduate students in the experimental group and 22 undergraduate
students in the control group. In the experimental group, financial literacy
curriculum based on brain-based learning management in conjunction with a
simulation game was used. On the other hand, the control group got financial
literacy knowledge in the classroom. Questionnaires about the financial literacy
were used as a tool for data collection. The data were analyzed by using the
descriptive statistic and inferential stat (t-test independent). The result of this

study showed that the effectiveness of enrichment of undergraduate students

significance at .05.
