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Abstract

The objectives of this research article are to 1) study the necessary needs in developing
quality schools in the community 2) prioritize the necessary needs in developing quality schools
in the community. Conducting research Use quantitative research methods The sample consisted

of 96 school directors and 96 academic administration teachers, totaling 192 people. A multi-
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stage sampling method was used. The research tool is a needs assessment. The questions are on
a 5-point rating scale. Statistics used in data analysis include mean, standard deviation, and PNI
modified INdex. The results of the research found that 1) Necessary needs for the development of
community quality schools include community participation. Actual condition (X = 3.15,
S.D. = .29) Expected condition (X =4.53,SD. = .12) PNI mogified = 0.438 Technology aspect Actual
condition (X = 3.16, S.D. = .25) Expected condition (X= 4.50, S.D. = .14) PNI modied = 0.424 in the
development of teachers and educational personnel Actual condition (X = 3.18, S.D. = .19)
Expected condition (X =4.52,S.D. = .21) PNI modgifies = 0.421 Quality of students Actual conditions
(X =3.22,S.D. = .25), expected conditions (X = 4.52,S.D. = .18), PNl reaifiecs = 0.404 and quality
teaching and learning. Actual condition (X =3.22,S.D. = .21) Expected condition (X =4.49,
S.D. = .17) PNl odified = 0.394 Arranging the order of needs, it was found that community
participation is the first Followed by technology Development of teachers and educational
personnel Quality of students and quality teaching and learning, respectively.
