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ABSTRACT

This article aimed to compare Grade 11 students' analytical reading ability and attitudes toward
contemporary poetry before and after learning through the Reader-Response Theory (RRT) approach. The
samples population consisted of 13 students in Grade 11 enrolled in the second semester of the academic
year 2024 at an international school in Bangkok. They were selected by a purposive sampling method.
Data were collected using an analytical reading test on contemporary poetry and an attitude
questionnaire, administered before and after the experiment. Five lesson plans based on the RRT approach
were delivered over nine hours. Data were analyzed using median, Median Absolute Deviation: MAD, and
the Wilcoxon signed-rank test. The results of the study revealed that: 1) students' analytical reading ability
in contemporary poetry significantly improved after the experiment at the 0.05 significance level. However,
2) There was no significant difference in attitudes toward reading contemporary poetry before and after

the experiment at the 0.05 level of significance.
