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Abstract

This article is to explain why Singapore has determine national
foreign policy towards balancing US-Sino great power. Surprisingly, the
United States has been slightly prioritized though Singaporean population
is obviously ethnic Chinese identity. Moreover, the U.S.-Singapore relations
have been significantly tightened while the U.S. influence, included
military cooperation with others, in Southeast Asia has been neutralized.
Singapore’s Sense of Insecurity, which derived by three national vulner-
abilities; size and location, ethnic differences, and lacking basic resources,
including the increasing threat of terrorism after the 9/11 attack has been

found as the bedrock of policy considerations in the 21 century.
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
