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Abstract

The research on “People’s Expectations of a New Political System
After the 1932 Revolution” arises from questioning the original conclusion that
the 1932 revolution was a change caused by a small group of bureaucrats
without the participation of the people resulted in political problems. Therefore,
to review these conclusions, this study has two questions. Firstly expectations
on political, economic and social issues of the people in the first year after
the revolution, are there certain issues that people expect of the new
political regime? Secondly how have these expectations influenced the
political climate and leadership in the new regime?

At the results of the study, it was found that the expectations of
the people in the political dimension. The researcher found that the people
of Siam had very different expectations. And for the most part, expectations
tend to focus on government agencies, which have a large number of
letters of expectation demanding a change in bureaucratic work. It was
also found that the concept of a collision between the old and the new
in society appeared in the letters. The expectation of the people in this
economic dimension showed that the majority of the people wanted the
new regime to provide assistance and interfere with the internal economy.
Because in the past there was no intervention by the state. Whether it is
the need to set up a state-owned industrial plant development and support
of agricultural technology. Importantly, it is expected that the state will have
to provide for the establishment of economic institutions and new financial
instruments as a financial base for the people in the country to be able to

engage in economic activities.
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
