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Abstract

Thailand has recognized the importance of national marine
interest and security for long time. Many laws and regulations as well as
governmental organizations has been established to handle this
issues at both national and local levels. Coastal and marine context is
complicated. It is essential to develop effective national marine policy. This article
presents the experience of four countries; Malaysia, Indonesia, Philippines
and Singapore as a guideline for developing national marine policy in
Thailand. Some points which Thailand should take into account include
the clear vision and policy directions, the establishment of independent
organization as a Think Tank to support decision making, and integrating
“Blue Economy” concept with prioritization of the key economic maritime

sectors to achieve sustainable development.
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
