Abstract

The subject of Thailand and the Second World War has been
thoroughly researched on political, economic, socio-cultural, and foreign
policy dimensions. The existing literature however has not comprehensively
discussed the issue of diplomatic and civilian exchange among Thailand,
the United States of America, the United Kingdom, and Japan after the
Thai government formally participated in the Greater East Asia war. It also
has not covered how Field Marshal Pibulsonggram’s government utilised
the information from the diplomats and non-officials who returned from the
exchange. This research article examines the negotiations to exchange
diplomatic officials and non-officials between Thailand and its war parties.
Its findings suggest that the negotiations between Thailand and the United
States of America went seamlessly whereas the negotiations between
Thailand and the United Kingdom were interrupted by financial considera-
tions, which inevitably resulted in the delay to repatriate the British people
out of Thailand. Moreover, this article points out how the Pibulsonggram’s
government obtained intelligence about the Free Thai movement from the

Thai diplomats and students who returned from the exchange.
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
