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Abstract

This research article is qualitative research that employs documentary
research of relevant literature in the thesis. The objectives of the study are:
(1) to examine the national interests that Thailand would gain from the Thai
Canal, and (2) to analyze these national interests with the Sea Power theory.
The findings indicate that the Thai Canal aligns with Mahan’s concept of Sea
Power, as it enhances Thailand’s sea power through national interests in
three key areas: economy, security, and international relations. By securing
these three dimensions of national interest, Thailand could elevate its
status to that of a regional great power, with the Thai Canal serving as a
strategic bargaining tool with global powers-whether through balancing or
shared control of mutual interests. Regardless of the approach taken, the
outcomes are more favorable for both Thailand and the global community

than any potential drawbacks.
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
