This article studies what factors influence The 2020 Thai youth
protests by framework of contentious politics and the data of the survey
about Thailand democracy and politics attitudes of Thai First-time voters
before the 2019 Thailand election day (24 March 2019). The result of this
study presents 3 main conditions; 1) the COVID-19 pandemic as chance
and possible factor for mobilization, 2) the stratifications for political system

and prime minister, and 3) the desire for changing and Future Forward
