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Abstract

The article examines major arguments of feminist narratology which
criticize structuralist narratology for overlooking gender issues and for not
using any of woman literary works in their study of narrative poetics and
narrative grammar. To ward off gender essentialism and fixed division of
male and female plots, recent feminist narratologists posit the notion of
narrative spatialization. It seeks to uncover an untold story through the
intersection between the chronotope of the narrative and that of historical
context, literary conventions, and the writer’s psychic life. The article uses
Khao Chu Kan by Suwannee Sukhontha as a case study to discover the
untold narrative in this novel, which is the author’s resistance and protest

against the stereotyping of female writing as melodramatic literature.
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
