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Abstract

This article reviews the literature studying Thailand as a democracy
with the king as the head of state (DKHS) to understand common points
and differences in the literature. Result were that there are two groups,
critical and conservative, with significantly different political stances and
propositions. In at least six aspects, almost the entire literature agrees on
general characteristics of the regime. In addition to these findings, a brief
synthesis of proposals is offered on the tradition of destroying democratic
institutions. These proposals show power disparity between the monarchy
and democratic institutions, despite both being indispensable components
of the DKHS regime.
