The development of these occupations strengthens the community, increases household
income, and enhances the quality of life for members of the enterprise group, contributing to long-term
local economic sustainability. Approaches to Strengthening and Enhancing Cooperation in the Rosdee Rice
Cracker Community Enterprise Group, Ban Non Ket, Kantharalak District, Sisaket Province focus on
developing occupations that align with local resources to promote income generation and sustainable local
economic development. The group leverages its existing skills in rice cracker production while also
expanding into other product development. Social, human, economic, and cultural capital are utilized to
foster cooperation and create unique products. The group is able to expand its market through appropriate
marketing strategies and by building support networks with both public and private sector agencies. Key
factors contributing to the group’s success include mutual trust, compassionate and collaborative
management, effective use of local resources, skills training, and quality control.
