Khmer is
the language which is spoken by the Cambodians of Cambodia; moreover, it is
still spoken by of the people who live in the northeastern part of Thailand, and
in the southern part of Vietham when about the Khmers in Cambodian,
Thailand, and Vietnam (David D. Thomas and Wanna Tienmee, 1982). It had
explained that talking Language has socio-linguistics entities which has both
social and linguistic characteristics. Northern Khmers generally consider
themselves to be ethnic Thais who speak a particular Khmer dialect (or one
group of dialects) of Khmer. Central Khmers are the people who consider them
to be the original Khmers, who have Phnom Penh as their cultural center. The
people who live in northern Siem Reap province pronounce similarly to
northern Khmer, but social behavior which they associate with the Central
Khmers, so they are mediate between the two groups. As for the Khmers in
Vietnam, this point must be linguistically different between these two Khmers;
but socially some of them would have consideration that Central Khmers who
get birth and live in Viethnam. The Cambodians referring to southern Vietnam
mean Khmer Kroam, and they probably are called the Khmers in Thailand
Khmer Lue. So, saying briefly, Northern Khmer and Central Khmer are genuine
socio-linguistic entities. Southern Khmer is apparently not a linguistic entity, but
for opinion of some people, it is mere a social entity; so it would be right or
wrong when using the term Southern Khmer, but don’t call it a language’.
(David D. Thomas, 1986) From the mention above, Khmer people in Cambodia
call Khmer people in Thailand Khmer Lue, and call Khmer people in Vietnam
Khmer Kroam. In this study, researcher refer to ‘Khmer Lue’ as Northern Khmer
because ‘Lue’ mean ‘upper or above’. Khmer Kroam is referred as Southern
Khmer because ‘Kroam’ means ‘lower or under’. And the Khmers in Cambodia
are referring as Central Khmer because they are between the Northern Khmer

and Southern Khmer.

2. Research Objectives
1. To study the consonant phoneme of the Khmer dialect at Kadon

village and Nongyang village in Buriram province.
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2. To study the vowel phoneme of the Khmer dialect at Kadon village
and Nongyang village in Buriram province.

3. To study the syllable and phonological word of the Khmer dialect
at Kadon village and Nongyang village in Buriram province.

4. To study the intonation group of the Khmer dialect at Kadon village

and Nongyang village in Buriram province.

3. Methods
This research is a qualitative research. There is the way for data
collection as follows: document analysis, in- depth interviews which the

researcher has designed the research as follows:

3.1 Areas

Content of study is the Khmer dialects spoken population in areas
of Kadon village and Nongyang village in Buriram province. Scope of Areas is
Kadon village and Nongyang village in Buriram province because there are the
most of people who can speak Khmer dialect in Thailand and there are the

border area nearly Cambodia (Krisana Yodmongkhon, 1986: 3).

3.2 Population

There are 20 key informant at the target areas of Kadon village and
Nongyang village in Buriram province. All of them are able to transmit
information and useful experience for research and duration of the study was
from November 2019 - March 2020.

3.3 Tools

Tools used in the research on the survey study of Khmer dialect
spoken population in area of Kadon village and Nongyang village in Buriram
province were the information in the document and relevant research and field
study in the field to obtain the principles, background, form and relationship
of communities and organizations in the target area for using to be the research
tools. These tools consisted of in-depth-interview about the style that showed
the way of life of target group, which is the key informant at the target area of

Kadon village and Nongyang village in Buriram province.
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3.4 Data collection

Step 1. A documentary research, the researcher collected data
from relevant documents such as books, research reports, meeting reports,
photographs, documents that showed the relationship of Khmer dialect spoken
in area of Kadon village and Nongyang village in Buriram province.

Step 2. Determination of target group, which is the key informant
at the target area of Kadon village and Nongyang village in Buriram province.
There are 20 persons are able to transmit information and useful experience
for research.

Step 3. Field Study in the collecting data. The methods of
researcher were an informal interview. Going to ask the information of target
group closely, especially in the 20 persons of key informants in the area of
Kadon village and Nongyang village in Buriram province, researcher use Kadon

village and Nongyang village to be the target area.

3.5 Data validation
Researcher took along with the data collection with steps as the following:

1. Make a request for assistance to cooperate with the relevant
agencies, namely Head of Government, Chief of the community or primate of
Sangha Administrators and people of independent occupation General, which
are a sample group and target group, to help providing information or to meet
for an interview request.

2. The researcher collected data on their own every step. By
examination and analysis as soon as the information from the recorded
interview. The information obtained from the interview with the target group
were that the key information 20 people and then re-examined the information
from the inquiry, Discussions, interviews, presentations, analysis were presented

as the descriptive.

