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Abstract
The article is not only to analyse, but to explore an
experience about the social reform of Sir Syed Ahmad Khan

(1817-1898) after the violence of Indian revolution in 1857
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which was against British rule. The period which is a
transition from the violence and a step forward to the
educational reform. For the reason, the Muslims in India who
were not only seeking a good model for their life, but they
also, were searching for a new identity within the violent
and unrest situation for the future

The study found that Sir Syed Ahmad Khan trans-
formed the violence of the bloodshed into a new idea under
the educational model. He used the concept of “Qaum” in
order to make cooperation between Muslims and Hindus
who were not only belonged to the group of conflict, but
they were the citizens of India. He, however, converted their
belief under old form of violence to the education system.
He also, was running the small group of people to study
the social phenomenon and created the intellectual institution
for Indian people. The contribution of Sir Syed in the field
of education later on comes out with the result of the Aligarh
Movement, which was initiated by him as a reformist. It
is beyond doubt that education has been the need of
any society. Education is a life long process and the
development of any country depends upon its standard and
quality in the country. Currently, The Aligarh Muslim
University is the strong seed and good production which
has grown up from that reform. Because of his believes that

the violence, however, which is not the strongest power for
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using to change the world, except education system.
