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Problem-based Learning:
Questioning or Problems in Social Science
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Abstract

Problem - based Learning (PBL) is a learning method
that is derived from the concept of Constructivism. It creates
a new knowledge of the problems in the real world taken
as the context for learning to help the students achieve
skills in critical thinking and problem solving. It is a new
teaching technique and method that encourage students to
take action on their own. Starting with the problem is
to encourage the students to use different methods of
acquiring knowledge from diverse sources of knowledge

for problem solving. The students were not prepared to deal
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with those problems before the lessons. When applied to
the teaching of “Social Sciences” that focuses on techniques
such as questioning interpreting and analysis, Problem - based
Learning leads to various directions of understanding the
phenomenon. The weakness thus is in the step of “Problem
Definition”. The ability in trending imagination in Social
Sciences and interpretation and analysis of the problems
of the real world has to be strengthened. The problem
that is need as a trigger needs to be carefully selected
emphasized. This article focuses on the importance of using
Problem - based Learning in the study of social reality. The
result of which will be the understanding of the problem or
the problem of Social Sciences to explain the reality of the

phenomenon actually happening in society.
