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Abstract

This article aims to critically examine the Thai education system in the post-COVID-19
era using Michel Foucault’s framework of power and knowledge. The objective is to explore
the structural impacts of social, economic, cultural, and technological changes on policy,
curriculum, and classroom practices. The core argument reveals that Thai education remains
dominated by centralized authority, a limited regime of knowledge reproduction, and
disciplinary structures embedded in pedagogy and assessment. The analysis is divided into
four key dimensions: 1) the structural impact on Thai education, 2) the critique of policy and
curriculum as tools of power, 3) classroom instruction under modern disciplinary norms, and
4) alternative approaches to education that promote diverse knowledge and marginalized
voices. The key findings highlight that creating space for diverse identities and alternative
epistemologies can liberate education from authoritarian control and reshape it as a pluralistic,
flexible, and responsive system. The article recommends new directions in educational policy
and curriculum design that embrace multiple forms of knowledge and redefine education as

a meaningful space for all.

This study aims to examine the relationship between Total Quality Management (TQM),
management accounting effectiveness, and organizational success using multiple regression
analysis. The results indicate that TOM has a significant positive influence on both
management accounting effectiveness and organizational success. The findings further show
that TOM enhances the ability of management accounting systems to analyze costs and
evaluate performance accurately.

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Abstract

This study examines the role of music in shaping social processes and conditions,
focusing on participation in rot hae (mobile music parade) performances. It also considers the
cultural and social contexts that influence the formation and negotiation of these processes.
Using a qualitative approach, the research combines documentary study and ethnographic
fieldwork. The author conducted participant observation with the Kangsadan Music Rot Hae in
Bangkok and draws primarily on Tia DeNora’s sociological framework of music. The findings
reveal that rot hae performances constitute highly interactive social spaces featuring music-
making, dancing, and diverse forms of participation. The lively rhythms and participatory
character of the music foster a form of social organization where previously unacquainted
individuals come together to engage in shared activities.

This study aims to examine the manifestation of Buddhist teachings, particularly the
“Eight Worldly Conditions” (Lokadhamma 8), in the literary work Nirat Phu Khao Thong, in
conjunction with the biography of Sunthorn Phu. The text reflects both the existential
conditions and the inner world of Thailand’s preeminent poet during a significant transitional
period of his life. The research employs content analysis based on the 1967 critical edition of
Nirat Phu Khao Thong published by the Fine Arts Department, together with relevant
secondary sources. The findings reveal that the Eight Worldly Conditions appear prominently
in the text and correspond closely to Sunthorn Phu’s real-life experiences. (1) Gain and loss
are reflected in his service as a royal scribe under King Rama Il and the decline of his status
after the king’s passing. (2) Honor and dishonor emerge from his appointment as Khun
Sunthorn Woharn and his subsequent fall from the position of court poet to that of a
commoner in the following reign. (3) Praise and blame are conveyed through the esteem he
received from the monarch and the court, contrasted with the criticism he faced after

ordaining as a monk while continuing to compose poetry. (4) Happiness and suffering are
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illustrated through his joy in royal favor and his sorrow over the loss of patronage and personal
separation.

Nirat Phu Khao Thong is not merely a travelogue but also a profound reflection of
Buddhist truths, especially the Eight Worldly Conditions, which Sunthorn Phu expressed
through his lived experiences. The study suggests that Sunthorn Phu did not treat these
conditions merely as personal sentiments but as a deliberate means of communicating
Buddhist teachings, encouraging readers to recognize impermanence and cultivate equanimity
amid life’s changes. Consequently, this work enriches understanding of both literary aesthetics
and moral philosophy, affirming the enduring value of Nirat Phu Khao Thong as a masterpiece

of Thai literature.

Creative tourism has emerged as a transformative form of tourism that foregrounds
value creation derived from local identities, ways of life, and local wisdom.

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Abstract

This quantitative study aimed to investicate the factors associated with English-
speaking anxiety and the level of anxiety among undergraduate students at Dhonburi Rajabhat
University, Samutprakan. A questionnaire was administered to a sample of 400 students
selected through multi-stage non-probability sampling, which utilized quota sampling based
on the proportion of students in each faculty and was followed by convenience sampling.

The results revealed a notable key finding: the supporting factors related to the learner
(M=1.60), instruction (M=1.95), and family (M=1.25) were all rated as "low" or "lowest" levels,
whereas students' overall level of English-speaking anxiety was found to be "high" (M=3.75).
This conclusion was substantiated by multiple regression analysis, which indicated that the
studied factors accounted for only 5.0% of the variance in anxiety (R2=0.050).

This finding indicates that the students' anxiety is not mainly influenced by external
environmental factors. Instead, it appears to be rooted in strong internal psychological factors,
such as the fear of negative evaluation and lack of confidence in communication, which are
consistent with Foreign Language Anxiety theory. Consequently, policy recommendations
should focus on directly strengthening students' psychological resilience. This includes
building self-confidence, developing a positive attitude towards making mistakes, and

providing counseling to address internal fears, thereby enhancing communication skills.
