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Abstract

The thesis had main purposes: 1) to study a concept of Cavaka
philosophy 2) to analyze a concept of the ethics in Cavaka philosophy.
Cavaka concept encouraged people to eat, drink and search pleasure,
especially sexual pleasure, the meaning of flesh, a body and material.
Because a body was perishable, it would not be back again. There were non-
existence in the future and non-living consciousness after death. The ethics
in Cavaka philosophy, considered from the social context, denied a good
concept in societies that many philosophers or thinkers of the schools
propagated at that time. A way of such teaching was in Vedas, Upanisad, six
schools of Asatika and philosophical teachings in Buddhism.

In summary, the Cavaka philosophy rejected any philosophy.
Attitudes and beliefs ofCavaka philosophy was that the best life was to
bring happiness and joy to oneself as much as possible. Ethical concepts,
called 'hedonism' referred to the worship of pleasure. This was a main
principle of Brahmanism and Hinduism to teach the four purpose of life: (1)
benefits, (2) lust, (3) Dhamma, and (4) Moksa.

Cavaka philosophy conceded only two purposes: (1) benefits and
(2) lust as the ultimate aim of life. Here, the benefit was happiness, wealth
and the lust was only joyful. The mere happiness became the ultimate goal
of life that all people ought to search. All results of this analytical study was
found that the conclusion of Cavaka philosophy depended upon strict
adherence to materialism and denied the faith and worship of the Hindu
Vedas and the Brahmin's ceremonies. Cavaka philosophy aimed at teaching
people to search lust and pleasures of the flesh because it believed that a
person had one life and disappeared after death without the next existence,

hell, heaven, goodness, and evil. There was only the present.
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Cavaka philosophy believed that the fact could be proved by
means of touching nerve. It rejected a belief in all teachings. Cavaka
philosophy taught people to seek happiness, delight, especially carnal
pleasures in the present life. This idea destroyed the moral conduct as
goodness in the society. In general, it brought about new problems in the
society. A person aimed at seeking only more pleasure, so that he got it
more than the others. Thus, capitalism and capitalism and consumerism
made a person greedy in comfort and happiness. Then, he was a slave of
pleasure. This type of happiness was the mundane pleasure in a way that it

was not different from common happiness of animals.
