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ABSTRACT

the Buddha era; the Buddha’s methods of Dhamma teaching to low class people and
to suggest for the application of the Buddha’s morality behaviour to resolve the social
stratum conflict.

The result reveals that the Indian’s caste was originated from social evolution
by classifying social classes and worshiping Brahman lineages. The thought behind the
belief was racism as the Aryan people employed the belief as a methodology ruling the

Dravidian inhabitants, in order to, protect their own lineage purity from the Dravidian

lineage to combine with theirs. Consequently, they used the religion belief as a tool to

systemarise social stratum became holier. The livelihood of the Indian low class in the

Buddha’s lifetime can be divided by caste and lineage; strictly, they followed the belief
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of the caste obviously. Buddhism taught the law of Karma, helping to be free from
low caste, that is to say, the Buddha’s morality behaviour was as an example person
of power as a result of accumulated merit who was wellpractised. So, the Buddha had
a marvelous appearance. Having a full of royal grace, genuine purity and intelligence
to all living creatures, he was. The Buddha had conducted his own various methods of
Dhamma teaching to lower class; given opportunities to every single social class to come
into the monkhood of Buddhism without caste condition they all had full of education
rights, also, the Buddha admired to those monks who were well behaved. Buddhism
supports freedom of all man kinds; without caste. Since Buddhism considers caste as a
socially structural violence originating social differences, as well as, causing social conflict
and gaining advantage in society such as genders, educations and religions.

Buddhism built up the equal opportunity to both ordaining and ceremonies;
monk duties, sharing social works. Solving problems with group set up for helping
equal education opportunities. The law of Karma was as an essential judgment for bad
and good manners: the law changed the caste belief, and, the practices could reach the
highest perception. Furthermore, the law of Karma was considered as a foundation of
social reform of a natural rule. Bad or good conducts were not originated in the caste,
but behavioral pattern.

From the study of the Buddha’s morality behaviour brings about the thought
and the mentioned methods to apply as solutions of social conflict; offering freedom
and equality, namely, dignity, social opportunities, living, law, human rights, monastery
and school building. These mentioned things help an equality of opinion, as well as,
instilling good behaviour. Along with, systemising to mutually depend on and respect
each other in society. To illustrated, ground on, the basic Dhamic principle, for instance,
Saraneeyadhamma 6 is the teaching regarding remembrance, namely, to create Metta-
kayakamma, Metta-vacikamma and Metta- manokamma as the standard practice: Satha-
ranaphokee represents, to share any lawful gains with virtuous fellows: Silasamanyata is
to keep without blemish the rules of conduct along with one’s fellows, openly and in

private and: Thithisamanyata refers to being endowed with right views along with one’s

fellows, openly and in private. The principle is conducting to sympathy or solidarity,

non-quarrel, harmony and unity in societies and countries in every era.
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
