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Abstract

The research aimed to 1) develop a model Thai teaching by creative writing using
the strategy of scaffolding with writing experience for 4th grade students, and 2) confirm
the effectiveness of using the model of teaching Thai creative writing using the strategy
of scaffolding with writing experience. The research, employing the mixed method, was
divided into 2 phases: 1) develop and find the effectiveness of the model of teaching
Thai creative writing. The target group comprised 40 Thai teachers, obtained through
purposive sampling, 169 4th grade students from the 1st educational quality development
network, obtained through cluster sampling, 11 students from Bansokyang school,
and 18 students from Bannongtum community school, obtained through purposive
sampling. The research instruments in phase 1 consisted of a teacher questionnaire, and
a 4-choice test containing 30 questions for the thai learning strand. Phase 2 dealt with
the confirmation of the effectiveness of using the model of teaching creative writing. The
research instruments comprised the model of teaching thai creative writing using the

strategy of scaffolding with writing experience, a learning achievement test, and a satis-
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faction questionnaire. The analysis of data was to find percentage, the mean (x) and
standard deviation (S.D.), and t-test (dependent samples) was employed in hypothesis
testing.

The results revealed that:

1. The model of teaching Thai creative writing using the strategy of scaffolding
with writing experience for 4th grade students that had been developed was composed
of 5 components: 1) principles, concepts and theories, 2) objectives of the model,
3) content, 4) learning activity organization, and 5) measurement and evaluation.

2. The confirmation of the effectiveness of the experiment of the model of
teaching Thai creative writing using the strategy of scaffolding with writing experience of
the students in the 4/5 group of Muangwapipathum school revealed 1) the effectiveness
of the model of teaching was 0.7689 or 76.89 percent, 2) the students in the 4/5 group
had their post-learning achievement higher that their pre-learning achievement with
statistical significance at the level of .01, and 3) The students in the 4/5 group were
satisfied with the model of teaching Thai creative writing, on the whole, in the highest
level. The confirmation of the effectiveness of the model of teaching thai creative writing
in muangwapipathum school revealed 1) the effectiveness index of the model of
teaching was 0.8451 or 84.51 percent, 2) the students in the 4/6 group were satisfied with
the model of teaching, on the whole, in the highest level; in Bansokyang school it was
found thatl) the effectiveness index of the model of teaching was 0.7759 or 77.59
percent, 2) the 4th grade students had their post-learning achievement higher that their
pre-learning achievement with statistical significance at the level of .01, and 3) the
students were satisfied with the model of teaching, on the whole, in the highest level;
and in Bannongtum community school it was found that 1) the effectiveness index of
the model of teaching was 0.7453 or 74.53 percent, 2) the 4th grade students had their
post-learning achievement higher that their pre-learning achievement with statistical
significance at the level of .01, and 3) the students were satisfied with the model of

teaching, on the whole, in the highest level.
