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Abstract

The aims of the study were to: 1) study current conditions, desirable conditions,
and happy school needs; and 2) present The Guidelines for Happy Workplace Development
of Extra Large Secondary School under the Nonthaburi Secondary Educational Service
Area Office. population, namely teachers and educational personnel, the participants
were 195. Mixed Method Research The research instrument used includes 5 rating scales
and 40 item questionnaires with 8 aspects concerning a happy workplace consisting of
Happy body, Happy Heart, Happy Relax, Happy Brain, Happy Soul, Happy Money, Happy
Family, and Happy Society. The statistics for analyzing the data were percentage, mean,
standard deviation, and Modified Priority Needs Index (PNI modiﬁed).

The result showed that:

1. Theresult showed that the highest PNI modified for Happy Workplace Development
of Extra Large Secondary School under the Nonthaburi Secondary Educational Service

Area Office was Happy Body (PNI e = 0.437), followed by Happy Family, Happy Society,

Happy Brain, Happy Relax, Happy h()/\;)ney, Happy Heart, and Happy Soul. Need Assessment
PNI e with 0.428, 0.415, 0.386, 0.384, 0.382, 0.345, and 0.311, respectively.

2. The Guidelines for Happy Workplace Development of Extra Large Secondary
School under the Nonthaburi Secondary Educational Service Area Office consisted of 35 guidelines:
1. Happy Body (5 guidelines), 2. Happy Heart (4 guidelines), 3. Happy Relax (5 guidelines),
4. Happy Brain (3 guidelines), 5. Happy Soul (4 guidelines), 6. Happy Money (5 guidelines),

7. Happy Family (5 guidelines), and 8. Happy Society (5 guidelines), respectively.

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Abstract

The research objectives were: 1) to compare reading and spelling abilities of the
1st grade students before and after learning management by using the exercises and 2)
to study the opinions of grade 1 students towards learning management by using the
exercises. The sample group used in this research were Pratuchai school grade 1 students
Phra Nakhon Si Ayutthaya province the first semester of the academic year 2022 by
selecting 1 classroom, namely Prathom 1/7 students, there are 36 students. The tool
used is learning management plan according to the skill training model It is a tool used
for organizing learning activities, teaching reading and writing spelling. Grade 1 and the
statistics used were percentage (%), mean (X), t-test (T-Test), and standard deviation (S.D.).

The research findings indicate that:

1. The ability of reading and spelling writing skills of the 1st grade students after
learning by using the exercises was higher with statistically significant at the level of 0.05.

2. Opinions of Prathomsuksa 1 students towards learning management by using

skills exercises overall, the opinions were moderate.

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Analysis of the Factors Influencing the well-being of Ethnic

Minority Farmers: a Case Study of Bai Minority in the
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Abstract

The objectives of this research are; 1) to analyze the levels of well-being and
the factors affecting well-being of the Bai farmers in the Wase town, and 2) to propose
suggestions to improve the Bai farmers’ well-being. This paper takes the Bai farmers in

Wase Town, Dali, China as an example. A quantative methodology is utilized. Questionnaire

investigation and regression analysis with 395 farmers were implemented.

The result shows that: the Bai farmers’ characteristics, living environment, economic

conditions and satisfaction with public policy have a positive impact on wellbeing.

1. Introduction

The pursuit of well-being is not only
everyone's right, but also the driving force
to realize the high quality life. Continuous
improvement of the wellbeing of farmers
in China not only helps to promote the
harmonious and stable development of

rural society, but also is one of the main

goals of the government. Therefore, it is
very important to study which factors affect
farmers' wellbeing and how to improve
farmers' wellbeing. With the development
of society, the well-being of farmers has
been greatly improved. However, the Bai
farmers’ need for quality of life are also

getting higher and higher. What factors

influence the well-being of Bai farmers, and
how to improve the happiness of Bai farmers?
It is an issue that is worth studying. This study
takes the Bai people in Wase town, Dali, as
the research sample, to study the influencing
factors of Bai people's well-being, and
analyze the influencing factors of Bai people's
well-being, so as to improve Bai farmers’

well-being.

2. Objectives of the Study

1. To analyze the levels of well-
being and the factors affecting well-being
of the Bai farmers in the Wase town.

2. To propose suggestions to

improve the Bai farmers” well-being.

3. Methodology
Considering that the study is to

analyze the factors that influence the Bai
farmers’ well-being, the research design to
be applied will be both qualitative research
and quantitative methods by using
questionnaires. And the goal of quantitative
research methods is to collect numerical
data from a group of people, then
generalize those results to a larger group
of people to explain a phenomenon.
Questionnaire survey: Questionnaires

are a research instrument that consist a set
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of questions that aims to collect information
from a respondent. These typically are a mix
of close-ended questions and open-ended
questions. The long form questions offer
the ability for the respondent to elaborate
on their thoughts.

On the basis of interviews, in this
study, the questionnaires are used to
investigate the factors that affect the well-
being of Bai. The questionnaires include
the 6 parts. The first part is the information
about the Bai farmers. The second part is
the information about the environment that
the Bai farmers live in. The third part is the
information about the farmers’ activities.
The fourth part is the information about
the Bai farmers’ economic. The fifth part is
the information about social relationship,
the sixth part is the information about the
strategies that have existed in the Bai
farmers’ community. The last part is the
information about the attitude that the Bai
farmers feel about the well-being.

Population and Sample: In the Wase
town, there are Wase administrative village,
Haiyin administrative village, Guangyi
administrative village, Kanglang administrative
village, Dacheng administrative village,
Gaoxing administrative village. For the Bai

farmer in every village has some original
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characteristic, the sample size of every
village is same.

