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Abstract

This research paper assesss the learning achievement ASEAN studies following
the ASEAN curriculum sourcebook and levels of student competency in 21st century skills.
The studies were conducted in Buffer Schools of Thailand involving 400 upper secondary students
in Phanom Dong Rak Wittaya School, Suanphung Wittaya School Wangnua Wittaya School and
Betong Wiraratprasan School. The project is a mixed methods research study. It has been found
that; 1) Levels of understanding in ASEAN studies curriculum which was highly rated in 7 learning
areas; civil duties and moral education. 2) The results of the stages of active learning in ASEAN
studies curriculum; self-directed information retrieval at the highest level in 7 learning areas.
3) In terms of instruction methods for active learning; independent study skill at the highest level
(10.6%). 4) Levels of student competency in 21° century skills has highest modified priority needs
index (12.77%). As a result, the instruction methods tend to be area-based curriculum, which is
considered an integral element in localism to regionalism. Multicultural education for imagine
