Abstract

This research aimed to study the students of moral sexuality and to development of
students moral sexuality through assimilative integration group counseling. The sample were
divided into 2 groups. The first group was 400 students who were studying in the 1% year in the
Faculty of Education at Universities in the Northeast Region were derived from a randomized,
(Multistage Random Sampling). The second group was divided into male 200 and female 200
people. The second example was 20 students who were studying in the 1% year in the Faculty
of Education which were chosen by the random placement (Purposive sampling). The sample
was divided into an experimental group and a control group of 10 people each, group consisted
of 5 male and 5 female. The instruments were the measurement moral of sexuality and the
assimilative integration group counseling programs. The intervention was administered for 14
sessions. Each session lasted about ninety minutes. The research design was three-factor
experiment with repeated measures. This study was divided into 3 phases: the pretest, the
posttest and the follow-up phases. The data were analyzed by repeated measure analysis of
variance: two between-subjects variables and one within-subjects variable: Bonferroni's multiple
comparison was used to compare the differences.

The findings showed that: 1) the moral sexuality of student were in stage 3, Good Boy-
Nice Girl Orientation. Furthermore, Male students had moral sexuality lower than female
students in all aspects, and 2) there were no interactions between the methods, the duration of
the experiment and the genders. However, there were statistically interaction between the
methods and the duration of the experiment (p < .05). The experimental group had moral
sexuality in the posttest and follow-up phases higher than the pretest phase at the significance
level of .05. The experimental group had moral sexuality in the posttest and follow-up phase
higher than the control group at the significance level of .05. Male and female in the
experimental group had moral sexuality in the posttest and follow-up phases higher than the
control group at the significance level of .05. In addition, the differences between moral

sexuality of male and female in the experimental group were not found.
