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Abstract

Teacher education and professional development plays a crucial role in educational
reform in Thailand. This article aims at giving recommendations on teacher education and
professional development in Thailand though the lens of teacher education. Teacher education
should start with considering anticipated attributes of Thai citizens then think about teacher
attributes and competency. Recruitment for teacher candidates and teacher education programs
should be reconsidered. The candidates who have high competency and strong teacher spirit
should be selected. Teacher education program should be practice-based and reflection-based
activities in order to help pre-service teacher link theories and practice. Induction program are
also recommended for teacher education in Thailand. This program will link and fill the cap

between pre-service and in-service teacher education.
