Abstract

The research aimed at developing curriculum to enhance desirable characteristics through
dialogue for nursing students. Research and Development (R and D) process model has been adopted
fo use in the study in 4 steps as follows; step 1 revealing the basic concept used in dialogue
activities of which the data collected with experts in-depth interviews, step 2 constructing curriculum
and verifying curriculum quality, step 3 implementing the curriculum of which the sample group was 36
third year of Boromargjonani College of Nursing Sawanpracharak Nakhonsawan studying in the first
semester of the 2012 academic year, drawn by means of cluster random sampling. The samples were
tested via one group pretest- posttest design with five learning units, three hours a unit used and
fiffeen hours were used for the implementation and step 4 evaluationing curriculum of which the
openions of nursing students were evaluated.

The results at each step were as follows:

1. The basic concept used in dialogue activities were 1) the principles of dialogue involved
with deep listening, respecting , reflecting and voicing 2) the dialogue activities for the respect were;
listening without criticism, respecting  different of individuals 3) the dialogue activities for deep
listening were; matching for story - telling and empathetic listening 4) the dialogue activities for
reflection were; journal writing, matching for reflection and question asking 5) the dialogue activities for
voicing were; creatfing of supporfive atmosphere and comfort zone.

2. Curriculum consisted of rationale, course description, course competencies, objectives,
structure, learning activities and measurement and evaluation were found as curriculum components.
For learning-activity management, it involved the creation of environment for learning in three steps;
creating supportive atmostphere, dialoguing and connecting to holistic nursing.The focal points were
storytelling and action learning. The drafted curriculum was evaluated by experts for the

appropriateness.The curriculum documents and the supplementary documents found appropriate at high

level ()_(= 4.49, 4.54). The curriculum was then piloted for the further improvement. lts result was at
high level of appropriateness and ready for the implementation.

3. The implementation of the curriculum found that desirable characteristics in terms of self
awareness, human values and holistic nursing was .05 significantly higher level and the holistic
nursing was higher than that of the set criteria up to 70%.

4. The evaluation of the curriculum found that curriculum input, process and outfput were

(X=4.52, 4.45 and 4.52) at high level of appropriateness.
