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Abstract

The purpose of this research was to analyze the causal attribution of students’ learning
success and failure in Bangkok urban and suburban private universities. The sample group was 800
freshmen from Dhurakij Pundit University, The University of the Thai Chamber of Commerce,
Huachiew Chalermprakiet University, and Rangsit University. All subjects completed the questionnaire
assessing the causal attribution of learning success and failure. t-test and One - Way Analysis of

Variance were used to analyze the data.
The findings were as follows:

1. In case of the attributions for academic success, there was significant difference in the

attributional patterns of male and female students (p< 0.05)

But in case of the attributions for

academic failure, no difference in attributional patterns of all students emerged.

2. The students with high, medium and low achievement who attributed for academic
success differ significantly at the 0.05 level. Likewise, students' academic achievement, high,
medium and low attributed for academic failure differ significantly at the 0.05 level.

3. There was significant difference in causal attribution for academic success due to 1)
students’ achievement motivation; 2) school types; 3) part-time employment; 4) economic status, and

5) education of parents.

4. There was no significant difference in causal attribution for academic success displayed

to students' domiciles in urban and suburban areas.
