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Abstract

The purpose of this research is; to develop curriculum to enhance instructional
competency of teachers not matched major to enhancing legible and write Thai language of
primary students. The specific purposes are 1) to establish and check the quality of curriculum to
enhance instructional competency of teachers not matched major to enhancing legible and write
Thai language of primary students, 2) to experiment and assess curriculum to enhance
instructional competency of teachers not matched major to enhancing legible and write Thai
language of primary students.

This research proceed according to the research and development which is operating
as two steps: Step 1 Establish and check the quality of curriculum to enhance instructional
competency of teachers who are not matched major to enhancing legible and write Thai language
of primary students by 4 knowledgeable people. And did the experiment pilot to consider the
possibility with 15 teachers who are not matched majors. Step 2 implement and assess the
curriculum to enhance instructional competency of teachers of not matched major to enhancing
legible and write Thai language of primary students of Ban Phai Municipality, Khon Kaen, and
evaluated the curriculum based on the evaluation of Stuffle Beam (CIPP Model).

The research found that:

1. The developed curriculum can enhance learning, to promote learning and Thai
literacy for teachers who are not matched majors, consisted of 1) rationale and necessity,

2) principles, 3) aims, 4) the contents of the curriculum consists of 5 units such as: can read and
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write, reading & writing readiness, Thai way alphabet, reading and writing by inserting the word
combinations (Synthetic Method), 5) training activities hold cooperative learning model (Instruction
Models of Cooperative Learning) by Jigsaw technique, 6) materials and supplies, and 7) measuring
and evaluating training. The results of the quality of the curriculum checking by experts found
that the most appropriate level. The results of the trial to study the possibility found that the
training activity is a sequence of curriculums. The content of the curriculum is beneficial to the
trainees, and can apply the knowledge and skills they have learned to use in real life situations.
2. The results of the development of capacity building to promote student learning

and Thai literacy for teachers who are not majors curriculum were:

2.1 The trainees have a deep understanding of teaching literacy higher than the
threshold set of the criterion 80 percent at statistical significance .05.

2.2 The learning management skills to promote the students in Thai literacy have
quality score higher than the criterion of 80 percent at statistical significance at .05.

2.3 The awareness of Thai language literacy learning students after training is high
(X = 2.64, SD. = 0.54),

2.4 The satisfied with the training curriculum in combining the highest level.
(X =479, SD. = 0.44),
