Abstract

This study aimed to (1) examine the patterns and frequency of household accounting practices among
households in Thaikoh Subdistrict, Sam Khok District, Pathum Thani Province, (2) analyze the relationship
between household accounting and saving behavior, and (3) propose appropriate approaches to promoting
household accounting in line with the local context. The population comprised 1,540 households (2,612
individuals) in Thaikoh Subdistrict. A stratified random sampling technique was employed to obtain a sample of
100 households. The research instrument was a questionnaire validated for content validity by experts (I0C =
0.67-1.00) and tested for reliability with Cronbach’s alpha of 0.72. Data were analyzed using descriptive statistics
(frequency, percentage, mean, and standard deviation) and inferential statistics (Pearson’s correlation and
multiple regression).

The findings revealed that (1) most households recognized the importance of household accounting;
however, record-keeping was inconsistent and rarely used for in-depth analysis. (2) Households that regularly

maintained household accounts demonstrated significantly higher saving behavior, and (3) the key factors
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influencing the consistency of household accounting and saving behavior were financial literacy and social

motivation.
