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Abstract

The objectives of this research were to study the effects of a Blended
Learning Management to enhance communicative English speaking skills for
elementary teachers. The Samples were 30 English teachers in elementary
schools which were under the Chinat Primary Educational Service Area Office
1. They were selected by Multi-stage Random Sampling. The Research
instruments were 1) the survey of context and needs of English learning
management 2)pre-post tests for understanding of a blended learning
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management 3) pre-post tests of the blended learning management skills
4) the blended learning management package and guideline using Moodle
learning management system 5) evaluation of the blended learning management
skills 6) evaluation of communicative English speaking skills 7) training package
of a blended learning management and 8) the assessment for satisfaction of
blended learning management. The data were analyzed by using frequency,
percentage, mean, standard deviation and dependent t-test.

The results of the study revealed that 1) pretest and posttest mean
scores of teachers’ knowledge and understanding in blended learning
management were 6.41 (64.10%) and 8.12 (81.20%) respectively. The teachers’
knowledge and understanding in blended learning management after the
study was higher than prior at the 0.05 level of significance. 2) The pretest and
posttest mean scores of teachers’ communicative English speaking skills were
10.42 (52.10%) and 17.21 (86.05%) respectively. The teachers’ communicative
English speaking skills after the study were higher than prior at the .05 level of
significance. 3) The teachers’ blended learning management skills was at a
good level. 4) The teachers got a fair level in communicative English speaking
skills before the study and a good level after the study. The teachers’
communicative English speaking skills after the study were higher than before
the study at the 0.05 level of significance.5) The teachers’ overall satisfaction

with the blended learning management was at the highest level.
