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Abstract

The research objectives are: (1) to study the process of weaving sarong
fabrics. (2) to study cost and return of sarong fabrics. This study used a structured
interview to collect data from woven fabric Group at Lom Sak and Lom Kao
district in Phetchabun, in a total of 6 groups.

The result of study found: (1) Hua-Dang-Teen-Gan Sarong contains
Hua-Sin, Tua-Sin, Teen-Sin. The materials consisted of weaving thread of silk,
artificial yarn, artificial yarn and silk. The process of weaving sarong is divided
into Hua-Sin which was the top part of sarong, commonly used to tie-dyeing
that the fabric was red and the pattern was white. Tua-Sin was the important
middle part of sarong used mudmee method and bring to dye. Tua-sin had 7-
12 patterns of mudmee and wove it into patterns. Teen-Sin was at the
bottom part of sarong with horizontal stripes and had the same color as Tua-
Sin. (2) Silk sarong had the highest cost which the average per piece was
1,409.90 baht. Most of the costs were due to silk thread and weaving wage.
(3) The average profit of silk sarong was 1,009.03 baht, the profit margin was
40.36%, the benefit—cost ratio was at 1.68 times and the payback period of 5
months. Hua-Dang-Teen-Gan silk sarong received the highest return and
payback as soon as possible. From the cost and return analysis, it was found

the textile fabric business was another business worth investing in.

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Abstract

This research is Thai music arrangement of Kru Chaiya Tangmeesri’s
case study which aims to study how Kru Chaiya Tangmeesri conducting Thai
music. The research tools included Interview, Observation, Document and Field

Data Collection. Field Data have been collected by interviewing and observing
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the conductor and 3 players in Office of Performing Arts since November 2019
to January 2020 and collecting data by using Data Triangulation, Analyzing by
purposes and presenting the study results by descriptive analysis.

The preparation has 3 stages which are music selection, player selection
and self preparation before playing. The stage of music selection need to be
considered for purpose and timing to play and studying about component of
music to selecting music for those activities. For the player selection, It needs
to be considered for skills of players for an easiness of music arrangement and
preparation of players.

Abstract

The situation of coronavirus pandemic has generated changes in the
debating teaching-learning process from the traditional way into the online
class. The different way of teaching and learning, therefore, is challenging that
what is the result going to be like. The current study aimed to examine the
ability and attitude toward online debate instruction emphasizing learning
process for first year Udon Thani Rajabhat University students of Education
Faculty who were majoring in Thai. The samples enrolled in Effective Information
Sending in semester 2/2020. Samples were 30 students from 1 section obtained
by cluster random sampling method. Research tools included 1) a debate
ability assessment form, and 2) an attitude toward learning questionnaire. The
data were analyzed by using basic statistics for percentage, mean and standard
deviation. The results showed that

1. Students' debate ability average score was 80.65 precents. It was at
a very good level, and the score was higher than the set criteria of 70 precents.

2. Students' attitude toward online debate instruction emphasizing
learning process from the questionnaire responses was with a total mean of

4.14, at a good level.

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Abstract

This study examined the use of gerunds, such as chopping again as
when | began chopping again, my axe slipped and cut off my right leg. in
English literatures through morphological, syntactic, semantic and pragmatic
analysis. While previous studies focused on the use of gerunds in newspapers
and international corpora, this study focuses on the use of gerunds in
literatures The Wonderful Wizard of Oz (2019) and The Secret Garden (2021).
This study follows the conceptual framework of cognitive grammar (Dirven &
Verspoor, 2004; Radden & Dirven, 2007). An entire 200,000 words is made up
of 35 tokens of gerunds extracted from the literatures. The data analysis follows
Wongkittiporn and Chitrakara (2018). The results and discussion of gerunds in
literatures are classified into different linguistic perspectives. Morphologically,
the low frequency of gerunds is explained by lexicalization (Yule, 2006). The
use of gerunds in literature are found with four types of syntactic structures,
which are the subject, complements of the verb, prepositional phrase
complements, and adjunct (Radford, 2009). Semantically, the majority of
semantic denotations of gerunds in literatures is simultaneity, onomasiology
and activity. Pragmatically, gerunds are used due to horror aequi principle,
referring to an avoidance of homonymous linguistic element in an adjacent

area.

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Introduction

Nowadays, English is commonly used as an International Language.
English is not only used as a study language in English classrooms, but most
people also use it as different modes of communication to offer themselves
better job opportunities and life connection. Accordingly, it is believed that
having higher proficiency in English would bring one’s a better condition of life.

To learn English, it is necessary to know grammar of a language. Certain
features of grammar in English could be a cause of confusion for English
learners. One of them is called gerund where learners comment how to apply
them correctly (Hakin, Widodo & Nugraheni, 2021). Gerund, such as speaking,
is claimed by many English learners that it is difficult to study as it has an
integration of verb and noun. Although it is suffixed with the -ing form, it is
used the same way as noun. This confusion is addressed in the scope of
homonym, referring to the same sound, but different meaning, as in (1).

(1) (a) My hobby is collecting coin.
(b) Jennifer is collecting coin.

Collecting as in (1a) function as gerund, interchangeably known as a
verb as noun. On the other hand, collecting in (1b) is the present progressive.
With the same homonym, it could make listeners become confused they do
not hear it properly.

This problem allows us to see that knowing only rules from grammar
references does not help English learners to use language practically. As
suggested by Yilmax (2018), grammar and meaning are inseparable and they
must be learmned simultaneously. As mentioned by Hakin, Widodo and Nugraheni
(2021), reading literatures is considered as an effective way to support learners
to improve their grammartical use in a direct way.

