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Abstract

The research aims to study the potential of community-based of Ban
Kratom, Moo 8, Tumbon Nabua, Mueang Surin district, Surin province and to
study the preparation for support services and community participation. The
study was quantitative research. The instruments used were semi-structured
interviews. The sample comprised 25 people from government agencies, private
and public sectors, using a purposive sampling method. The findings indicated
that Ban Kratom had the potential for service tourists, providing accommodation
and various learning resources, as well as local wisdom scholars had a lot of
potentials. Moreover, Ban Kratom has a unique tourism resource, unique stone
church, and Kayum-Rum-Ma-Na which is the only folk art at Ban Kratom. Ban
Kratom has provided opportunities for everyone in the community to participate
in tourism activities. There is a clear structure of the division of responsibilities,
unique costume by wearing Luk Kaew howl silk and Kon ka tum sarong. Thus,
Ban Kratom community has the potential for sustainable community-based

tourism.

The purposes of this research were to study leadership, problems,
and suggestions for leadership development, and to investigate a leadership
development model of the directors of College of Dramatic Arts and the
directors of College of Fine Arts, Bunditpatanasilpa Institute, Ministry of Culture.
The target group consisted of the personnel of 11 Colleges of Dramatic Arts
and 3 Colleges of Fine Arts, totaling 441 people in the academic year 2020.
There were 14 key informants for the interview and 100 key informants for the
quality assessment. The research instruments were a questionnaire, an
interview form, and a quality assessment form. The data were statistically
analyzed for mean, standard deviation, and content analysis.

The research results were as follows:

1) Leadership of the directors of the College of Dramatic Arts and the
directors of the College of Fine Arts, Bunditpatanasilpa Institute, Ministry of
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Culture, overall, was at a very good level with a mean of 4.08 and a standard
deviation of 0.15.

2) The problems encountered were that there were few personnel
meetings, and unclear coordination and communication. The suggestion is
that the directors should have visions, manage systematically, arrange more
meetings to discuss management plans together, apply technology to work,
and create a good atmosphere and relationship in the organization.

3) According to the professional leadership development model, there
were nine outstanding items and eleven professional leadership items. The
results of the quality assessment of the leadership development model of
the directors of the College of Dramatic Arts and the directors of the College
of Fine Arts, Bunditpatanasilpa Institute, Ministry of Culture, found that their
work-oriented behavior was appropriate with the percentage score range at
93.00 - 99.00. In addition, the relationship-oriented behavior was appropriate
with the percentage score range at 94.00 - 97.00.

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Abstract

The purposes of this study were 1) to study knowledge of the solid
waste management of the students at Ban Pa Wai School, 2) to investigate the
behaviors of the solid waste management of the students at Ban Pa Wai
School, and 3) to propose the guidelines for the solid waste management for
the students at Ban Pa Wai School, Tat Thong subdistrict, Sri That district, Udon
Thani Province. The target group consisted of 53 students who were studying
at Prathomsuksa 1-6 levels, five administrators and teachers at Ban Pa Wai
School. The research instruments used for collecting the data a questionnaire
and a semi-structured interview form. The obtained data were statistically
analyzed and interpreted by percentage, mean, and frequency.

The results of the study revealed that the target group had knowledge
of the solid waste management at the highest level (83.02%). Moreover, it
was found that more than 80% of the target group could answer the question
correctly as considered each item whereas the target group had the least
knowledge of the general waste about the fact that it should be disposed by
burning (13.21%). In the view of the behaviors, the target group had the mean
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score at a high level (X = 3.95). Considering each item and behavior, it was
found that the target group had the lowest mean score on the fact that the
students used to dispose the waste such as plastic bags and dried branches
and leaves by burning (X = 1.56).The guidelines for the solid waste management
in the school were proposed as follows: 1) Instill conscience in the students
to manage the solid waste accurately, and promote the participatory activities
of the solid waste management consecutively, 2) Develop the learning unit
about the solid waste management through employing the principle of 3Rs,
3) Provide the particular area with the roof for sorting the solid waste, and
construct the non-smoke waste incinerator, 4) Consecutively coach the personnel
and students about the solid waste management in the school annually,
5) Promote and support the existing projects in the school consecutively and
sustainably for practically applying in the school and the community,
6) Collaborate with the community or relevant agencies, and 7) Promote the
research study about the solid waste management in the school and the

community.

