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Abstract

This paper focused on civic education policies, patterns, and its
contributory factors in Japanese school. Documentary research was integrated
as the main method for this study. The results showed that Japanese civic
schooling aims to produce a citizen who has abilities to shape a peaceful and
democratic society in Japan. The Japanese civic education policy is grounded
on “Zest for Life” ideal, which aims to advance students’ academic prowess,
humanitarian, and healthiness. This study also found two civic educating
patterns: intensive and integrated civic learning in compulsory education,
and individualistic civic education in high school. Four contributory contexts
to its civic schooling are curriculum-based learning, aimed-characteristics of
Japanese citizenship schooling, integrated extra-curriculum activities, social
education activities in communities, and collectivistic norm reproduction.
