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Abstract

The study objectives were to specify the construction of the
communist party’s representation and analyze a context along the line of
Norman Fairclough’s Critical Discourse Analysis in Quotations from Chairman
Mao-Tse Tung. The result showed that Quotations from Chairman Mao-
Tse Tung were the most influential book in China’s Cultural Revolution.
The discourse of a communist party’s representation was constructed for
four functions which were the following: (1) The communist party as a
revolutionary leader (2) The communist party as a heroic person who resisted
the enemy and revolted national underdevelopment (3) The communist
party as a representative of Marxism-Leninism (4) The communist party
as a committed party for people. Besides, the system of address in a part
of lexical strategies, modality, and metaphor can be found in the field of
linguistic strategies. Moreover, the study also reflected that the communist
party’s representation in Chairman Mao-Tse Tung’s discourse indicated an
achievement for using the power of language to give words’ definition, a role
model for being a revolutionary leader, a man who stood up for an ideal,
a good supporter for people.