3.6 Data Analysis
Data have documentary research and empirical data In- depth
interviews which is a qualitative research study process. Researcher had

content analysis and summarized as follows:
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1. Study Khmer dialect spoken in area of Kadon village and
Nongyang village in Buriram province.

2. Investigation the population who can speak Khmer dialect
that left in the present of Kadon village and Nongyang village in Buriram
province.

3. Taking the qualitative data analysis results to analyze the
fundamental factors looking for value and way of life of population in Kadon
village and Nongyang village in Buriram province which are concerned Khmer
dialect.

4. Analysis and synthesis data were presented by linking
concepts, theories and empirical data from the target field study to discover
the Khmer dialect, number of populations who spoken Khmer dialect,

background of Kadon village and Nongyang village in Buriram province.

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Abstract

This objectives of this research article are ; 1) study the current
state, performance and problem of the first responder volunteer unit of the
Emergency Medical Service in Emergency Health Service System. 2 ) To
compare how District Emergency Medical Service performed where the
emergency health service system had community volunteer first responders
and where districts had no volunteer first responders of the 40 samples. The
data was verified using a triangulation technique; the results presented

descriptively are as follows:

The research results were as follows:

1. Lungkhwao Sub-district has no local Emergency Medical Service
of the first responder volunteer unit system. The problems it encounters are
the young age of the responder, distrust of the responder because they are
not from the local community. The vehicle and equipment are old and not in
good condition. The communications equipment is poor and the vehicle has
a low roof making it difficult to treat and transport patients in a comfortable
manner. 2. Emergency medical service that the local community participate
in recognizes that the volunteers are trained and that the medical knowledge
is standardised to a g¢ood level. They recognize the need for a better, taller
vehicle and better more modern, standardised, medical equipment, together

with better communication equipment. This will better protect the health of
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patients and the volunteers. Which is worn together with the standardised
enamel pin badge. The teams amount to 3 persons who volunteer for 12

hour shifts for a payment of 200 baht per person.

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Abstract

This objective of this paper aimed to analyze the language use for
presentation the Buddhism concepts in the Blind Earthworm in the Maze. This
novel was written by Weraporn Nitiprapa. This study was a documentary
analysis which consisted of three steps. They were 1) to survey and study
document and research paper related to the Buddhism concepts and language
uses in terms of expressions in literature, 2) to study the novel of the Blind
Earthworm in the Maze, 3) to analyze language use in terms of expression
presenting the Buddhism concepts in Weraporn Nitiprapa’s novel, the Blind
Earthworm in the Maze based on Parichat Payungsri’s theory and idea on
language uses in terms of expressions with five characteristics : descriptive
expression, narrative expression, didactic expression, simile expression and
argumentative expression, and 4) to present the result based on descriptive

analysis.

The result of this study was found that Weraporn Nitiprapa’s
language use in most terms of simile expression, followed by descriptive
expression, narrative expression, and didactic expression respectively. However,
a language use in terms of argumentative expression wasn’t found for using in

her novel.

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Abstract

This study aimed at 1) investigating opinions regarding factors
contributing to delayed and specified graduation of the graduate students of the
Faculty of Humanities and Social Sciences, Mahasarakham University, and
2) comparing their opinions regarding factors contributing to delayed and specified
graduation of the graduate students of the Faculty of Humanities and Social
Sciences based on different study plans of different curriculums. Selected through
purposing sampling, the participants included 79 graduate students who
completed their postgraduate study between the academic years 2017 and 2019.
The research instruments consisted of a questionnaire pertaining to the factors
contributing to the delayed and specified graduation of the graduate students of
the Faculty of Humanities and Social Sciences, Mahasarakham University. Statistics
for data analysis included percentage, standard deviation, F-test and Multiple

Comparison Test based on Scheffe.

The research result finds that:
The g¢raduate students of the Faculty of Humanities and Social
Sciences had the overall opinions concerning delayed and specified graduation

with four aspects at high level ranging from the highest mean score to the least
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mean score. The mean score for the aspect of personal characteristics of the
graduate students is (X = 4.22), procedures/regulations/rules/guideline (X = 4.20),
knowledge about research (x = 4.01), services for sources for academic search
(x =3.93) respectively. They had opinions about factors contributing to delayed
and specified graduation of two aspects at highest level including research
advisor (x =4.70) and administration and curriculum management (x =4.55).
They had opinions about factors contributing to delayed and specified graduation

at moderate level for one aspect concerning personal problem (x = 3.21).

In conclusion, the most important factors contributing to delayed
and specified graduation based on the requirements of the postgraduate
studies are research advisor and administration and curriculum management.
This study provides a guideline for administrative committee of all curriculums
to use for the improvement of effective administration and learning and
teaching management of graduate students to enhances and supports the

graduate students.