The actual total sample size of the
respondents was calculated using Taro
Yamane formula with 95% confidence
level. Yamane (1967) provides a simplify
formula to calculate sample size. And 395
farmers are selected.

Data Analysis: According to the
research objective and research methods
of this study, the key in formation will be
gathered from primary data resources by
using questionnaires. Some secondary data
will obtain from government and the
public information release. Based on the
data, the influencing factors of farmers’
well-being were studied by regression
analysis.

Regression analysis method: In this
study, for the well-being, it is select the Bai
farmers’ well-being as dependent variable.
Bai farmers characteristics, environment,
economic, public infrastructures and
services, policy is independent variable. By
regression analysis, it analysis the factors

of Bai farmers’ well-being.

4. Results
1. The level of Bai farmers’ well-

being. Well-being include subjective well-

= 31
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being, psychological well-being and social
well-being (Biglan et al., 2012, pp. 257-271).
The subjective well-being is mainly
measured by life satisfaction, emotional
experience (Calkins & Ngo, 2010, pp. 535-
563). And the mean of farmers' subject
well-being is 3.75. Psychological well-being
is mainly measured by self-acceptance,
good relationship with others, environment
control, autonomy, life goals, individual
growth (Lyons et al,. 2016, pp. 1-10). And
the mean of farmers' psychological well-
being is 3.50. Social well-being is mainly
measured by social integration, social
coherence, social acceptance, and social
actualization (Keyes, 1998, pp. 121-140)
and the means of farmers' social well-being
is 3.97. From the mean of subjective well-
being, psychological well-being and social
well-being we can know that the level of
well-being is 3.71, and the level of Bai
farmers’ well-being is at a high level.
2. The factors affecting well-being
2.1 The Baifamers characteristics
Age of Respondents. The
average age of respondents are 53.35 years
old. The minimum is 16 years old and the
Maximum is the 81 years old. Among these,
10 people are between 1-18 years old and

it accounts for 2.53%; 64 people are



between 19-37 years old and it accounts
for 16.26%; 150 people are between 38-46
years old and it accounts for 37.97%, 140
people are between 47-65 years old and
it accounts for 35.44%; 31 people are more
than 66 years old and it accounts for
7.85%.

Through interviews, we know that
local Bai farmers are mainly composed of
people over the age of 47-65. It obviously
shows that young farmers were reluctant
to live in village and to be a farmer. Zhao
Liang (2021) believe that due to the weak
public infrastructure and industries, many
young are unwilling to stay in the countryside.

Gender of the Respondents. There
are 202 men and 193 women among the
respondents, of which 51.14% are men and
48.86% are women. The proportion of men
and women is similar. According to the
interview, the village is mainly inhabited by
the elderly, women and children. Men
generally go out to work during the slack
season and return to work during the busy
season.

Place of residence. There are 155
people living around the road, accounting
for 39.24%; There are 35 people living
around the market, accounting for 8.86%.

There are 142 people living around the
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Erhai-lake, accounting for 35.95%. There
are 25 people living around the market,
accounting for 6.33%. And there still are 38
people living in elsewhere.

Education level. In China, it implements
nine years of free compulsory education.
Among these farmers, 52 people are under
primary school, accounting for 13.16%; 64
people graduated from primary school,
accounting for 16.20%; 176 people
graduated from middle school, accounting
for 44.56%; 88 people graduated from high
school, accounting for 22.28%, and 15
people graduated from University, account-
ing for 3.08%. The table shows that the
education level of farmers in the Wase
town is mainly nine-year compulsory
education. Compared with the cities, Luo
Kui et al. (2020, pp. 287-290) believes
that the education level in rural areas is
relatively low.

Marital status. In the respondent,
there are 103 people are single, accounting
for 26.08%; And 292 people are married,
accounting for 73.92%. Among these single,
some are too young, some are too poverty,
and some are widowers or widows.

Occupation. Among the Bai farmers
surveyed, 152 were engaged in planting,

accounting for 38.48%; there are 4 people
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engaged in animal husbandry, accounting
for 1.01%,; 51 people are engaged in business,
accounting for 12.919%,; there are 44 people
engaged in tourism, accounting for 11.149%.
By the interview, we found that due to the
impact of the epidemic, the number of
people engaged in tourism and business
decreased significantly. In addition, due to
environmental protection, many places
prohibit breeding that pollutes the
environment. Therefore, fewer and fewer
people are engaged in animal husbandry.

Faith. The people in the Wase town
are inclusive. There are 135 people who
believe in Marxism, 150 people who believe
in the local Benzhu, 55 people who believe
in Buddhism, 19 people who believe in
Christianity and 36 people who believe in
other doctrines. By the interview, we know
that the younger people in the Wase town
mainly believe in Marxism; the older ones
are mainly the owners. For the Wase town
is near to the Buddhist holy land Jizu
Mountain, a large part of them believe in
Buddhism.

Health. Among the respondents,
most people think they are in good and
very good health, 160 and 189 respectively,
accounting for 40.51% and47.85%; A small
people think they are in poor health and
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very poor health, 5 and 2 respectively,
accounting for 1% and 2%; There are 39
people who think it is average, accounting
for 13%.

The member of household. Among
the respondents, there are 8 households
with @ member of less than 3. There are
34 households with a member of 3 and 63
households with a member of 4; 106
households with a member of 5. There are
184 households with a member of more
than 5. As can be seen, in rural areas in the
Wase town, the member of most families
is more than 5, generally grandpa, grandma,
husband and wife and two children live
together.