While previous studies selected certain positions of gerunds, such

as the subject and complements of the verb, this study fills this gap by
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investigating all positions where gerunds could occur in literatures via various

linguistics aspects. This information leads to the following research questions.

Research Questions

1. What are morphological aspects of gerunds in literatures?

2. What are the occurrences of gerunds in different syntactic positions
in literatures?

3. What are the semantic denotations of gerunds in literatures?

4. What are the pragmatic aspects of gerunds in literatures?

Literature Review

Cognitive Grammar: Conceptual Framework

This theoretical framework of gerund in this study is based upon
cognitive grammar (Dirven & Verspoor 2004; Radden & Dirven, 2007). Language
is not just communication, but it reflects our understanding and occurrence of
events in the world. Our grammar is shaped by our experience in individual and
collective ways. For example, the expression of snow in Polish is snieg, chlapa
and kaska. There are many words to express snow because half of the year
this country needs to be faced with this season. On the other hand, individual
experience, such as careers, also shape one’s. To illustrate, a gold digger’s
grammar of count nouns and mass nouns is acquired through his experience
of different values of gold nuggets and gold dust.

Cognitive linguists believes that language is explanatory, but motivated
by meaning. So, each grammar also has meaning of its own. For example,
onomasiology is a principle to explain the relationship of concepts and words.
The onomasiological analysis is based upon lexical fields, referring to a
collection of words with the same conceptual domain. Breakfast, lunch, and

brunch are the conceptual domain of meal. Besides, a hierarchical order is
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the salient effect of basic, generic and specific levels of words, which are
illustrated by dog, animal, and Labrador, respectively. Ferrari 612 in (2) is more
specific than cars in (3) addressed that basic words are the most salient, usually
spoken, generally shorter and morphologically simple. On the other hand,
specificity is the specific levels of words. It allows speakers to express scenes in
any precise detail (Langacker, 1994), which could be portrayed by a discreteness
principle, referring to adding more words to detail specifically (Langacker, 1994).
(2) The Ferrari 612 was driven by a drunk.
(3) Most of the cars drive too fast.
(Radden & Dirven, 2007, p. 23)
How a sentence is formed is not only basic or specific levels of words,
but also the participants involve in the situation whereby energy is sent or
received as explained by (4)-(5) (Dirven & Verspoor, 2004).
(4) Anne is preparing salad.
(5) Anne likes salad.
In (4)-(5), different participants, such as Anne and salad, are interacting.
Anne who is preparing a menu is the cooker, technically called agent, referring
to the entity instigating an action. Anne’s energy is sent into salad, which is
mixed and thrown into the bowl. The modification of sentence (4) into (5) shows
that Anne is the experiencer, relating to mental activities. With this cognitive
framework, it is also believed that it has reasons when and why gerunds are
used.
Morphology
Morphology is defined as the process of word formation (Yule, 2006).
One of them is called backformation. Backformation is a process of reduction.
It is common to see a noun that is reduced into a verb, such as the reduction
from television into televise. In addition, derivation, referring to the process of

producing a new English word via derivation, requires the knowledge of affixes,
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such as -ism, mis- and -ful in order to form a word. The forming of gerunds in
English, therefore, requires the morphological notion of derivation.

Syntax

Syntactic structure in this study is defined as the positions of gerunds
that they occur in sentences (Radford, 2009). With this fundamental concept,
the gerund in the subject positions refers to an example (7a) as follows:

(6) (a) Playing golf is my favourite activity.
(b) To play golf is my favourite activity.

It can be seen that gerunds and to- infinitive clauses as shown in
example (6) can be syntactically used in the subject position. However, Swan
(2016) addressed that they are counterpart structures. When one tries to apply
them into practice, it often becomes difficult to make a decision when one
variant should be used over the other.

Semantic Denotations

Semantic denotations of gerunds in this study refers to the use meaning
of -ing form as appear in different positions (Wongkittiporn & Chitrakara, 2018)
Although grammar books (Swan, 2016) said the use of to- infinitive clauses and
gerund are equally acceptable syntactically, previous studies have provided
clear explanations concerning their differences in regard to their meaning
(Hundt, 2009). To begin with this, to- infinitive clauses receive various semantic
denotations. One of them is subsequence, referring to a sequential event
(Duffley, 2000, Wang 2014; Wurmbrand, 2014), such as (7).

(7) AUl the sudden Jeff Gordon decides to retire and people are
saying.
(Wongkittiporn & Chitrakara 2018, p. 30)

Previous study discusses that the meaning of to- infinitive clauses future
implication as presented in (7). Since the English language does not have future

tense, the future is referred to in English using will and be going to constructions.
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However, these constructions are generally limited to be used with the events
in main clauses. To- infinitive clauses, such as (7) support the sequential
implication.

When it comes to gerund, Wongkittiporn and Chitrakara (2018)
interpreted gerund with the verb like in American English as lag. The comparison
of the verb like in British English and American English show that the verb like
in British English is always used with fo- infinitives, while most tokens of the

verb like in American English are used with -ing infinitives as in Table 1.

Previous studies addressed that gerund has the temporal denotation
of simultaneity with matrix events (Wang, 2014) as in (12)-(13). Radford (2009)
added the implication of genericity, referring to general situations applicable
to everyone, such as (9), and factivity, referring to actual events, as in (15).

(9) Swimming is good for health.
(10) Drinking green tea has been increasingly popular.