The purpose of this study was to study the situation and effectiveness
management of infectious waste from public health services in Health Region
5. Mixed Model Research was used the study the components affecting
management and suggested recommendations for effectiveness management
of services by surveying the responsible participants and the ones who were
related to the hospital's infectious waste management. The district health
promoting hospitals (PRD), were random surveyed with 976 people, together
with the interviews of 3 hospital directors and the director of the district health
promoting hospital (PRD), totally 4 people, The data were collected, summarized,
and analyzed based on the study objectives. The result showed that all public
health services in Health Region 5 had a complete report on the management
of infectious waste. There was a systematic arrangement (CUP) and management
structure. It was found that the components affecting the effectiveness of
management comprised policies (Create and drive), important organizational
characteristics (leadership, programs, culture, and use of organizational resources)

and the organization infectious waste management. This was confirmed the
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causal structure analysis of the effective equation for the infectious waste
management in public health services with statistically significant. (Chi-square=
103.51, df=36, CMIN/DF=2.875, P<0.001, RMR=.008, GFI=.983, CFI=0.992, NFI=
.988, RMSEA=.044). Therefore, the quality of the infectious waste management
according to the organization standard and law or public health service facility
of the Ministry of Public Health must be provided to drive policies to all area
levels. The organization must follow their own values and culture through the
organizational leadership, planning and asset management by passing to
standard infectious waste management. This will leads to effectiveness, quality

and legal infectious management, of health services.

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Abstract

This research aimed to study the factors related to selecting eco-friendly
packaging among Charoensri Market traders, Warin Chamrap, Ubon Ratchathani
Province. Data were collected by using a questionnaire with 295 traders in
September 2021. Data were analyzed by descriptive statistics and examined
the relationship between the factors related to the behavior of environmental
friendly packaging of the traders using the Chi-square test and Fisher’s exact
test at a significant level of 0.05. The results revealed that the sample group
had good level of knowledge at 69.2 %. Furthermore, they knew that styrofoam
boxes are not eco-friendly packaging, 94.9%. Regarding the behavior of choosing
eco-friendly packaging, it was found that most of the sample group used eco-
friendly packaging 21.0%. The sample used the most environmental friendly
product in eco-friendly packaging were banana leaves, paper bags, and paper
cups, for 20.5%, 20.5 and 17.9%, respectively. Furthermore, a personal factor
found that income, selling time, product type, perception of the environmental
package, factors of products, prices, and distribution channels in terms of
marketing promotion were related to using eco-friendly packaging with a

statistically significant level of 0.05. Therefore, relevant agencies should
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encourage traders to use more environmental friendly packaging to develop a

green market in the future.

The chemical residues in agricultural areas causes medical plant to be
contaminated that would harm to consumers. Thus, this research aimed
to investigate the area for medicinal plant cultivation by surveying Huafai
community forest in Bandu district, Chiang Rai, Thailand and to determine the
opportunity of medicinal plant cultivation in community forests. The results
showed that medicinal plants in Ban Huafai community forest were found 52
types which can be classified to 31 families. In addition, Euphorbiaceae family
is the most commonly found. After evaluating of community forest law, the
members of community forest could be developed Ban Huafai community
forest as medicinal plant cultivation by collecting medicinal plant, propagating
medicinal plant and cultivating medicinal plant in community forest. All of the
results suggested that community forests can be used to cultivate medicine
plant. Moreover, community forest law also allows the members of community

forest to use as plant cultivation and propagation. This study could be promoted

Introduction

English has become one of the most important languages in the world.
It is considered a worldwide language that serves as a lingua franca for people
all over the world to interact and comprehend one another. Crystal (2003)
claims that English is the universal language since we frequently see English
signs, notices, labels and commercials wherever we go. Learners all over the
world require the capacity to communicate in English as it is the path to
economic advancement, educational advancement, and social mobility.

Speaking is one of the four crucial language skills for international
communication. Bailey and Nunan (2005) state that learming a language entails
the production of organized linguistic utterances or speaking to convey meaning.
According to Harmer (2007), speaking is used to communicate information to
others. The purpose of teaching speaking is to encourage learners to accurately
communicate and interact with others to achieve their goals and to use
language fluently.

Task-based learning might be a learning method to promote speaking
ability. Willis (1996) claims that task-based learning has a learning capability
effect on students’ English competence, and has become one of the significant
alternative teaching methods for teachers. This approach is an opportunity for
learners to use the language in real situations.

As aforementioned, the researcher has considered that improving
students’ English speaking using task-based learning may help students who

have problems in English speaking. Therefore, the researcher would like to
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employ task-based learning with Prathomsuksa 2 students at Anubanudonthani
School to investigate whether this method could assist their English speaking
ability, and investigate what level of students’ attitude which may have towards

teaching English speaking using task-based learning.

Purposes of the Study
The purposes of this study were to:
1. Study and compare the English speaking ability of Prathomsuksa 2
students before and after studying English speaking using task-based learning.
2. Investigate the students’ attitude towards teaching English speaking

using task-based learning.

Hypotheses of the Study

The hypotheses of this study were:

1. The students’ posttest mean score of English speaking ability after
using task-based learning is higher than the set criterion of 70 percent.

2. The students’ posttest mean score of English speaking ability after

using task-based learning is higher than that of the pretest.