Cognitive Characteristic. By Likert
scale, this studymeasured the cognitive
characteristics of famers from the aspects
of whether they are useful to the society,
whether they are integrity, whether they
are honest, whether they are diligent,
whether they are warm person, whether
they have a sense of responsibility, whether
they can handle family life well, whether
they can handle neighborhood relations
well, and whether they likes its own work,
whether they thinks that life will be better
and better. Through measurement, it is

found that the mean of cognitive level of



farmers is 3.75, which is at a high level.
2.2 The environment

with living environment. Satisfaction with
the clean and tidy is 79.5%; dissatisfaction
is 5.56%, neutral is 14.94%. Satisfaction
with safety is 87.59%; dissatisfaction is
2.78%; and neutral is 9.62%. Satisfaction
with public cultural activities is 53.7%;
dissatisfaction is 16.45%; neural is 32.66%.
Satisfaction with industry is 49.87%;
dissatisfaction is 22.03%, and neural is
30.92%. Satisfaction with ecology is 61.01%.
Dissatisfaction is 15.44%. And neutral is
23.54%. The mean of satisfaction with
environment is 3.85 and it is at high level.
2.3 Economy

The annual income of
family. Among the respondents, 63
household have an annual income of less
than 21000 Yuan. There are 104 households
between 21001 - 40000 Yuan; there are 80
households between 40001-60000 Yuan;
there are 74 households between 60001-
80000 Yuan; there are 74households with
more than 80000 Yuan. It can be seen that
the income of Bai farmers is mainly

between 20001-40000 Yuan, which also
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shows that the income of most farmers is
poor.

The main source of family income.
Among these respondents, there are 91
people that the main source of family income
is mainly from agriculture, 41 from renting
the house to tourist, 120 from going out to
work, 36 from tourism and 107 from others.
It can be seen that the main income of
these farmers is no longer mainly from
agriculture, and more people's main
income comes from working outside. Due
to the impact of the epidemic, tourism, one
of the main sources of income in the past,
has also declined rapidly.

3. The linear Regression of the
factors. Table 1 reflects the results of
multiple regression analysis using PSPP, a
significant model emerged (F-statistics for
R’ p < 0.05) in which significant variables
including the t and sig (p) values of the
independent variables with the farmers’
level of well-being (dependent variable)
give a rough indication of the impact of
each predictor (independent variable), that
is, a big absolute value t and small value
p suggests that a predictor variable is
having a large impact on the criterion

variable (dependent variable).

From the regression model, it can
be seen that Based on the multiple regression
model, the coefficient of determination R?
and adjusted R* which are 0.55 and 0.54
respectively, represent the predictor of the
explanatory variables which account that
55 % variance in the dependent variable
which indicate very strong relationship
among the variables and this implies the
appropriateness of the model. Because,
the regression coefficient (R) value of 74 %
indicates high relationship between
dependent variable (farmers’ level of
self-reliance) and the four predictors of
explanatory variables, such as Bai farmers’
cognition characteristics, living environ-
ment, economic conditions and satisfaction
with public policy.

It can be seen from the findings that
only 4 of the independent variables such
as Bai farmers’ Cognition Characteristics,
living environment, economic conditions
and Satisfaction with public policy in the
analysis have significant (p < 0.05) regression
coefficients while the rest are insignificantly

related to dependent variable.

5. Discussion
There are many factors affecting

villagers' well-being. For Bai farmers, we
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find the following conclusions:

Bai farmers’ cognition characteristics.
It can been seen from table 1 that Bai farmers'
cognition characteristics is significantly
impacting farmers' well-being with
standardized regression coefficient of 5.57
significant at p < 0.01. Bai farmers’ cognition
characteristics can influence their perception
of the world. This implies that when they
are optimistic and upward, and they think
they are useful, their well-being will
increase. In facts, the Bai people emphasize
the hard work, friendship and dedication.
These excellent traditional cultures have
played a guiding role in Bai farmers’ well-
being (Chen Jing, 2022).

Living environment. Living environment
is significantly impacting farmers’ well-
being with standardized regression
coefficient of 6.25 significant at p < 0.05.
Living environment includes natural
environment and culture environment. It
implies that the good natural environment
and culture environment are very
important for the Bai farmers’ well-being.
The good natural environment provides
farmers with a clean and safe living place;
the rich culture environment provides
farmers with a rich culture of Bai and

enriches their inner spirit.
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Economic conditions. It can been
seen from table 1 that economic conditions
is significantly impacting farmers’ well-being
with standardized regression coefficient of
6.25 significant at p < 0.01. it implies that
Increasing the income of family can enhance
Bai farmers' well-being. With the development
of society, the Bai farmers' demand for
material wealth is increasing. Therefore,
family income should maintain a certain
proportion of growth, so as to meet the
needs of Bai farmers.

Satisfaction with Public Policy.
Satisfaction with Public Policy significantly
impacting farmers’ well-being with
standardized regression coefficient of 7.29
significant at p < 0.01. This also implies that
appropriate policies need to be formulated
to enhance the well-being of Bai farmers.
For the Bai farmers, these policies include
economics, health care policies, education,
employment, housing, land, tax, religion,

and other policies.

6. Suggestion

From the above, my recommendations
to each key actor are as follows:

For the farmers, in order to improve
their well-being, first of all, they should

form a positive and optimistic attitude. It
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is very important to cultivate a positive and
optimistic cognitive characteristic through
learning and training for Bai farmers’ well-
being. Secondly, farmers should work with
others to create a good living environment.