Despite having the factivity of -ing infinitives, the temporal denotation
of -ing infinitive is not only limited to this interpretation, Duffley and Arseneau
(2012) interpreted -ing infinitives as future, such as in (11).

(11) Lucy has lost an eye, lost her father and now she faces losing
her dearest friends.

(Duffley & Arseneau, 2012, p. 41-4)
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The gerund losing her dearest friend as in (16) is sequential events
and this interpretation is according to the events in matrix clauses as in face.

If gerund could imply future as mentioned by Duffley and Arseneau
(2012), when cross-checking this by replacing -ing infinitive forms by other
infinitive forms with the same interpretation, such as to- infinitives in (13), it
results in ungrammaticality.

(12) Tom saw Anne crossing the road.

(13) *Tom saw Anne to cross the road.

The interpretation of gerunds as temporality may not be the greatest
explanation. When the explanation of gerund remains mysterious, this study
will follow cognitive grammar to explain the semantic denotation of gerunds
in literatures?

Pragmatic aspects

Pragmatic aspect in this study is defined the investigation of gerund in
terms of the principle of formality whether gerunds are preferred to be used
in formal texts. This concerns with the appearance of gerunds. Giparaite and
Rit¢ik (2017) addressed that different genres play important roles in using
gerunds. However, the choice of formal language will be more careful about
word choice and sentential structures (Heylignen & Dawelel, 1999). Heylignen
and Dawelel (1999) indicated that the genre of literature has less formal than
academic papers. This study is interesting to investigate whether or formality
and informality in different text variety has an influence of the use of gerunds.
As explained by Crossley, Louwerse, McCarthy and McNamara (2007), gerunds

are more likely to be used in simplified texts than authentic texts.
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Method

Literatures in this study refer to created stories. It is a kind of
entertainment and enjoyable reading (Mostafa, 2019). Literatures are different
from other genres in that they have they own particular formats for the writers
to follow. For example, orientation refers to time setting, place and participants
are necessary for this genre as the writers need to plan before writing. The
writers also need to have resolution, which is the tragic or happy ending
(Muliani, Norahmi & Asi, 2019). Literatures that are used in the study is The
Wonderful Wizard of Oz as written by Baum (2019). Another literature that
was selected to study is The Secret Garden as written by Burnett (2021). Both
literatures are selected as they are best seller (amazon.com) As an entire of

200,000 words, there are 35 extracted of gerunds in this study.

Data analysis
Syntactic positions
Gerunds in English can be used in different positions (Swan, 2016)

where the analysis of syntactic position was analyzed, as in Table 2.

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Table 2 illustrates that gerunds could be used in various positions. As
shows in (20a). gerund as in running is used in the position of subject where it
could precede auxiliary, modal verbs and matrix verbs (Radford, 2009). In (20b),
the use of gerund is used as the complement of transitive verbs. In (20c),
gerund is the complement of preposition such as of. In (20d), gerund is
syntactically analyzed as an adjunct whereby omitting this information does
not affect the grammaticality of sentences (Radford, 2009).

The semantic denotation of gerund in this study follows Wongkittiporn

and Chitrakara (2018) who classified the meaning of gerunds into types as in (21).

In (21a), the event of seeing familiarly anything but the dark faces of
her Ayah is interpreted to be the past event. In (21b), the events of hearing,
laughing and chattering occur at the same time. In (21c), running is exemplified

as activities, referring to ongoing event.

Results & Discussion

Morphological Aspects

The lower frequency of gerund in this study could be explained by
morphological aspects via the concept of lexicalization. Gerund truly required
more effort regarding changing their part of speech from verbs to nouns

(Radden & Dirven, 2007).
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(16) He continued speaking to Toto.

When gerunds are produced, such as speaking and walking, the writer
or speakers use more effort to produce the gerund. However, when considering
those examples in (16), using gerund requires the speakers to use more effort
to modify the verb speak into the noun speaking.

The syntactic position of subjective complement such as my hobby is
collecting coin is not found in this study. The avoidance of gerund as subjective
complements, as in (17) is due to its homonymy, refer the sense of unrelatedness
(Klepousniotou, Titone & Romero, 2008). The gerund between subjective
complement as in (17a) and the progressive construction as in (17b) are the
same, but they have different meanings. The speaker and the hearer need more
effort to distinguish these differences in the meaning with the same forms
(Brinton & Traugott, 2005).

(17) (a) My hobby is playing ¢olf.
(b) He is playing golf.

In (17a), the -ing form as in playing is a subjective complement, referring
to additional information regarding the subject. The gerund, suffixed with the
verb play in (17b), is a derivational morphology. This derivation changes the
syntactic category from a verb to a noun.

Due to more effort requirement in using gerunds, it is, therefore,
construed as a less prototypical member when comparing to to- infinitive. Dirven
and Verspoor (2004) addressed that a prototypical member is a more prominent
member in a category. To conclude this point, due to its less prototypical
members of gerund, it requires more effort for both the addressers and the
addressees as gerund need to be competed with other simpler members or
more prototypical members within the same infinitive category as in (18).

(18) (a) When | began to chop again, my axe slipped and cut off
my right leg.
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(b) They began to walk through the country of the China
people.

Once we need more effort to produce gerund, this simply answers
why the frequency of gerunds in this study, especially in subjective complements
are lower or never occur.

Syntactic Positions

The syntactic position of gerund is given as in Table 4.