Methodology
1. Research Design
This study was an experimental study in a cluster random sampling
with a one group pretest—posttest design. It employed a quantitative research

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2. Sample of students

The main sample for the study comprised 30 students of Prathomsuksa
2 students who were studying English in the first semester in the 2022 academic
year at Anubanudonthani school, under Udon Thani Primary Educational Service
Area Office 1 selected through cluster random sampling.

3. Research Instruments

Three research instruments were employed as follows.

3.1 Lesson plans of teaching English speaking using task-based learning
were developed in an English version consisting of 12 units with two hours a
unit which were 24 hours in total. The value of the Index of Item Objective
Congruence (I0C) was 1.00 for every item. The researcher applied task-based
learning consisting of 3 stages: pre-task, task cycle, and language focus which
were adapted from Willis (1996). They were integrated with steps of teaching
speaking from Hadfield and C. Hadfield (2009): before speaking stage, during
speaking stage, and after speaking stage. This research, the research was utilized
three task types which were listing task based on Willis (1996), information-gap
task based on Richards (2001), and ordering and sorting task based on Willis
(1996) to teach English speaking using task-based learning. The English texts
used to improve students’ speaking ability were from the books: “Say Hello 27,
and from the internet based on the English curriculum of Thailand according to
the Basic Education Curriculum of 2008 (revised in 2017) of the Foreign Languages
Department (English). There are 12 units included: food & drink, my face,
numbers, my clothes, colours, shapes, in my class, on the farm, school time,
sports, my house, and my family.

3.2 The English speaking ability test was constructed by the researcher
based on Hughes (2003) and the three experts’ suggestions to examine the
students’ English speaking ability with a pretest and posttest. The study also

consisted of an oral interview with 10 items. The value of the Index of Item
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Objective Congruence (I0C) was 1.00 for every item, and the reliability of three
raters equals 0.98.

3.3 The attitude questionnaire was developed to measure students’
attitude towards teaching English speaking using task-based learning based on
Saiyos and A. Saiyos (2000) desingned: average scores of 4.50-5.00 mean very
good, 3.50-4.49 mean good, 2.50-3.49 mean fair, 1.50-2.49 mean poor, and
1.00-1.49 mean very poor. The attitude questionnaire consisted of 15 items
related to the steps of teaching English speaking using task-based learning using
Likert Rating Scale. The value of the Index of ltem Objective Congruence (I0C)
was 1.00 for every item.

4. Data Collection

Before collecting data, the proposal of the research and the research
instruments were submitted for ethics in human research. The researcher
handed in the research instruments to three experts in order to examine the
correctness, relation between the objectives and learning activities, and
evaluation. Lesson plans were carried out with a pilot study to trail the lesson
plans so that any problems could be addressed before the main study. The
pilot study was conducted with 10 non-sampled Prathomsuka 3 students at
Anubanudonthani School in the first semester of the academic year 2022. The
lesson plans were edited based on the problems obtained from the pilot study.
The data were analysed the reliability by three raters (Scott, 1955). The value
of the Index of Item Objective Congruence (I0C) was 1.00 for every item and
they were selected 10 items of them. The researcher distributed the final form
of the English speaking test to employ with the sample. The researcher collected
data through the following steps:

4.1 The researcher administered a pretest for students who enrolled
in Fundamental English to evaluate their English speaking ability using the 10
questions of English speaking ability test which consisted of 10 questions, 30
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points for each question including five aspects assessment using six-point rating
scale, according to Hughes’s criteria 300 points in total. The researcher and
two research assistants assessed Prathomsuksa 2 students’ speaking ability by
using the oral interview. The students were asked each question twice. The
raters rated students’ scores using Hughes’s criteria (2003). The oral interview
took about 10 minutes for each student.

4.2 The researcher was teaching following lesson plans that were
already developed.

4.3 The researcher conducted the posttest using the English speaking
ability test (which was the same test as the pretest) after the teaching process
completed.

4.4 The researcher distributed the attitude questionnaire to students
to investigate attitudes towards studying English speaking using task-based
learning.

4.5 The researcher collected scores from the pretest, the posttest
and the students’ attitude questionnaire. The collected scores were
statistically analysed and interpreted later on.

5. Data Analysis

The data collected from the English speaking ability test and the
attitude questionnaire were statistically analysed as follows:

5.1 The data were analysed to examine the English speaking ability
of Prathomsuksa 2 students using mean (X), percentage, and standard deviation
(S.D.).

5.2 The data were analysed to compare the English speaking ability
of Prathomsuksa 2 students after studying English speaking with the set criteria

of 70 percent using a one-sample t-test.
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5.3 The data were analysed to compare the English speaking ability
of Prathomsuksa 2 students before and after studying English speaking using a
t-test for dependent samples.

5.4 The data were analysed to investigate students’ attitude towards

teaching English speaking ability by using mean (X) and standard deviation (S.D.).