The good natural environment
make them feel comfortable and the cultural
environment can meet the demand of their
culture. Secondly, farmers should work
hard to improve their income. The increase
in income is directly related to well-being.
The income of Bai farmers is relatively low
overall, and it is very implant to increase
income for well-being; Finally, Farmers
should actively participate in the formulation
of policies.

For the administrative village
committee. In order to improve the Bai
farmers’ well-being, firstly, the administrative
village committee should encourage the farmers
to participate in the decision-making. In the
process of participation, respect their
initiative and creativity, pay attention to
the fairness and justice, and meet the
demand of farmers. Secondly, they should
formulate the appropriate employment
strategies, industrial development
strategies, compulsory education strategies
and public infrastructure construction

strategies. The village committee should
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invite experts, villagers, enterprises and
other relevant personnel to work together
to formulate a scientific, reasonable and
feasible rural development strategy. The
village committee should promote the
construction of the village environment.
They should not only continue to improve
the natural environment, but also strengthen
the construction of the cultural environment,
especially the construction of the Bai
culture.

For the policymakers. In order to
better improve the Bai farmers' wellbeing,
policymakers should formulate policies
from the aspects of industry, income
improvement, infrastructure, cultural
construction, etc. according to local actual
conditions. As the Wase town is a tourism
town around the lake, it faces serious
problems such as environmental protection,
inheritance of Bai farming culture, and
economic development. Therefore, formulating
appropriate policies is a key issue for local
development.
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7. Knowledge of Research

The well-being was mainly consists
by subjective well-being, physical well-
being, and social well-being. And the level
of Bai farmers’ well-being in Wase town
was measured by Likert scale. According to
the analysis results, Bai farmers in Wase
town had a higher level of well-being.

Among the factors, Bai farmers’
cognition characteristics, living environment,
economic conditions and satisfaction with
public policy had significant positive effects
on the Bai farmers’ well-being. Therefore,
cultivating Bai farmers’ positive cognition
characteristics, improving the natural
environment and culture environment
around the Bai farmers, increasing the
income of family and formulating the
appropriate policies were very important

to improve the Bai farmers’ well-being.
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Abstract

The purpose of this research are: 1) To compare the self-management ability of
students in the experimental group who entered the self-management ability development
program in the pre-experiment, post-experiment and follow-up periods. 2) To compare the
self-management ability between students in the experimental group and the comparison
group in the pre-experiment, post-experiment and follow-up periods. It was divided into
an experimental group of 20 people who entered the self-management development
program and a comparison group of 20 people who did not enter the self-management
ability development program. The self-management ability development program was
divided into 4 activities. Including self-motivation activities time management activities
Emotion management activities and self-discipline activities organized as a student
development guidance activity 12 times, once a week via online channels. The data were
analyzed using descriptive statistics. One-way repeated-measures ANOVA and two-way
repeated-measures analysis of variance were performed repeated-measures ANOVA).

The research results found that:

1. Comparative results of the self-management ability of students in the

experimental group who entered the self-management development program. In the
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pre-experiment period Period after the experiment and follow-up period higher than
before the experiment statistically significant at the .05 level, it was found that students
had good motivating behavior and positive thoughts towards themselves. Learn to manage
your time creatively. There are strategies for controlling one's emotions in different
situations. Including awareness and discipline in one's duties on a regular basis.

2. Comparative results of students in the experimental group who entered the
self-management development program with self-management ability after the experiment
and follow-up period higher than the comparison group that did not enter the
self-management development program. Statistically significant at the .05 level, it was
found that when comparing the results between the two groups, it was found that the
experimental group had more outstanding behavior in their ability to manage themselves

than the comparison group.

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Abstract

This study was aimed at investigating conditions and suggesting ways to develop
digital leadership of school administrators under the Nong Bua Lam Phu Primary Educational
Service Area Office 1. It was mixed methods research. The first step was quantitative
research. The sample was 330 teachers in schools. The sample size was determined
according to the Krejcie and Morgan table, and a proportional simple random sampling
was conducted. The tool used was a rating scale questionnaire. Data were analyzed using
statistics, including percentage, mean, and standard deviation. The second step was
qualitative research by interviewing 9 key informants. The tool used was a semi-structured
interview form. Data were analyzed by content analysis.

The research result finds that:

1. The overall digital leadership of school administrators was at a high level.
When considering individually, the highest level was creation of digital corporate culture,
followed by acceptance and understanding of the changes in digital society, technology
support, information-based management, digital vision, and ethics in the use of information
technology, and the lowest level was promotion the use of technology in teaching and
learning.

2. Guidelines for developing digital leadership of school administrators consisted
of 7 aspects, where school administrators are required to 1) establish school visions in

line with the changes in the digital age, 2) develop knowledge and skills in using technology
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for planning and administration in schools based on information system databases, 3)

encourage teachers to use digital technology in teaching and learning management and

working systems through online applications or systems, 4) set permissions according to the

levels and security systems for accessing information, 5) create working culture and

atmosphere to ensure a comprehensive use of digital technology, 6) drive digital

transformations, and 7) allocate sufficient budgets to support information technology in

the digital age.

The purposes of this research were; 1) Comparing the academic performance of
Thai language before and after incorporating multimedia technology in virtual school
system, 2) Studying satisfaction with the teaching outcomes using multimedia technology
in virtual school system. The population were grade 5. The sample group consists of
students from class 5/1, totaling 45 people, selected through simple random sampling.
The research instrument were 1) Learning management plan Study Unit , 4 Lesson plans
on Lilit Taleng Pai 2) Thai Language Achievement Test 30 items 3) Satisfaction questionnaire
15 items. The statistics used for data analysis were percentage, mean, standard deviation
and T-Test (t-test for dependent).