The Secret of the Garden
Emonds (2014) interpreted that the use of gerund in this position is
due to its DP like. This DP like of gerund is used as a noun. Syntactically, gerund
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is normally located in the position of DP. According to Radford (2009), the
gerunds as in (19 have an abstract covert subject called PRO as reproduced in
(20).
(20) Tin Woodman saw that PRO running before the beast was a
little gray field mouse [...]
The Secret of the Garden
PRO is an abstract cover subject and it has an arbitrary reading to refer

to everyone. For example, the coreferential reading of PRO as in (2b) is they.

Semantic Denotations
Onomasiology
Onomasiology refers to the relation of concepts and words where the
analysis is based upon lexical fields referring to a collection of words where
things are named by the same domain of concept (Dirven & Verspoor 2004).
(21) (@) When | began chopping again, my axe slipped and cut off
my right leg.
(b) He continued speaking to Toto.
(c) Dickon laughed too and went on talking.
The Wonderful of Wizard of OZ & the Secret of the Garden
The use of gerund is motivated by onomasiology, referring to the
meanings related (Radden & Dirven, 2007). The verb began and continue is
onmasioligical in the related field of temporality. This, therefore, is a criterion
of the selection of gerund in the lower clauses.
Simultaneity
As indicated by Wurmbrand (2014), gerunds indicated simultaneity. This
study also found that the semantic denotation of simultaneity is used frequently

in literature as in (29).
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(29) () I had the fun of watching them make my body and my
arms [...]
(b) Little Toto, now that he had an enemy to face, ran barking
toward the lion [...]
(c) One by one the mice came creeping back [...]
The Wonderful of Wizard of OZ & the Secret of the Garden
In (29a), it is interpreted that people’ emotion of fun occurs at the
same time as watching them make my body and my arms. In (29b), the action
of running and barking in interpreted as happening at the same time. In (290),
The action of coming with the manner of creeping occur simultaneously.
Activity
It could be noticeable that gerunds in this study usually found to be
used with activity verbs, as in (30).
(30) (a) Little Toto, now that he had an enemy to face, ran barking
toward the lion [...]
(b) Tin Woodman saw that running before the beast was a
little gray field mouse [...]
The Wonderful of Wizard of OZ & the Secret of the Garden
As exemplified above, bark, run and creep are activity verbs which
could be tested by the adverbial intentionally.
Pragmatic aspects: Horror aequi
While the semantic denotation of gerund is interpreted as simultaneity
with matrix events, as in they began walking through the country of the China
people, the analysis of horror aequi principle in gerund is based upon Ross’s
(2013) framework as in (31).
(31) (a) He continued speaking to Toto.
(b) Mary was late in returning to the house.

The Secret of the Garden
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In addition, using two to in a near positions as in (7) are avoided due
to horror aequi, referring to a fear of repetition of the same homonymy to in an

adjacent area.

Concluding Remarks

Syntactically, the avoidance of the use of gerunds as subjective
complement is the due to homonymy of the -ing form and -ing progressive
constructions. With regard to lexicalization, the speakers need to put more
effort make a derivational morphology of -ing infinitives to make a verb into a
noun, as in play into playing. The hearers, likewise, need to distinguish these
grammatical differences either subjective or progressive constructions. Regarding
onomasiology, meaning is transparent. -Ing infinitives are used with lexical items
where they belong to the same lexical domains, such as anticipation (i.e., began
and continue). Semantically, gerunds usually occur with those emotional states,
such as fun and hope (Dirven & Verspoor, 2004). As supported by Ross (2013),
using the same form in adjacent areas is not a common practice in English.
Therefore, -ing progressive form as in *be liking is, therefore, unaccepted due
to ungrammaticality and repetition. It can be seen that the pragmatic aspect
of gerund in this study is used for the sake of horror aequi principle. Since the
language user tend to avoid using the same variant two time in the adjacent
environment as in he continued to speak to Toto. This study will be useful for
EFL and ESL leaners since it is not important to study grammar explicitly in
the classroom. Learners can take advantage of novels that they enjoy reading
to learn grammar implicitly outside their classrooms. Due to limitations, the
results of this study could explain only gerund in literatures. Generalizing the
use of gerunds of this study to other types of data, such as academic proses

may not applicable to the optimum level. For future studies, it is recommended
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to study gerunds in others types of texts such as academic research and

magazines.

Abstract

This study was a mixed method in the Thai Language Program that
aimed to investigate the barriers to non-verbal communication and to help
enhance non-verbal communication among college students. The participants
were 24 first-and second-year undergraduates who were enrolled in a course
called “The Arts of Speaking and Presentation” (SWU 258). The participants
were selected by using a random sampling technique. There were two phases
in this research. The first was to investigate barriers to non-verbal commmunication
among the students. We identified four main ones, as follows, and ranking
from the highest to the lowest mean scores: The highest was for posture (X =
2.63), followed by hand gestures (X = 2.58), eye contact (X = 2.46), and tone
of voice (X = 1.83). The second phase focused on developing a game based
on the theory of game learning (GBL) in order to promote their non-verbal
communication. Before starting this project, the students’ mean score for non-
verbal communication was 9.50. That rose to 14.96. This was a statistically

significant increase of .05.