Results
The results of the study and comparison on English speaking ability
before and after teaching English speaking using task-based learmning were as

follows:

Table 1 shows that the students' pretest mean score on English speaking
ability was 69.27 or 23.09 percent and the posttest was 221.43 or 73.81 percent.
The results explain that the students' English speaking ability before and after
studying English speaking using task-based learning was significantly different
at the .01 level. The posttest mean score was significantly higher than the

pretest.

Table 3 presents that the mean of students’ attitude towards teaching
English speaking using task-based learning was at 4.99. It indicates that students’
attitude towards teaching English speaking using task-based learning was at a

very good level.
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Conclusions

The results of the study can be summarized as follows:

1. The students' pretest mean score on English speaking ability was
69.27 or 23.09 percent and that of the posttest was 221.43 or 73.81 percent
respectively. The English speaking ability of students after studying English
speaking using task-based learning was higher than the set criterion of 70
percent. The students' English speaking ability was found to be significantly
different at the .01 level.

2. The students' attitude towards teaching English speaking using task-

based learning was at a very good level. The mean was 4.99.

Discussion

The research findings can be discussed as follows:

1. The Result of the Comparison of the English Speaking Ability of
Prathomsuksa 2 Students Before and After Using Task-based Learning.

1.1 The results of the study showed that students' pretest and
posttest mean scores on English speaking ability were 69.27 or 23.09 percent
and 221.43 or 73.81 percent, respectively. These findings were in accordance
with the second hypothesis. The students' posttest mean score on English
speaking ability was significantly higher than that of the pretest at the .01 level.
It was revealed that task-based learning could enhance Prathomsuksa 2 students'
English speaking abilities.

1.2 The students' English speaking ability after studying English
speaking using task-based learning had improved to a level higher than the set
criterion of 70 percent. These findings were in accordance with the first
hypothesis. As shown from the results of the study, the discussion was as

follows:
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Firstly, the development of English speaking ability using task-
based learning could help students to gain higher scores. Students were assigned
roles and duties to do in the group which could activate the students' basic
knowledge by instructing them in key vocabulary, language structure and
language use. This related with the idea of Richards et al. (1986), who stated
that using a task in language learning is an activity or action which was finished
as the delayed consequence of planning or cognizance language.

Secondly, the researcher followed Willis' process (1996) composed
of three stages: pre-task, task cycle, and language focus. This helped students
improve English speaking more effectively. This method was supported by Ellis
(2003), who proposed that task-based learning helped students primarily focusing
on meaning when they performed a task, and provided chances to focus on
form, and require students to evaluate their performance and progress.

The results of this research support the study of Meksri (2011),
who studied and compared the English speaking ability of Prathomsuksa 5
students before and after using task-based learning. The findings of the research
stated that the students' pretest and posttest scores on English speaking ability
were 31.25 percent and 70.50 percent respectively. The results of the research
supported the study of Matarak (2016) who studied and compared the English
speaking ability of Prathomsuksa 4 students before and after using task-based
learning. The findings of the research stated that the students' pretest and
posttest scores on English speaking ability were 30.40 percent and 93.48 percent
respectively. Eventually, it also confirmed the previous study of Umpapol
(2019) who studied and compared the development of English-speaking ability
using task-based learning of Prathomsuksa 5 students. The findings of the
research were the students' pretest and posttest scores on English speaking

ability were 68.43 percent and 83.24 percent respectively.

The results of this research supported the study of Hassan et al.
(2021), who studied the development of English speaking skills through task-
based learning among primary school students in Malaysia. The findings showed
that most students scored higher marks in the posttest compared to the pretest.
The results of this study were consistent with the study of Nguyen and Van
(2021), who assessed the effectiveness of the task-based approach on speaking
ability as well as the students' perceptions towards its implementation. The
findings of the study supported the use of a task-based approach in the teaching
English as a foreign language.

In conclusion, teaching English speaking using task-based learning
can help students develop students' English speaking ability.

2. The Result of an Investigation of Students' Attitude Towards

Teaching English Speaking Using Task-based Learning.

The investigation of students' attitude towards teaching English
speaking using task-based learning revealed that it was at a very good level.
The findings of this research supported the idea of Sroinam (2012) who claimed
that an attitude was an individual’s feeling towards something or someone
which has influenced with the individual’s decision making to do something
such as like or dislike or to do a certain thing. Moreover, these were in
accordance with Savignon's idea (1983) who stated about various factors in
second language learning. The learners' attitudes were the most important
factor in language learning because it could be facilitated or learner's learning.