The research result finds that:

1. The academic performance in Thai language before and after learning has
shown that the students' performance after learning is significantly higher than before
learning at a statistically significant level of .01.

2. The satisfaction with teaching outcomes using multimedia technology in the
Virtual School system among 5th-grade students at Thammasat Khlong Luang Wittayakom
School is generally high. When considering different aspects individually, the highest
level of satisfaction is found in the area of learning activities. It is followed by teacher

instruction and content, respectively.

This qualitative research
utilized in-depth interviews with key informants from three groups: Group 1, consisting
of executives or representatives from central government agencies (5 organizations, 5
individuals); Group 2, consisting of executives or representatives from the mining and
limestone quarrying project for the construction industry (5 organizations, 5 individuals);
and Group 3, comprising stakeholders of the project (5 groups, 15 individuals), totaling

The research findings are as follows:

1. This project is economically significant, generating income and promoting
economic growth within the country. It also provides local employment opportunities.
However, it has environmental consequences, causing air pollution and vibrations affecting
historical sites in U Thong, Suphan Buri.

2. The project has adverse impacts on natural resources and the environment,
particularly due to the proximity of the stone mill to Phumuenang Wildlife Sanctuary in
U Thong, Suphan Buri. This affects tourism and the suitability of land for agriculture.

It also impacts the livestock of local farmers who feed on grass contaminated with dust.
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3. The project does not adhere to Environmental Impact Assessment (EIA)

standards but is structured to meet only the legal requirements and government

announcements.

This paper aims to study the situation of these cooperatives and the factors affecting
their OC, in order to improve their OC and increase farmers' income. Organizational competency
(OQ) for Farmer Professional Cooperatives (FPC) is crucial to the standardized operation
and high-quality development of cooperatives. Roses are traditionally eaten and processed
in Bajie Town, Anniing City, Yunnan, P.R. China, so farmers spontaneously organized and
established rose cooperatives to develop rose industry. The target of this study was the
cooperatives in the town. Respondents were persons in charge of FPCs and members in
FPCs, in which 26 persons and 152 members were selected through simple random
sampling technology. Data were collected using an interview form consisting of a structured
questionnaire and an unstructured questionnaire as the primary research material to
determine the current basic profile and organizational competency levels of the farmer.
Regression analysis was used to analyse the factors influencing the competency of
farmer professional cooperatives, including internal factors such as income distribution
and organizational structure and external factors such as the location of the cooperative
and the number of cooperatives.

Research findings:

1. The level of OC for FPC was mainly determined by cooperative skills and

performance.
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2. The factors affecting OC were divided into internal factors and external factors,

and internal factors were the main factors. Among the internal factors, reasonable income

distribution of members, complete organizational structure, multiple ways to raise funds,

and self-owned trademarks were significant and positive factors. For among the external

factors, the distance between FPC and markets and external competition were main

factors affecting the level of OC for FPC.

1. Introduction

Developing and expanding Farmer
Professional Cooperatives (FPC) plays an
important role in rural economic growth,
so improving Organizational competency
(OQ) is crucial to standardization of operation
of FPC. Capacity and relationships affected
the governance structure of FPC in the eastern
coastal areas in China were analyzed
(Zhuhui et al., 2006, pp. 60-66). The benign
operation of FPC improves the market
competitiveness of agricultural products,
guarantees the quality of agricultural
products and improves the economic
benefits of agricultural products, and helps
farmers to obtain national support policies

directly and effectively (Lin, & Liuyangming,

2020, pp. 233-240). The development of
FPC is of great significance to the
implementation of the national rural
revitalization strategy (Hainan, Xiaoshan &
Aizhao, 2018, pp. 20-25).

Afamous tourist attraction Rose Valley
was located in Bajie Town, and rose cultural
festivals and other activities based on edible
roses were held, because of suitable
conditions and vast land for rose planting.
As of March 2022, there were 130 FPCs in
Bajie Town, accounting for 60% of FPCs in
Anning City; there were 51 FPCs planting
rose at Bajie Town, accounting for 39% of
FPCs at the town. Forty-six FPCs planting
rose were in operation, in which 17 had

registered capital of 1 million yuan or more.

Though many FPCs were established
in the town, there was a lack of evaluation
on the internal management, work
performance and organizational
competency of FPC. Therefore, it is very
important for Bajie Town Government to
evaluate the level of OC for FPC and to
analyze the influencing factors. Many
scholars tried to explain the influence of
various influencing factors, such as basic
personal information, product sales skills,
product cost control, income distribution
of members, integrity of organizations,
self-owned trademarks and ways of raising

funds, on the development of FPC (Feng,

Shiguo & Qi, 2016, pp. 79-87; Zongdong,
Rong, & Fei, 2019, pp. 295-304; Xiaofeng &
Chengju, 2016, pp. 23-29; Hengshan, Zhigang
and Ruiyao, 2016, pp. 72-83), but factors
influencing OC for FPC had not been studied.
The purpose of this study was to identify
the factors that affecting OC for FPC, so
as to improve social efficiency and
performance of FPC, and ultimately
increase farmers' incomes. The research
project designed indicators of farmer
professional cooperative competence by
using Organizational Competency Theory
in terms of four dimensions: information,

performance, skills and culture.



2. Objectives of the Study

1. To study the level of farmer
professional cooperatives competency

2. To study the factors effecting

farmer professional cooperatives competency.