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Abstract

This research is community action research (CAR) aimed to study the
community’s potential development process for environmental conservation:
a case study of TALAY BUA DAEANG, Nong Han, Kumphawapi, Udon Thani
Province. The research framework includes community potential, community
engagement and participatory analysis of the community, as well as
environmental impact on the community. Data were collected for the period
of one year by observations, community’s operation records, and interviews
with participated community members. The findings are summarized as
follows: 1. On community context for learning community development for
environmental conservation, it was found that the community had good
kinship-like relationship with one another, always helped each other, and had
good cultural traditions. They employed local wisdom of villagers, had talented
leaders, and good social mechanism to solve problems when there were
ones. The community had all aspects of community capitals, namely, physical,
economic, social, and cultural. Environment and management affected the
capacity development of the community and occupational groups resulting to
participation in indicating problems and studying for appropriate solutions as
well as leading to action plan creation and appropriate solutions of problems
accordingly. 2. For environmental impacts on the quality of life and community
changes around the TALAY BUA DAEANG, Nong Han Kumphawapi, Udon Thani
province, it was found that the average score on the item of TALAY BUA DAEANG
made the community most livable at a high level or the mean score of 3.88.
The mean score on housing was at a high level, with the highest satisfaction in
terms of housing size compared to most household members or the mean
score of 4.09. For the environment aspects, the mean score was at the moderate
level with the item on TALAY BUA DAEANG’s effect on village’ cleanliness had

the mean score of 3.57. The average score on occupational health aspects was

at a high level, with the respondents agreed that TALAY BUA DAEANG made
them live happier or the mean score of 3.80. For the quality-of-life aspects, it
was found that there was a high level of satisfaction. The most satisfaction
was with the overall social environment in the community with the mean
score 4.09. 3. The development of a learning community for environmental
conservation was implemented through the following three steps: 1) setting
common goals together by organizing a meeting of villagers to create unified
understanding, vision, and goals. It was found that the most crucial problem
resulted from low incomes expensive and not enough to cover expenses,
followed by the cost of agriculture is expensive. The goal of the community
was that the community wanted to live well and live moral lives; 2) constructing
infrastructure/basic mechanism for the development of the learing community.
It was found that the strength of the community was having good leaders, as
well as selflessness, compassion, virtue, and unity among the group, followed
by that there were groups of organizations formed both ad hoc and with a
clear function. The weakness of the community is that adults being bad models
for children on drinking, followed by teen motorist’s noisy driving; 3) The
project will come together to build an action plan for the creation of learning
communities for environmental preservation by establishing a manual on the

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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to 1) study the needs for career
preparation of the students of industrial technician teacher 2) develop the
blended training curriculum for welding career preparation of technical
education students, 3) study the efficiency of the curriculum created,
4) evaluate and follow up the result of the course. The study was conducted
in four phases. The first phase was the needs studying. The problems and
needs analysis of 420 students of industrial technician teacher found that the
opinion was at the highest level, (X =459, SD. = 0.64). and the welding content
was the most needs of training. The second phase was the development of
blended training curriculum. The sample used consisted of 10 people, using a
mix style of online and on-site. The result of experts’ opinion on the blended
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training curriculum was at the highest level, (X = 4.60, S.D. = 0.52). The efficiency
value of the training course was E1/E2 = 82.44/80.39 and the theoretical part
was 76.74 %. Moreover, The evaluation results of the training process showed
that the overall facilities and process of the training were rated at the highest
level, X = 4.97, S.D. = 0.10). The third phase was the study of the outcome of
the curriculum implementation. It was the comparison of the students’ learning
achievement. The sample used consisted of 36 people, the learning achievement
score of after training was higher than prior training. The achievement average
of the participants' practical skills was higher than the criteria with statistically
significant at the .01 level. The fourth phase was the outcome follow-up from
the use of knowledge and performance. All of 36 trained students passed the
theoretical test which was 100 %, and 29 students or 80.55%, resulted in a total

of 29 students, representing 80.55 percent of the Certificate.

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Abstract

This research is to synthesize the obstacles and the resolving obstacles
of environment arrangement that was set for learning in which students with
hearing impairment and students with intellectual disabilities share together.
The samples were four best practice Special Education Schools that provided
basic education for students with hearing impairments who studied with students
with intellectual disabilities. The samples were selected by using purposive
sampling and sociometric techniques as well as using a qualitative research
methodology with in-depth interviews. The research instruments were 1. a

school document analysis form 2. an interview form 3. an observation data
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form. The data was analyzed by content analysis method. The results were as
follows:

The obstacles of the building environment were the insufficiency of
water supply, buildings and computers, respectively. Most of the sample
schools were concerned about the safety and suitability. Also, all schools had
opinions that some areas should be developed in terms of cleanliness. The
obstacles of the friend group environment were the different communication
methods, the characteristics of the two groups of children were different and
the management of children in both groups to interact with each other,
respectively. The obstacles of learning management in the part of instructors
were communication, insufficiency of knowledge and experiences, the choice
of child care and the number of teachers per student was inappropriate, the
different ideas and the teachers' workload, respectively. For the obstacles
related to the learners were the different characteristics of the learners, emotions
and behaviors of individual leamners, the process of learning management were
not clear and appropriate, respectively. The obstacles of the administrative
environment were the conflicts of opinion, communication in organizations
and the assignment of other tasks to teachers.

Resolving obstacles had both the same and different approaches
depending on the school context. It was found that administrators, teachers,
students, as well as outside communities participated in resolving obstacles.
Resolving obstacles differed among each sample group based on roles, duties
and responsibilities. Some obstacles had multiple solutions at the same time.
Resolving obstacles at both the policy level and individual level including

prevention and at the moment when obstacles arise.