The results of this study support the study of Meksri (2011) who
studied and compared the English speaking ability before and after using task-
based learning of Prathomsuksa 5 students. The finding showed that the
students' attitude towards teaching English speaking was at a very good level.
In addition, the finding of this research supported the study of Pongsawang
(2012) who studied and compared the English speaking ability before and after
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using task-based learning of Prathomsuksa 5 students. The finding showed that
the students' attitude towards teaching English speaking using task-based learning
was at a good level. These results were also consistent with the study of Matarak
(2016) who studied and compared the English speaking ability before and after
using task-based learning and attitude of Prathomsuksa 4 students. The result
showed that the students' attitude towards teaching English speaking using
task-based learning was at a very good level. Moreover, it also confirmed
to the previous study of Umpapol (2019) who studied and compared the
development of English speaking ability using task-based learning and attitude
of Prathomsuksa 5 students. The results of this research showed the students'
attitude towards teaching English speaking using task-based learning at a very
good level.

In conclusion, students showed positive attitude towards teaching
English speaking using task-based learning. Teaching English speaking provided
students chances to speak English better and they had a very good attitude

towards teaching English speaking using task-based learning.

Recommendations
The recommendations from the study are as follows:
1. Recommendations from the Study

To support activities in teaching English speaking using task-based
learning, the researcher has proposed some suggestions as follows:

1.1 The students' posttest mean score on English speaking ability
was higher than the pretest. This appears to be the results of teaching English
speaking using task-based learning which provides students chances to speak
English through listing tasks, information-gap tasks and ordering & sorting tasks.

Moreover, students had opportunity to analyse the language found in the tasks
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which helps students to increase English speaking ability. Therefore, task-based
learning should be promoted in teaching English speaking by English teachers.

1.2 The study was found that the students’ attitude towards teaching
English speaking using task-based learning was at a very good level. The positive
attitudes led the students to achieve higher English speaking ability scores.
Therefore, task-based learning should be promoted in teaching English speaking
by English teachers.

2. Recommendations for further study

According to the results discussed earlier, some suggestions are
proposed here for further studies.

2.1 Researchers should investigate other English language skills, to
develop, writing, reading and listening skills using task-based learning.

2.2 Researchers should promote and apply task-based learning with
other task types, for instance, reasoning-gap tasks, opinion-gap tasks, pictures
and picture stories tasks, sharing personal experiences tasks and so on. These
can add more variety for students to develop their language proficiency.

2.3 Researchers should investigate teaching English speaking ability
using task-based learning with different educational levels of students, for
instance, primary students, high school students or even university students.

2.4 Researchers should compare some task-based learning with other
tasks, for instance, listing tasks and problem-solving tasks, comparing tasks and

creative tasks.

The research instruments were 12
lesson plans, an English reading comprehension ability test and an attitude
questionnaire toward teaching English reading comprehension ability. The
experiment lasted 12 weeks, 2 hours a week, and 24 hours in total. The mean,
percentage, standard deviation, t-test for dependent samples, and one sample
t-test were used for data analysis. The findings indicated that the students’
pretest and posttest mean scores on English reading comprehension ability
were 11.47 or 28.67 percent and 33.67 or 83.83 percent, respectively.

Introduction

Language is a tool that people use to communicate with other
people to improve international relations. English is the universal language of
communication in the 21™ century for everyone and more interested in learners
because it is crucial to communicate with people from many cultures. As
Gunderson et al. (2010) state that English is a language in the world and it is
also a major feature associated with access to knowledge, technology, and
the internet. Understanding English as a foreign language enables learners to
understand and be aware of diversity of cultures, the way to convey the
messages through ideas and knowledge with other people and cooperation
with many countries. Furthermore, Kachru and Smith (2008) define that the
natural language in many countries and regions of the world has resulted in
variation as a consequence of nativization and acculturation of the language
in different communities.

The English reading comprehension ability is crucial for further studies
and working life in the progression of innovative societies. People who know
how to read can educate themselves in any fields of study to effectively gain
the new and updated knowledge and innovative information. Therefore, English
reading comprehension ability is the major part to take advantages. Gunderson
et al. (2010) suggest that there appears to be the belief around the world that
is foundational to become a contributing, participating member of global society.
In the same way, Ruddell (1997) mentions that the importance of reading is to

develop the language learners’ reading comprehension ability and reinforce
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the experiences of learners to get a higher level of reading proficiency. Zwiers
(2010) defines that reading is a process to construct meaning from the letters
to make sounds, build words, and make sentences for understanding. However,
even a basic understanding of text depends on countless invisible thought
processes that work together at lightning speed. According to Alptekin (2003),
he also claims that most English information available is in the form of reading
materials. Therefore, learners need to comprehend the English messages
through real-life authentic texts.