3. Methodology

Location of the Study. Bajie Town
is located in the south of Anning City,
adjacent to Erjie Township of Jinning
County in the east, Shuanghe Township
and Xiyang Township of Jinning County in
the south, Longquan Town of Yimen
County in the west, and Xianjie Town in
the north, 35 kilometers from Anning City,
67 kilometers from Kunming City, with a
total area of 340.29 square kilometers. It is
located in the low latitude and high
altitude area of the central subtropical
zone, with an average annual temperature
of 14.9 °C and an average annual precipitation
of about 1000 mm. Bajie Town has a large
agricultural population, with 21 villagers'
committees and 1 community residents'
committee, and 23 ethnic minorities
including Yi, Miao, Bai and Tibetan (Work
Report at Bajie Town, 2020).

Data collection. In 2020 and 2021,
a questionnaire survey on 26 FPCs planting

rose in 21 village committees in the town
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and 152 members in those FPCs was
conducted with the random sampling
method.

Research tool. Questionnaires
consisted of four parts was used as research
tools. The first part of the questionnaires
involved the basic information survey of the
interviewees, mainly including personal and
family survey. The second part was about
the survey of the respondents' views,
mainly about understanding the internal
and external environment and OC of FPC;
The internal and external environment
mainly consisted of four parts: geographical
location, operation mechanism, overall
situation and internal management; OC
mainly consisted of basic information,
performance, skills and culture. The third
part was interview with the respondents,
which is mainly used to understand the
respondents' attitudes and views on the
current situation and future development
opportunities of FPC. In the second part,
the Likert scale with a five-point scale
(1 for strongly disagree, 2 for relatively
disagree, 3 for average, 4 for relatively
agree, and 5 for strongly agree) was used
to determine the respondents' attitudes
and opinions, and the reliability and validity

of the questionnaire data from the Likert
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scale were analyzed.

The reliability and validity of the
questionnaire data were firstly analyzed
with SPSS 26 analysis software. Then the
correlation between the variables and
determines was analyzed to determine
whether the variables are suitable for regression
analysis. Finally, based on the results of
the correlation analysis, the comprehensive
scores of the four dimensions were used
as the dependent variable for multiple linear
regression to determine their influencing
factors with State 17 measurement software
(Xiaoyan, Yinjun & Yan, 2020, pp. 187-195).

Organizations Competency Level
for FPC at Bajie Town

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The weight scores of 4 dimensions
(basic information, cooperative performance,
cooperative skills, and cooperative culture)
graded by 152 members from 26 FPCs were
calculated with the entropy weight method
(EWM), then the level of OC for FPC were
measured (Tab.1). The mean value of the level
of OC was 0.8094, which indicated that the
whole level was relatively satisfactory. The
three cooperatives with higher ranking were
YJN Cooperative, HR Cooperative and HPX
Cooperative. The three cooperatives with
lower rankings were QL Cooperative, ZYNY
Cooperative and ZYMG Cooperative, and
the mean value of these cooperative was
0.5715. There was a polarization of the level
of OC, so research on the improvement

of the level of OC for FPC was imperative.

Analysis on the Factors Affecting OC
for FPC at Bajie Town

According to the correlation test,
X1 (education level) and X2 (time spent in
agricultural production) were not signifi-
cantly correlated with the dependent

variable, so they were not studied in the

next empirical study. The internal factors
and external factors were regressed separately
(Yan, S. & Pingping, 2016, pp. 107-118; Jiong,
2022, pp. 51-58), and then they were
regressed together.Results: (1) The regression
of internal factors showed that the reasonable

distribution of members’ income, complete
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structure of FPC, various ways of raising
funds and self-owned trademark had a
significant positive effect on the
improvement of OC for FPC; (2) The regression
of external factors showed that economic
development, natural resources, distance
between location of FPC and markets and

external competition were important

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factors affecting the level of OC for FPC; (3)
Comprehensive regression of internal
factors and external factors showed that
except for the three factors X4, X8 and X9
were not significant, the remaining factors
were not much different from the results
of regression of internal factors or external

factors.

5. Discussion

There was significant difference in
the level of OC of 26 FPC at Bajie Town, Anning
City, which was the result of interaction of
different influencing factors. Based on a
comprehensive multiple regression model
analysis of internal and external influencing
factors, it was found that out of the 9
variables that passed the correlation test,
6 variables were significantly correlated
with OC, while the other three influencing
factorsinternal management norms,
economic development and abundant

natural resources failed the significance

test. These factors are specifically discussed
as follows:

Income distribution—Income
distribution had a significant positive effect
on the level of OC. The variable of increasing
farmers' income is the most important goal
of cooperatives (Yajie and Chuang, 2022, p.
714). Reasonable income distribution can
directly improve the enthusiasm of members
and encourage them to work harder in
agricultural production (XvXvchu, 2018, p.
1). Farmers at Bajie Town hoped to increase
their income by joining FPC, bring a sense

of honor and belonging, and get more
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opportunities to receive education and
often travel.

Organization—Organization had a
significant positive effect on the level of
OC. The sound development of FPC
requires standardization of registration,
organization and financial management
(Yuying & Qiangjian, 2022, pp. 56-65). Most
rose FPC at Bajie Town had complete
bylaws, standardized establishment
procedures and regular member meetings.
Villagers were willing to participate these
FPC, and the government gave a lot of
policy support to them, so they had a fast
growth in operating income.