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Abstract

This study revealed the results of the effects of task repetition
towards the development of pragmatic competence of Thai EFL university
students. The study was conducted with 101 English majors who were
grouped into three instructional groups: identical task repetition (IR), task
type repetition (TR), and traditional class. The two treatment groups (IR
and TR) were given a pretest, six treatment tasks on pragmatic speech act
of complaint, an attitude questionnaire, and a posttest. Meanwhile, the
traditional class group were given a pretest, a traditional teaching method
of one task, and a posttest after class. During the treatment, the IR group
engaged in six tasks with the same content and the same procedure while
the TR group performed six tasks with the same procedure but different
content each time. Learners from both treatment groups received the tasks
twice a week, and a questionnaire and a posttest after all six treatments.
The results revealed that both the treatment groups showed significant
development on pragmatic competence with a priori set at 0.05 and had

positive attitudes towards task repetition.

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Introduction

Task-based language teaching (TBLT) is an approach where tasks are
used to engage learners in language use. The TBLT focuses on having learners
use authentic language to do meaningful tasks, which is, using the target
language to complete the task goal while the task assessment is primarily
based on the appropriate completion of the task rather than the accuracy
of the linguistic forms. As learners focus on meaning rather than the accuracy
of language form while processing the tasks, it can be claimed that tasks
reduce the linguistic demands which are found to be a burden to language
learners (Ellis, 2003). Accordingly, TBLT is presumed to be beneficial for
learners to acquire the target language in the way that classroom tasks
capture learners’ attention to engage in certain types of language use and
mental processing while performing the tasks. Moreover, Ellis (2005a) suggests
that a trade-off assumption might play a role in TBLT class because learners
have limited attention capacities available while the different components
of language production and comprehension compete for such limited
capacities; consequently, the choice to pay attention to one area may well
be at the expense of the others. Nevertheless, task repetition might be
able to fill this gap since it has received modest attention in the past decade
or so in the sense that it facilitates task performance and in turmn acquisition
of the linguistic knowledge. Thus, according to the positive effects of task
repetition on acquisition, Ahmadian (2011) conducted a study which
consequently reveals effects of massed repetitions of the same task on
performance of a new task. In this study, 15 participants repeated the same
task for 11 occasions. Each occasion was at a two - week interval for a total
duration of six months. At the end of the period of massed task repetitions,
participants showed better performance of a new task in terms of complexity

and fluency.
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Regarding task repetition, task-based planning is a crucial component
of the method. The planning of tasks, namely, pre-task and within-task
includes the subdivision of pre-task into rehearsal, which in other words is
repetition, and strategic planning (Ellis, 2005b). Speaking of which, rehearsal
or repetition involves tasks performed ‘before the main performance . . .
with the first performance of the task viewed as preparation for the
subsequent performance’ (Ellis, 2005b). Thus, while repeating tasks, learners
have already conducted a considerable part of the conceptualization,
formulation and articulation from the first performance (Bygate & Samuda,
2005), and accordingly, free up resources of attention to allocate to various
dimensions of output. In other words, when learners already know what
they will say or do in their task, they have more processing space available
to be used in the formulation of the target language to express their
thoughts which in turn, the quantity of the performance will be enhanced
(Ellis, 2003). That is, the language enhancement can be said to rise due to
the production conveyed in the first task performance. Consequently, ample
research on task repetition (Bygate, 1996; 2001; Lynch & Maclean, 2000;
Byeate & Samuda, 2005; Patanasorn, 2010; Hawkes, 2011; Baleghizadeh &
Derakhshesh, 2012; Moser, 2012; Ahmadi & Ghaemi, 2017) has been
conducted with beneficial findings to verify the appropriate teaching method
for helping learners grasp concepts of the second language, which in the
present study consists of EFL learners. Bygate (1996; 2001) revealed that
learners gained more accuracy and fluency after repeating the same task
which is consistent with Bygate and Samuda (2005) for the increase of
complexity, accuracy and fluency after having learners repeat the same
task as well. Meanwhile, Lynch and Maclean (2000) found that recycling of
tasks enhanced the accuracy and fluency in English for specific purposes

(ESP) context of learners. Moreover, Patanasorn (2010) and Takimoto (2012)
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found that different types of task repetition positively affected learners’
English proficiency while Hawkes (2011) discovered that repeating tasks as
a post-task activity could turn participants’ attention to form in the repeat
performance. Consistently, Baleghizadeh and Derakhshesh (2012) as well as
Moser (2012) claimed that participants improved their task performances
when repeating the same task. Furthermore, Ahmadi and Ghaemi (2017)
found out that output-generation task repetition had positive effect in
explicit L2 speech acts instruction. Therefore, task-based language teaching,
especially task repetition, has been posited as one approach among those
of different types of teaching and learning methods to benefit L2 learners.
Nevertheless, when talking about L2 learning, pragmatic competence
which refers to the ability of using appropriate language in a social context
(Taguchi, 2009), or “the ability to say the right things in the right way at the
right time” (Pinto, 2002 cited by Morris, 2017) plays the very crucial role,
particularly for being successful in communicative interaction between two
parties. Messages considered linguistically appropriate but with a lack of
social inappropriateness can result in communication breakdown. Therefore,
concerning language and culture, effective communication between a
speaker and a hearer or an interlocutor should be researched in order to
help promote communicative competence of both parties. For instance, a
shop assistant should appropriately say, “May | help you?” to a customer
instead of saying “What do you want?” Obviously, the two expressions
semantically mean the same in that situation, but the latter sentence is
found rude in the context of a shop assistant to a customer though it will
be considered suitable when a mother asks her children for their need.
Only the initial sentence contains pragma linguistic competence in the
shopkeeper scenario as it includes appropriateness of what to say to whom

and when in the utterance.
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Pragmatic competence is the ability to use appropriate language in
any appropriate contexts. Regarding pragmatics, researchers usually study
the speech act aspect because it is more accessible and specific. According
to Austin (1962) and Searle (1969), the smallest unit of communication is
the performance of certain kinds of acts not a sentence or other expression.
Those acts, for example, are asking questions, giving orders, thanking,
apologizing, complaining, etc. They consider the speech act as a key concept
in the pragmatics field concerning meaning, use, and action in the contextual
interaction between a speaker and the hearer, with both verbal and non-
verbal contributions to the negotiation of meaning.