Flipped classroom is an individualized learning that language learners
self-study outside the class with the delivered instructional materials and switch
to collaboratively do the active learning activities in class. This might be one
of pedagogical designs that helps students enhance their reading comprehension
ability. It has been gained social impacts of educational fields until the present
time. Moreover, Pyzdrowski and Shambaugh (2014) indicate that flipped
classroom is a pedagogical design that replaces a face-to-face lecture with
engaging activities and assigns tasks as homework for students to complete
autonomously outside of class. Walker et al. (2020) state that flipped classroom
has grown in popularity in the last decade. Flipped lessons have become a
more consistent and accepted pedagogical practice from K-12 to university
settings. According to Bergmann and Sams (2012), flipped classroom arises
when the content lesson is recorded for the students in video format or using
other information resources. It is essential for the students who want to be
well-prepared themselves outside the classroom. When the students come to
classroom, the lecture is switched for the activities in class with the instructor
as a facilitator who can assist the learners in the classroom. As the study
of Khamchoo (2018), he studies the development of English reading
comprehension ability using flipped classroom of Matthayomsuksa 6 students

at Yungthongpittayakhom School. The findings showed that the posttest
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mean score was higher than the required criteria of 70 percent. The students’
attitudes toward teaching English reading comprehension was rated at a very
good level.

Therefore, the researcher would like to employ flipped classroom
with Matthayomsuksa 4 students at Nongwuasopittayakhom School whether it
could improve their English reading comprehension ability and the students
have positive attitudes toward teaching English reading comprehension.

Helps Farmers Flourish and 12) How Technology Shook up the Music Industry.

3.2 The English reading comprehension ability test was developed
by the researcher based on the expert’s suggestions to examine the students’
English reading comprehension ability as the pretest and posttest. It was a
multiple-choice test consisted of 40 items with four possible answer choices
for each item. The value of the Index of Item Objective Congruence (I0C) was
1.00 for every item. The difficulty value of the items was between 0.40-0.70
and discrimination value was between 0.70 - 0.90. The reliability of the test
was 0.98.

3.3 The attitude questionnaire toward teaching English reading
comprehension consisted of 20 items related to stages of teaching English
reading comprehension which helps students understand the reading text
better, using five-point Likert’s rating scales ranging from strongly agree, agree,
neutral, disagree and strongly disagree based on Likert (1932). The value of the
Index of Item Objective Congruence (I0C) was 1.00 for every item. The scores
from the attitude questionnaire toward teaching English reading comprehension
were analyzed in order to summarize and interpret the data based on Saiyos
and A. Saiyos (2000) as follows; the average scores 4.50 - 5.00 means Very good,
the average scores 3.50 - 4.49 means Good, the average scores 2.50 - 3.49
means Fair, the average scores 1.50 - 2.49 means Poor, the average scores

1.00 - 1.49 means Very poor.
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4. Data Collection

Before collecting data, the proposal of the research and the research
instruments were submitted for ethics in human research. Then, the researcher
handed in the research instruments to three experts in order to examine the
correctness, and relation between the objectives and learning activities and
evaluation. After that, a lesson plan of teaching English reading comprehension
using flipped classroom and the English reading ability test were tried out in a
pilot study with 30 Matthayomsuksa 4 students in Nongwuasopittayakhom
School who did not take part in this study in the first semester of the academic
year 2022. Then, the researcher edited the lesson plans based on the information
obtained from the pilot study and selected 40 items of the test with the
difficulty value between 0.40-0.70, the discrimination value between 0.70-0.90,
and the reliability of the test was 0.98. The researcher collected data as the
following steps.

4.1 Students took the pretest using an English reading comprehension
ability test with 40 items before studying English reading using flipped classroom
in 60 minutes.

4.2 The teaching process was carried out according to the 12 lesson
plans for 12 weeks, 24 hours in total.

4.3 Students took the posttest which was the same test as the
pretest. The test consisted of 40 multiple-choice items with four possible
answers. Students had 60 minutes to finish the test.

4.4 The attitude questionnaire was used to investigate the students’
attitudes.

4.5 The collected scores from the pretest and posttest and students’

attitude data were statistically analyzed and interpreted later on.
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5. Data Analysis
The data from the English reading comprehension ability test and the
attitude questionnaire was statistically analyzed as follows.

5.1 The data were analyzed to study the English reading
comprehension ability of Matthayomsuksa 4 students using mean (X),
percentage, and standard deviation (S.D.).

5.2 The data were analyzed to compare the English reading
comprehension ability using t-test for dependent samples.

5.3 The data were analyzed to compare the English reading
comprehension ability of Matthayomsuksa 4 students before and after studying
English reading comprehension and the required criteria of 70 percent using
One Sample t-test.

5.4 The data were analyzed to investigate students’ attitudes toward
teaching English reading comprehension using mean (X) and standard deviation

(S.D..

Results
Results of the study and comparison of scores on English reading
comprehension ability before and after teaching English reading comprehension

using flipped classroom were as follows.

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Table 1 showed that the students’ pretest mean score on English reading
comprehension ability was 11.47 or 28.67 and the posttest was 33.67 or 83.83
percent. The results explained that the posttest mean score of students’ English
reading comprehension ability after studying English reading comprehension

was significantly higher than the pretest at the .01 level.

Table 2 showed that the students’ posttest mean score on English
reading comprehension ability was 33.67. The results of the students’ English
reading comprehension ability after studying English reading comprehension
using flipped classroom were significantly higher than the required criteria of

70 percent at the .01 level.