Raise funds—Raise funds had a
significant positive effect on the level of OC.
There is some problems in the development
of FPC, such as lack of talents and
difficulty in raising funds, and broadening
the channels of raising funds accelerates
the development of FPC (Wan, 2014, pp.
63-66). Some rose FPC at Bajie Town
were underfunded in planting and selling,
which required financial support from the
government. On the other hand, FPC
should think of more ways to raise funds
through multiple channels for themselves.

Own trademark—Own trademark

had a significant positive effect on the

= 181
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level of OC. The FPC's own trademark has
an impact on the level of development of
FPC (Guoxing and Chen, 2017, pp. 41-43).
Trademarks are the main sign of
distinguishing agricultural products among
FPC. Trademarks with high recognition bring
benefits to FPC and enhance the influence
of FPC. According to this investigation, it
was found that the president of a rose
cooperative in Bajie Town registered his
name and his daughter's name as the
trademark of the cooperative.

Location of FPC—Location of FPC
had a significant positive effect on the
level of OC. In the continuous development
of FPC, FPC should give full play to our
own advantages (Jun, 2022, pp. 83-85).
Bajie Town is located in the south of Anning
City, 35 kilometers away from the down-
town of Anning and 67 kilometers away
from the downtown of Kunming (the
capital city of Yunnan Province). Its
transportation infrastructure and facilities
are good. FPC near the transportation
highway should make full use of the
location advantage to reduce the cost of
rose products; while FPC far away from the
hichway use logistics, cold chain and
other facilities to improve the market

competitiveness of cooperatives.
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Number of cooperatives—Number
of cooperatives had a significant positive
effect on the level of OC. Most of FPCs in
Anning City were established from 2013 to
2018. By 2022, the proportion of FPCs
engaging in the cultivation, processing and
sale of roses at Bajie Town was about 60%
of FPCs in the city (Government Work
Report, 2022). On the one hand, the
government vigorously supported the
development of cooperatives because of
the large number of rose FPC. On the
other hand, the market was well-informed,
which was conducive to sales and
large-scale production of rose FPC.It should
also be noted that there is fierce competition
among FPC (Junhe, 2022, pp. 39-40; Zhijun,
Haiyan & Xiuying, 2022, pp. 65-75).

Internal management norms—
Internal management norms did not have
positive effect on the level of OC. According
to the survey data, the mean value of
options of internal management norms of
FPC was 3.96, indicating that the current
internal management of FPC was at a
reasonable standard level.

Economic development and abundant
natural resources—Effects of economic
development and abundant natural

resources on the level of OC were not
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significant. In summary, these two factors
were external factors. The regression
analysis of these two factors combined
with internal factors revealed that the
positive effect of these two factors on
thelevel of OC was not significant, as both
were external factors, and compared to
external factors, internal factors were the
main factor affecting the level of OC.

In summary, the level of OC of 26
FPC at Bajie Town, Anning City,was greatly
affected by internal factors, which was also
in line with the past research result (Zuhui,
Xuchu & Guansheng, 2002, pp. 13-21) and
our expectations. There were certain
limitations in the determination and
selection of specific influencing factor index
and sample survey research, so there may
be some deviations when using relevant
data for analysis. In order to better study
the level of OC of FPC and its influencing
factors of cooperative organizations in a
certain region, it is necessary to organize
and obtain systematic, complete, and
high-quality data, and attempt to use

themean index for statistical analysis.

6. Suggestion
In order to improve the OC of FPC

at Bajie Town, the following suggestions are
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made to the government and FPC:

1. Attention should be paid to
internal factors affecting the competence
of FPC. It is necessary to establish a sound
organizational structure and a reasonable
income distribution system for FPC at Bajie
Town. First of all, the head of FPC should
optimize the income distribution of the
members according to the actual situation,
so that the members get more income after
joining FPC. Secondly, in the development
of FPCs, in order to solve the problem of
shortage of funds, FPCs should broaden
financing channels and strengthen their
ability to absorb funds, so as to ensure
sufficient development funds. FPCs, for
example, take advantage of government
support policies to obtain loans. Finally,
FPC should have their own trademarks.
Cooperatives without registered trademarks
should design and apply for trademark
registration according to the characteristics
of rose cake, rose vinegar, rose wine and
other products so as to form their own
marketing model and brand.

2. Attention should be paid to
external factors affecting the competence
of FPC. The government of Anning City and
Bajie Town should improve the agricultural

logistics system. For example, by building
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fast rural roads, establishing trading centers
for rose products in locations where FPC
are concentrated, and establishing cold
chain centers in conjunction with logistics
companies, unnecessary links in the circu-
lation process can be reduced. Rose FPC
should cooperate with rural logistics
outlets and urban logistics outlets to
expand the marketing channels for rose
products. For example, FPCs should
develop rose product series to extend the
industrial chain. They should also sell
products online besides offline, and take
into account the common development
of offline and online.

3. Based on the combination of
internal and external development conditions
and the full use of policies, emphasis
should be placed on skills training especially
in online marketing of agricultural products
for members in FPC. This study revealed
that OC of FPC at Bajie Town cannot be
separated from the improvement of the
professional skills of the members, so it is
important to train members. And the
necessary network marketing training
should also be carried out besides of the
training of agricultural production skills and
marketing methods, because FPC should

use Internet means to create online
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promotion models in various aspects such
as e-commerce sales platforms, official

accounts and online short videos.