Notwithstanding, Thai teachers still strugsle to bring communicative
competence to their students due to Thai culture and students’
characteristics of being shy and lacking confidence to express their feelings
(Inprasit, 2016). Thai university students are found inadequately equipped
with pragmatic competence and even found rude when communicating
with native speaker lecturers to show their dissatisfaction on their grades,
for example. Speech act of complaints is found common but difficult to
perform appropriately as both a speaker’s and hearer’s faces have to be
taken into account (Nakhle, Naghavi, & Razavi, 2014). In this study, a complaint
refers to an utterance made by the speaker to the hearer to show the
displeasure and annoyance of the speaker to the hearer in a specific
situation. It is the common face-threatening acts revealed in various studies
to possibly happen to anyone, anywhere at any time in a society. Research
also reveals that making effective communication when complaining is crucial
to L2 learners in terms of avoiding communication breakdown. Being able
to make a complaint appropriately is also one of the course objectives in
the curriculum of English majors in a university. In Thai culture, performing

a complaint is regarded as a very difficult interaction in consequence of the
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fear of foreigner confrontation. Accordingly, the speech act of complaints is
chosen in the present study in attempts to help EFL learners in complaining
appropriately. That is, this study adopted task repetition which is a sub-
method under TBLT approach to fill the gap of lacking pragmatic competence

among EFL university students.

Purpose of the Study

The aim of this study was to investigate the effects of task repetition
on the development of pragmatic competence of Thai EFL university
students, especially on pragmatic awareness about how to complain properly

in specific sociolinguistic contexts.

Research Hypothesis
Task repetition with two cohorts: Identical task repetition and task

type repetition will increase learners’ pragmatic competence.

Scope of the Study

The study was conducted in the Task-based Language Teaching
(TBLT) area focusing on the effects of two types of task repetition; identical
task repetition (IR), and task type repetition (TR), on the development of
pragmatic competence of Thai EFL university students. The study emphasized
the production ability development of speech act of complaint alone, and
was conducted based on the empirical findings of communicative studies
in the past few decades that the goal of foreign language teaching and
learning was the pragmatic competence which was considered the vital part
of communicative competence (Bachman, 1990). The participants of the
study were L2 learners in a university in Thailand and the study was carried

out in a Thai EFL setting.
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Research Method

The research method comprises the population and participants,
tools and measurement, task and procedure, and data analysis. The study
adopted a quasi-experimental design. The experiment included two treatment
groups and a traditional class group.

1. Participants

The participants were 101 second-year and third-year English major
students with 88 females and 13 males from three intact classes of the
Faculty of Humanities and Social Sciences of Udon Thani Rajabhat University
in Thailand. All participants were assigned by convenience sampling to be
divided into two experimental groups of 33 and 35 students, and one
traditional class group of 33 students.

2. Tools and measurement

This study used DCT and roleplay tests as the tools to measure
the pragmatic competence of the students. The DCT is a planned written-
production task (Takimoto, 2012) which assigns participants to read short
situations that elicit displeasure or annoyance where participants have to
write what they believe to be suitable to say in such situations. The DCTs
reflect different scenarios (Brown & Levinson, 1987) and in this study, two
sets of DCTs consisted of a similar set of ten situations in each, and a DCT
was given to participants at a time as a pretest and a posttest. Each situation
was built based on a survey about the situations that university students
found to frequently happen in daily life in society. In the present study,
closed role play was adopted as a test and a practice in the treatment
phase to allow participants to yield pragmatic production in each task. In
the test phase, two different sets of 3 role plays were administered as a

pretest and a posttest as well. Participants’ pragmatic production from
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each test was rated to indicate their pragmatic competence by two raters
of a native speaking lecturer of the university and the researcher. Both
DCTs and roleplay tests were rated using a scoring rubric established based
on the Brown & Levinson’s theory (1987), and some aspects from Trosborg’s
(1995). The scoring rubric was comprised of 5 scales from 1 to 5: 1 =
Unacceptable, 2 = Minimally acceptable, 3 = Acceptable, 4 = Accomplished,
and 5 = Exemplary.

3. Tasks and procedure

In this study, two types of tasks were used: an identical task (IR) and
a task type (TR). All three groups studied and practiced the same series of
complaining situations as Task 1 in their first class. The IR group performed
the Task 1 another five times in a three to four-day interval and made six
times of engaging in the same tasks and the same procedures as the
identical task repetition. The TR group performed other five tasks as Task 2,
3,4, 5, and 6 which consisted of five other different complaining situations
but with the same procedure each time at the same interval as the IR
group. Meanwhile, the traditional class group performed only Task 1 in the
first class. Each task comprised the lesson on how to make appropriate
complaints concerning sociological variables and politeness theoretical
framework of Brown & Levinson (1987) namely, relative power (P), social
distance (D), and rank of imposition (R). The roleplay practice of making a
complaint after each lesson was included in each task as a part of a task.
The whole process for each task took 20 to 30 minutes.