Table 3 showed that the mean score of students’ attitudes toward

teaching English reading comprehension was at 4.90. It indicated that the
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students’ attitudes toward teaching English reading comprehension was at a

very good level.

Conclusion

The results of the study can be summarized as follows.

1. The students’ pretest and posttest mean scores on English reading
comprehension ability were 11.47 or 28.67 percent and 33.67 or 83.83
percent respectively. The students’ posttest mean score on English reading
comprehension ability was higher than the required criteria of 70 percent and
the students’ English reading comprehension ability after the experiment was
significantly at .01 level higher than the pretest.

2. The student’ attitudes toward teaching English reading comprehension

using flipped classroom was at a very good level at 4.90.

Discussion

The results of the study can be discussed as follows.

1. The results of the study of English reading comprehension ability of
Matthayomsuksa 4 students at Nongwuasopittayakhom School before and after
studying English reading comprehension using flipped classroom showed that
the students’ pretest and posttest mean scores were 11.47 or 28.67 percent
and 33.67 or 83.83 percent, respectively. The finding was accordance with the
second hypothesis. The results of the pretest mean score indicated that the
students’ English reading comprehension ability was at a low level. The reasons
revealed that students not have reading skills to find the main idea and
understand the text efficiently and had no time for out-of-class learning
experience and prepare themselves before the class. This finding supported
the idea of Bergmann and Sams (2012) who mentioned that flipped classroom

is centered around the students to be responsible for preparing themselves
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before class. After the students learned English reading comprehension, they
could improve their English reading comprehension ability. Teaching English
using flipped classroom motivates students to success in reading comprehension.
Luehan (2020) studied about the use of flipped classroom on English reading
comprehension ability of Grade 7 students. The study showed that students
gained significantly higher scores on the English reading ability posttest at
the .01 level. It can be stated that flipped classroom influenced students’
reading comprehension ability and it could improve students’ English reading
comprehension ability.

2. The result of the comparison of the students’ scores on English
reading comprehension before and after studying English reading comprehension
was higher than the required criteria of 70 percent. These findings were in
accordance with the first hypothesis. According to the results of the study, the
conclusions are presented as follows.

Firstly, after the students learned English reading comprehension
using flipped classroom, the results presented that the students have significant
improvement in their posttest score. One of the reasons might be the learning
processes of students in Thai EFL classrooms take responsibilities on their own
learning especially for secondary-level students with different levels of language
competency. The findings were in line with the idea of Khan (2011) who
suggested that teaching English using flipped classroom had developed the
students’ English reading comprehension effectively because students took
the responsibility outside-classroom activities through reading the texts before
class, visiting course-related website, and reading related references. It is also
consistent with the idea of Pyzdrowski and Shambaugh (2014) who stated that
flipped classroom is a pedagogical design that replaces what typically took
place during a face-to-face lecture with engaging activities and assigned the

tasks as homework for students to complete homework outside of class. These
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findings showed that students’ posttest mean score was 33.67 or 83.83 percent.
It was higher than the pretest because English reading was trained through
various activities in two main stages of flipped classroom and three stages of
teaching reading comprehension.

Secondly, learning English reading comprehension through activities
based on flipped classroom could develop the students’ reading ability
efficiently. Flipped classroom was encouraged students’ English reading
comprehension ability. The learning activities were provided with opportunities
for learners to read the texts at home and prepare themselves before class.
In this study, Matthayomsuksa 4 students at Nongwuasopittayakhom School
studied English reading comprehension using flipped classroom and they were
taught to prepare themselves to read the texts before class. The finding results
were in line with Walker et al. (2020) stated that flipped classroom had become
a more consistent and accepted pedagogical practice. Therefore, the main
elements of flipped classroom are supplements of the knowledge of the teacher
while the students were given chances to learn and did the activities with their
own responsibility to construct their own knowledge of fully self-learning.

Finally, the students learned English reading comprehension using
flipped classroom through the stage of following stages integrated according
to teaching English reading comprehension using flipped classroom based on
the ideas of Bergmann and Sams (2012) and the stages of teaching reading of
Brown (2001). As at home stage, students read the text uploaded in KruFai’s
Class created by the teacher. Then, students write down the key points and
write three questions and summarize the reading text using Cornell note-taking
method. As in the classroom stage in pre-reading, students had to share,
discuss and correct the key points they wrote at home via PowerPoint
using ClassPoint add-on. As during-reading stage, students worked in pairs to

reorder the sentences in Worksheet 1, worked in groups to find the main idea,
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supporting details, reference and inference in Worksheet 2 and worked in the
same group in Worksheet 3 to draw a word map. In post-reading stage, the
students did the reading comprehension quiz via KruFai’s Class. Then, the
teacher and the students discussed the answers and summarized the lesson
together orally. The results were consistent with the study of Khamchoo
(2018), who conducted a study about flipped classroom on English reading
comprehension ability and attitudes of Grade 12 students. The research finding
of the study showed the mean score of the post-test on learning achievement
was significantly higher than the required criteria of 70 percent.