7. Knowledge Assets

The level of OC for FPC at Bajie
Town was mainly reflected in the skills and
performance. Among the internal factors,
reasonable income distribution of members,
complete organizational structure, multiple
ways to raise funds, and self-owned
trademarks had significant positive effects
on the level of OC for FPC. While among
the external factors, the distance between

location of FPC and markets, and external

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Abstract

This study aims to draw theoretical conclusions of the characteristics of successful
teachers by employing srounded theory to examine the features, developmental process,
and factors that play roles on these characteristics. Purposive and snowball sampling
were utilized to recruit 49 participants. A field study site was selected based on theoretical
methods and the data were collected from documentary analysis, in-depth interviews,
observations, and field notes. All data were transcribed, interpreted, and analyzed using
NVivo.10. This study discovered three characteristics of successful teachers: knowledge,
behavior, and teacher performance.

The findings reveal that:

1. The characteristics of successful teachers occur under certain conditions, both
in- and out-of-institutional context.

2. Inan in-institutional context, the conditions arise from personal, administrational,
and political levels, whilst under the out-off-institutional context, the parents’ expectations
were reported to be the condition that enriches the teachers’ characteristics.

3. The results also depict that the developmental process of successful teachers’
characteristics happens under the roles of effective management by the administrators
and the teachers’ own professional performance.

4. Furthermore, the findings signify that the factors that play a role on the existence
and disappearance of the characteristics are dependent on the administration style of
the school directors, teacher self-performance, moral support from significant others, and

participations from communities.
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5. This research sheds light upon the positive consequences of successful teachers’

characteristics, and the findings could enhance learners’ academic development, teacher

performance, and school recognition.

1. Regarding the current state and the desired state in developing the services
of the Office of Academic Resources and Information Technology of Rajabhat Maha Sarakham
University students, it was found that the current state, on the whole, was at the high
level (X = 4.09). When each aspect was considered, the aspect with the highest current
state was the personnel aspect (X = 4.35), followed by the service aspect (X = 4.17), the

information resource aspect (X = 4.11), and the aspect with the lowest current state was
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the facilities and security (X = 3.84). The desired state, on the whole, was at the highest
level (X = 4.88). When each aspect was considered, the aspect with the highest desired
state was the facilities and security aspect (x = 4.98), followed by the physical surroundings
aspect and the public relations aspect (X = 4.91), and the personnel aspect had the lowest
desired state (X = 4.74).

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Abstract

The purpose of this research was to analyze the pedagogical content knowledge
of intern students who use lesson study and open approach. The target group was 3
intern students who were teaching practice in mathematics subjects for 7th-grade students
on the topic of equations. The research instruments consist of 5 lesson plans on equations,
field notes, a camcorder, an audio recorder, and a photo camera. The data were analyzed
by analytic description.

The research results were as follows: Intern students have pedagogical content
knowledge including of (1) Content knowledge, they plan to create problem situations
that are consistent with content and teaching materials, plan to use teaching materials
for representing the real world to link to the mathematical world, predict students'
ideas in problem solving, plan to identify the discussion points and the awareness of
ideas as well as misunderstandings, (2) Pedagogical knowledge, they pose the problem
situations by using teaching materials to represent the real world, observe student ideas
used in solving problems, order of students' ideas for presentation, discuss the important
ideas, connect the representation of the real world to the mathematical world, and
select of teaching materials and representations, (3) Identify student difficulty, they found
the student problem of equation and several ideas for solving problem, some students

are still unable to connect mathematical language to mathematical symbols.

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Abstract

This research examines the Yaoi novel Lang Man Behind the Scenes for: 1) uses
of patriarchal power and 2) evidence of defiance against patriarchal power. The research
is designed as a qualitative research. The study applied Kate Millett’s conceptual framework
on patriarchy.

The results were as follow:

1. Patriarchal power and defiance against it could be characterized in four
different contexts: 1) the use of father's authority in the family between father and child,
2) in university and work settings based on seniority, among friend groups, and between
supervisors and subordinates; 3) between the male protagonists; and 4) between male
and female characters.

2. The novel showed evidence of defiance against patriarchal power in all four
of the aforementioned contexts. 1) Defiance against uses of patriarchal power in the
family occurres between the father and child and between the father and mother. 2)
Defiance against uses of patriarchal power in the university and work setting occurs
within both the seniority and the supervisor-subordinate systems. The novel also portrays
defiance against uses of patriarchal power 3) between the male protagonists and 4)

between male and female characters.

This study aimed to analyze the connection by using students’ “Mathematical
Attitudes” in the mathematics classroom using Open-Ended Problem. The target group
was thirty-four eleven-grade students in the second Of semester 2021. The tools used
for data collection were 7 learning management plans, a field note, a field record, voice
record from application ZOOM and student’s mathematical attitudes survey. Before
collecting data the researcher prepared the preparations in 2 phases: Phase 1 prepared
teachers and Phase 2 prepared the target students. Data analyzed from protocols, and
student’s mathematical attitudes survey.

The results indicated that: 1) creating a learning management plan together
designing a research lesson, the lesson study team created with focus of open-ended
problem that allow students to approach problems and find their own solutions. 2) In
collaboratively observing the research lesson, behavior the student's speech while
solving the problem that shows the student's mathematical attitudes include: (1) See and
think mathematically, students can understand the problem, defined and specify what
the problem needs to be solved. (2) Pose questions and develop explanations, students
are introduced to concepts from anticipance’s methods for solving problems, can express
their own ideas step by step, questions were raised about the concept. (3) Generalize
and extend, such as mock-up drawings Assigning symbols that express their own ideas
for solving problems, and (4) appreciate others’ ideas and change representations for
meaningful elaborations, when they were exchanging or discussing ideas, students tried
to use the ideas of others as a basis for self-understanding. 3) Collaboratively discussing
and reflecting, Students have to formulate concepts to solve problems able to

communicate and use mathematical language problems in their own order of thinking.