Participants from each group took a posttest a week after the last
task. The pretest, and posttest were made in the closest to the term
“identical” since they contained similar situations with the same sociological
and were approved by two native speaking lecturers of the university.

4. Analysis
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Both pretest and posttest role plays were video-recorded by each
pair of participants at a time and the clips were sent to the raters to rate
the appropriateness of complaints according to the scoring rubric. The
pragmatic production from both DCT pretest and posttest was also rated
by the same two raters. To make sure of the rating scores, inter-rater
reliability was assessed using Pearson Correlation Test. Then the DCT pretest
mean scores and the roleplay pretest mean scores of the treatment groups
were calculated and compared with those of the posttest via t-test to
investigate the development of participants from the IR and TR experimental

groups via t-test. The results of the statistics are as follows.

Summary of results
Paired samples t-tests were used to assess whether significant

improvements were made on their posttests.

DCT. Table 2 shows individual pairs of DCT pretest and posttest mean
scores in the IR, TR, and traditional class group. The maximum score was 50.
A paired samples t-test was used to examine whether there would be any
significant differences between the DCT pretest mean and posttest mean
within each group. The results shows that the IR group and the TR group
gained significantly higher scores on posttest than on the pretest, t (34) =
27.53, p = .00, d = 6.60 and t (32) = 25.20, p = .00, d = 5.59 respectively.
Unexpectedly, the traditional class group also gained significantly higher
scores on posttest than on pretest, t (32) = 10.94, p = .00, d = 2.65) albeit
with @ much lower mean score than the two treatment groups as shown in
Tables 2. Thus, it can be concluded that both types of repetition had a
greater impact on developing participants’ written use of pragmatically

appropriate complaints in English.

Role Play. In Table 4, a paired samples t-test was used to investigate

a significant difference between the role play pretest mean and posttest
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mean scores within each group. The results show that the IR group and the
TR group both gained significantly higher scores on posttest than on the
pretest, t (34) = 14.81, p = .00, d = 4.07 and t (32) = 20.86, p = .00, d = 3.70
respectively. Furthermore, the traditional class group’s role play performance
also gained significantly higher scores on posttest than on pretest, t (32) =
60.82, p = .00, d = 1.95) albeit with a lower mean score than the two
treatment groups as shown in Tables 4. Although all three groups showed
significant improvements, the effect sizes in the treatment groups were
clearly higher. Thus, it can be concluded that both types of repetition had
a greater effect on developing participants’ spontaneous use of pragmatically
appropriate complaints in English.

To sum up, the hypothesis that task repetition increases learners’
pragmatic competence is confirmed. Learners from the IR and TR groups
scored higher on the DCT and role play test after repeating tasks. Moreover,
results on attitudes towards task repetition suggest that learners from both
treatment groups had positive attitudes towards each type of repetition

with the scale of 3.91 for TR group and 3.23 for IR group.

Discussion

The present study reveals that task repetition was effective in
developing learners’ pragmatic competence on spontaneous and non-
spontaneous use of appropriate complaints. This result confirms positive
effects on L2 learning either in the form of identical repetition or task type
repetition as during the repeating of tasks, learners have already performed
a considerable part of the concept, form and expressions from the first
performance and accordingly they can pay more attention on various
dimensions of output, and the process boosts their linguistic production.

This is compatible with the positive effect of task repetition in previous
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studies with the main argument among researchers and scholars that task
repetition affected an EFL/ESL learner’s development as L2 learners acquired
or developed their English either of linguistic or pragmatics competence
(Baleghizadeh & Derakhshesh, 2012, Ahmadi & Ghaemi, 2017). Additionally,
other scholars (Bygate, 1996; 2001; Lynch & Maclean, 2000; Bygate & Samuda,
2005; Moser, 2012) claimed that task repetition helped learners’ cognitive-
processing capacity in terms of accuracy, fluency and complexity, made
positive oral-production results, and affected task performances. Similarly,
Patanasorn (2010) and Takimoto (2012) revealed that different types of task
repetition; procedural, content, and identical task repetition showed great
influence on accuracy and fluency on EFL learners, and on improvement of
learners' recognition and production of L2 request downgraders. In conclusion,
most of the studies confirm the efficacy of task repetition for EFL/ ESL
learners’ development and this present study also confirms that multiple
times of repetition can develop learners’ pragmatic competence be it

identical or procedural repetition.

Limitations of the Study

A few limitations of the study should be mentioned. First, the study
was conducted with a quasi-experimental design and slightly narrow
population. Another point is that each task was repeated at a three-day or
four-day interval (twice a week) which means learners were requested to
spend their available time from their class schedules attending the extra
class for three times (once a week) despite for only 25 to 30 minutes, and
this caused a decrease of participants accordingly. A one-week interval is

suggested to avoid this kind of limitation in the future.
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Future Studies

As findings of only one study would be questionable to draw any
conclusion from, and since the current study investigated pragmatic
competence of learners measured by appropriate complaint production
without regard to accuracy or fluency, future studies should be conducted
to shed some light on different functions or acts of pragmatic speech act or
can have similar design which includes more variables of accuracy and
fluency. In addition, whether task repetition at a longer interval could
enhance the ability to perform appropriate complaints or other different
acts in pragmatics should also be interesting to explore. Moreover, it is
interesting to investigate whether task repetition could help low proficiency
learners to improve and retain pragmatic competence, or to see how many