It can be concluded that especially the research instruments
including the twelve lesson plans of teaching English reading comprehension
using flipped classroom, an English reading comprehension ability test and an
attitude questionnaire toward teaching English reading comprehension using
flipped classroom were effective. They were analyzed by three experts in
teaching English to examine the correctness and relation between the
objectives and learning activities and evaluation. The Index of Item Objective
Congruence (I0C) was 1.00 for every item of twelve lesson plans, 1.00 for every
item of an English reading comprehension ability test and 1.00 for every item
of an attitude toward teaching English reading comprehension using flipped
classroom.

3. The result of students’ attitude toward teaching English reading
comprehension using flipped classroom was found that the mean score of the
student’s attitude toward teaching English reading comprehension was rated at
4.90. It was interpreted that students’ attitudes toward teaching English reading
comprehension using flipped classroom was at a very good level. The students
enjoyed sharing the questions from home stage via PowerPoint using ClassPoint
add-on. They also liked ordering sentences in pairs because it could help

them understand consequences of the reading text better. In the reading
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comprehension process, reading comprehension and reading skills were
enhanced when good attitude was activated.

The results were consistent with the idea of Savignon (1983), the
learners’ attitudes are the most significant among many factors in learning a
second language since it helped and supported learners’ learning. Furthermore,
the findings correspond with the concept of Sroinam (2012) stated that attitude
is an individual’s feeling toward something or someone, or symbol with degree
of favor or disfavor. Language learners with positive attitudes will be more
proficient in second language learning. In line up with Karimi (2017) conducted
a study on developing English reading comprehension ability using the flipped
classroom model of EFL leamers at a private language institute in Isfahan, Iran.
The finding showed the students’ attitudes toward teaching English reading
comprehension using the flipped classroom was at a very good level.

In summary, teaching English reading comprehension using flipped
classroom could enhance the students to enjoy collaborating and doing
activities at home as an extra-learning time for students’ self-preparation reading
step. They interactively learned both in and out of the classroom successfully
in order to improve their reading ability through the use of technology. The
students had positive attitude towards teaching English reading, they can
actively engage in the learning process. Flipped classroom enabled students
to lower their stress to increase a positive impact on their daily life reading

ability effectively.

Recommendations
1. Recommendations from the Study
In order to make use of this study, the researcher proposes the

following recommendations as follows.
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1.1 The students’ posttest mean score on English reading comprehension
ability was higher than the required criteria of 70 percent and the students’
posttest score of reading comprehension ability was higher than the pretest
score. It cased from the students had opportunities to practice reading at
home before learning the lesson in class. They also had a chance to practice
reading in groups to find main ideas, supporting details, references and made
the inferences. Therefore, students could improve their English reading
comprehension. Researchers should provide the results to English teachers to
follow this study.

1.2 It was shown that the students’ attitudes toward teaching English
reading comprehension using flipped classroom was at a very good level because
flipped classroom contributed students to do enjoyable activities. Especially,
they could do activities with their classmates and the teacher such as sharing
their questions they wrote at home via PowerPoint using ClassPoint add-on,
ordering sentences in pairs and discussing the answers on the TV screen. As a
result, English teacher should implement flipped classroom in teaching English
reading comprehension to develop their students’ reading ability.

2. Recommendations for Further Study

According to the results discussed earlier, some suggestions are
proposed here for further studies.

2.1 Researchers should investigate using flipped classroom to
develop other English language skills: listening, speaking and writing because
the students are also engaged in these skills while learning through these
activities.

2.2 Researchers should investigate teaching English reading
comprehension ability using flipped classroom with other subjects for students

of different levels, for instance, primary students or higher educational levels.
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2.3 Researchers should promote and apply other autonomous
learning methods with the use of flipped classroom to develop the students’

language proficiency and students’ motivation and learning styles.
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Abstract

The objectives of this research were: 1) to study the needs in studying
PhD program in teaching English to speakers of other languages (TESOL), and
2) to explore necessity and importance of developing a Doctoral degree in
TESOL. A survey was used to collect data from the target group which was 230
English teachers and those who were interested in this program. The research
tool used in the study was a questionnaire consisting of 5 parts including the
general information of the respondents, the need to study PhD program in
TESOL, the preferences of program, the importance of the program, and the
benefits of the program. The questionnaire was designed by the researchers
and then reviewed by 3 experts. The level of content validity was 1.00 and the
reliability was 0.92. The statistics used of data analysis were percentage, mean
and standard deviation.

The results of the study showed that most respondents (75.22 %)
needed to study a PhD Program in TESOL. When considering each aspect, it
was found that the respondents needed to attend the class, to invite well-

known international scholars to co-teach, and to study visit abroad. For the
