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Abstract

This article was a part of the research project entitled the analysis
and the making of Isan ancient vocabulary glossary found in the palm-leaf
manuscript “Urangadhatu of Junlasakarat 1167” (2348 B.E. or 1805 A.D.).
The results showed that the vocabulariy list and their contexts reflected the
Mekong River Basin culture, which has recently vanished. Some glossaries still
existed in some specific areas. The analysis of the current study revealed six
categories of ancient words. These categories included 1) the name of Phu
Kampra, 2) materials, equipment, buildings, e.g. Satai, Hin Mook, Obmung,
3) ancient money, e.g. Duang (Round coin), Pae (Flat coin), Nhan, 4) animals,
e.g. Nguak, Pla Chanak (Sawfish), Pla Pian Fai, 5) utensils, e.g. Tai, Mai See
Fun (Toothbrush), Oe, and 6) costumes, e.g. Kra Jon, Pa Sadok, Mao, Wan
Lak Kang.

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Abstract

This study aimed to analyze the meaning expression of plaintiffs’
plaint writings and defendants’ pleas on medical cases, following the
Appraisal Theory. The data used in this research were collected from
Kwanchai Chotiphan’s (2015) medical case book, and all the sample cases
previously settled by the administrative court were selected for the study.
The researcher chose to investigate only the plaintiffs’ plaint writings and
the defendants’ pleas in the same cases, all of which are solely consumer
cases administered in the court. Fictional names instead of real names were
used for the people involved in each case to avoid possible consequences
for their reputation. The researcher has collected plaints from five cases with
20 pages and five pleas with 22 pages; the entire data comprises 42 pages.

The study results show that the meaning of the plaintiffs’ plaint
writings and the defendants’ pleas on medical cases can be divided into
three main meanings: the meaning of attitudes, the meaning of levels, and
the meaning of engagement. The results showed that the plaintiffs and the
defendants use both positive and negative attitudes in writing plaints and
pleas on medical cases for the meaning of attitudes. Regarding the meaning
of levels, there are two components; i.e., parts that help increase the level of
meaning in the context of the plaintiffs’ plaint writings and the defendants’
pleas and parts that help reduce the level of the meaning. Concerning the
meaning of engagement, word uses to refer to the sources of information
that indicate the meanings of word contraction and word expansion.

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Abstract

The study aimed to analyze patriarchy’s responses and negotiations
in the essence of “The Single Mom” a novel written by Tonrak, a pen
name. The results showed that women in modern society had the power
to respond and negotiate patriarchy differently. Women reacted to the
patriarchy by using verbal and physical reactions: the former involved impolite
words, sarcasm, intimidation and the latter included not tolerating sexual
harassment, violence, and law enforcement. The other way involved the
power of negotiations through the holy secrets, intermediaries, and economic
power. The analysis indicated female characters’ delinquencies, reflecting
through the failure to maintain family status and their reactions against male
characters to negotiate the patriarchy. As such, the women started to gain
more power regardless of being blamed. Instead, they had been positively
valued by the societal community. The analysis also showed that women
made use of their physical inferior by practising religious beliefs to create
their power and assigned the middleman of the equivalent socioeconomic
status as a representative to negotiate the patriarchy. In the end, women
could remain their power being objected to the patriarchy.

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Abstract

Vocabulary knowledge is a multidimensional construct and requires
the incremental learning process. Therefore, different vocabulary measures
may be appropriate at the different stages of acquisition. This study
investigates the acquisition of vocabulary knowledge aspects: form, meaning,
and use. One hundred and fifty-four Thai EFL students were tested on their
receptive and productive knowledge of these aspects, specifically word
parts, form-meaning link, and collocation knowledge. The findings showed
that word form is easier to acquire, followed by the meaning and use of a
word. The correlation analysis revealed that all word knowledge aspects
were interrelated in learning. Moreover, exposure to vocabulary has a positive
effect on vocabulary acquisition, and each of the word knowledge aspects
contributes to receptive and productive vocabulary development.

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Introduction

Word knowledge, an essential proxy in vocabulary acquisition,
is a complex construct and entails learning different aspects of a word
(Gonzalez-Fernandez & Schmitt, 2019; Meara, 1983; Nation, 2013). Nation
(2013) suggested that such knowledge requires three aspects: form, meaning,
and use, with receptive and productive dimensions. Some of these aspects
are likely mastered before others. Indeed, research on vocabulary acquisition
has revealed that learning a word is typically a long and incremental process
(Henriksen, 1999; Read, 2000; Schmitt, 2014). The process begins by becoming
familiar with the word and ends with using the word correctly in context.
This process is, therefore, a continuum composed of the receptive and
productive knowledge of a word that learners need to achieve, starting with
comprehensive word knowledge and leading to word production (Laufer &
Goldstein, 2004, Lin, 2015; Sukying, 2017). As such, the experience of learners
in embedding the words can influentially promote vocabulary learning and
development.

It has been assumed that knowledge aspects are acquired
incrementally, and exposure to the language is required, as an increased
comprehension of a word advances its production. However, it remains
unclear how word knowledge aspects are naturally developed and
complement each other (Milton & Fitzpatrick, 2014; Schmitt, 2014; Schmitt &
Meara, 1997) as well as how L2 and/or EFL learners acquire word knowledge.
This may be partly because previous studies did not focus primarily on a
multidimensional nature of word acquisition and did not typically explore an
interrelationship between the word aspects, including the word knowledge
framework (Nation, 2013), which may have led to misleading or inconsistent
conclusions.

With regards to a great reason for this lack of a general theory of
vocabulary acquisition, investigating the roles of word knowledge aspects
can consequently provide a vibrant perception of vocabulary acquisition

and development and exploring different education levels of learners may
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also contribute to comprehend better the process of learning a word of
learners in context. This study was designed based on Nation’s (2013) word
knowledge framework, which includes the word knowledge aspects, form,

meaning, and use, both receptively and productively.

Literature review

The construct of word knowledge was described by Richards (1976)
and, more recently, Nation (2013) provided a comprehensive construct of
word knowledge, including a description of its three aspects, form, meaning,
and use. Acquiring a word typically involves both receptive and productive
dimensions. Receptive knowledge relates to the recognition of a word,
whereas productive knowledge is the ability to use and produce a word. The

construct of word knowledge is illustrated in Figure 1.

Based on Nation (2013), the aspect of form describes spoken,
written, and word parts knowledge. The aspect of meaning includes a form-
meaning link, concepts and referents, and associations knowledge and, at
least, the aspect of use refers to grammatical functions, collocations, and
constraints on use knowledge. Many studies have explored these aspects

within the word knowledge framework. Research on vocabulary acquisition
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shows that the aspects are interrelated and, notably, occur on a continuum
of receptive knowledge which advances the increasing degrees of word
knowledge to the production (Laufer & Goldstein, 2004). As such, different
word knowledge aspects have varying degrees of understanding, and acquiring
a word is assumed to be acquired at different stages and time (Nation, 2013;
Schmitt, 2000).

Paul Meara (1983) first explored a general acquisition of vocabulary
and showed that different aspects of word knowledge were interrelated and
were associated with different difficulties. A number of other studies have
since supported this finding (e.g., Lin, 2015a, 2015b; Schmitt, 2014; Schmitt
& Meara, 1997; Sukying, 2018). For example, Laufer and Goldstein (2004) also
found that the word knowledge aspects were connected, both receptively
and productively, and vocabulary learning occurs on a continuum of receptive
and productive knowledge. Specifically, the productive dimension was more
difficult to acquire than the receptive dimension. (Henriksen, 1999; Nation,
2013; Webb, 2005).

Recently, Gonzalez-Fernandez and Schmitt (2019) explored the
relationship between multiple word knowledge aspects, both receptively
and productively, including the form-meaning link, derivatives, multiple
meanings, and collocations. The study assumed a general acquisition order
of word knowledge aspects acquired beginning with form, then meaning and,
finally, use. Consistent with previous literature, it was found that acquiring
these word knowledge aspects was an incremental process and facilitated
the word acquisition (Nation, 2013; Schmitt, 2000; Schmitt & Meara, 1997).
However, it remains unclear how different aspects of a word are naturally
acquired (Schmitt, 2014). Indeed, most vocabulary research has failed to
focus directly on the acquisition of word knowledge or to investigate a single
aspect or form-meaning link (Laufer & Goldstein, 2004; Sukying, 2017).
Moreover, existing studies have explored different contexts and perspectives,

often using different measures. As such, knowing a word is still complicated
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and need to be explored to seek reliable and valid evidence for the
acquisition of vocabulary. This is particularly true for English as a Foreign
Language (EFL) learners (Hayashi & Murphy, 2011).

Previous research has examined vocabulary acquisition in Thai EFL
learners (e.g., Liangpanit, 2014; Kittigosin & Phoocharoensil, 2015;
Phoocharoensil, 2013, 2014; Sukying, 2017, 2018, 2019, 2020; Supasiraprapa,
2019). These studies tend to show low performance on word knowledge,
both receptively and productively, in a Thai context, even if Thai EFL
participants had experienced the English language for years. Many studies
have explored the acquisition of word knowledge in high school and university
students (e.g., Sukying, 2017; Supasiraprapa, 2019). These studies have shown
that Thai EFL learners have poor knowledge of English production, low English
proficiency (Noom-ura, 2013), and the students’ receptive vocabulary size is
almost double their productive vocabulary size (Kotchana & Tongpoon-
Patanasorn, 2015; Srisawat & Poonpon, 2014). This reveals that Thai EFL
learners lack word knowledge and have an inadequate comprehension of
word knowledge for the production of a word (Sukying, 2018; 2019); therefore,
pedagogy must focus on pushing learners” knowledge from receptive towards
productive competence. Indeed, the embedding of the words influences
the acquisition of vocabulary knowledge, and understanding the roles of
word knowledge aspects will enhance the vocabulary improvement of
learners in context. As such, the investigations into the acquisition process
are required to better understand the nature of word knowledge acquisition

and vocabulary growth.

The current study

The aim of the current study is to investigate L2 word acquisition
in Thai EFL learners and to explore whether or not there is any difference
between education levels of learners in vocabulary acquisition. In this regard,

two primary research questions are examined:
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1.Does the education level influence the acquisition of word
knowledge aspects in Thai EFL high school students?
2.What is the relationship be with word knowledge aspects?

Methods
1. Participants

The participants were 154 Thai students in tenth- (67 students) and
twelfth-grade (87 students) high school who had studied English as Foreign
Language (EFL) for approximately ten years. Participants were aged from 16
to 18 years. Both the tenth and twelfth graders’ English proficiency was
grouped as the senior high school level. These students were at a level of
learning and using high-frequency vocabulary. All participants were Thai
native speakers, using their L1 to communicate with their friends or classmates
at school, and had not studied English in an English-speaking country. The
participants acknowledeed an estimated average of five hours of English
instruction per week, including four 50-minute English sessions with EFL
teachers and one 50-minute session with native English speakers. Consistent
with the Office of the Basic Education Commission (Ministry of Education in
Thailand), all participants had been enrolled in EFL classes for a minimum
of ten years as a mandatory subject.

The twelfth-grade students had additional two years of English
learning compared to the tenth-grade students. Indeed, the tenth-grade
learners are at a stage between advanced junior and beginning senior high
school level, and the twelfth-grade learners will next move on to university.
Their differences in English experience may affect the ease or difficulty with
which they learn a word. However, the participants have similar English
instruction, and, as such, it is interesting to examine their comprehension
and production of English and, specifically, the acquisition of word knowledge

aspects.
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2. Selecting the prompt words

Prompt words were selected that are common in daily life and the
area of academic study. All words also reached the requirement of Thailand’s
Basic Education Curriculum B.E. 2544 (A.D. 2001). The prompt words were
selected from two-word lists, the Academic Word List (AWL) (Coxhead, 2000)
and the New General Service List (NCSL) (Browne, Culligan, & Phillips, 2013),
and were piloted by 50 senior high school students, excluded in the main
study, to verify their appropriateness in a Thai EFL high school context (Morgan
and Bonham, 1944; Meara, 1983). Prompt words should be neither the easiest
nor the most difficult grammatical class of words and should be sufficiently
familiar and suited to measuring the capacity of word knowledge, both
receptively and productively. The familiarity of the prompt words for a high
school level was assessed using the Preliminary for Schools Vocabulary List,
initially developed by Cambridge English. The collocational words were based
on the websites, including the Longman Dictionary of Contemporary English
and Online Oxford Dictionary. Five experts determined that the content of

the tests should be sufficiently familiar to the participants.

3. Materials

Six tests were used to assess participants’ word knowledge, both
receptively and productively, including word parts (form), form-meaning
(meaning), and collocations (use) knowledge. The receptive tests assessed
the ability to recognize a word, whereas, the productive tests tested the
ability to recall and produce a word in the context. Content validity was
assessed by five experts with more than ten years of experience in the area
of English education, including one native speaker, one university teacher,
and three high school teachers. The validity and reliability of tests were then
established with scoring 0.746 on Cronbach’s Alpha, indicating acceptability.
3.1 The Word Segmentation Test (WST)

The Word Segmentation Test (WST), based on Hayashi and Murphy
(2011), was used as the receptive word form task and was developed to

measure word part knowledge in receptive dimension. The test included 40
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items, with one verb, twenty-three nouns, six adverbs, and ten adjectives.
In this test, participants were required to break down word components into
smaller morphemes, the smallest meaningful part of a language based on
Bauer and Nation’s (1993) word family criteria. For the scoring, one morpheme
was awarded one point. Zero points were awarded for no answer or an
incorrect answer, such as an incorrect root word. The scoring criteria of the

WST are shown in Table 1.

3.2 The Affix Elicitation Test (AET)

The Affix Elicitation Test (AET), also based on Hayashi and Murphy
(2011), was used as the productive word form task to assess productive
knowledge of word parts. The test included 20 items. Participants were
required to supply a correct form of a word for each blank in the sentence
and to provide a part of speech for the derived word. No points were awarded
for a blank answer or an incorrect answer. One point was awarded for each
correct response, including a correct form in context and one for providing
a correct type of a derived word. The scoring criteria for this task are shown
in Table 2.

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3.4 The L1 Translation Test (L1TT)

The L1 Translation Test (L1TT) was developed based on Laufer and
Goldstein (2004) and was used as the productive word meaning task. This
test was primarily designed to measure productive knowledge of form-
meaning aspect and comprised 20 lines with one line for each prompt word.
The instructions asked the participants to recall the meaning for each prompt
word. For example, Thai words were provided and the participants were
asked to supply the definition of the word in English by following a given
letter. One point was awarded for a correct word definition and/or a similar
meaning, and no points were given for no answer or an incorrect answer. An

example of this test is shown in Table 4.

3.5 The Collocation Recognition Test (CRT)

The Collocation Recognition Test (CRT) was used as the receptive
measure of word use (Schmitt, Schmitt, and Clapham, 2001). This test was
designed to assess receptive knowledge of word collocations. The test
included 40 collocational items and participants were required to match the
correct word collocation to the suitable context by selecting among the
given words. No points were given for incorrect or blank answers, and one
correct match was awarded one point. An example of this test is shown in

Table 5.

3.6 The Productive Collocation Recall Test (PCRT)

The Productive Collocation Recall Test (PCRT) was used as the
productive measure of word use and was developed based on Laufer and
Nation (1995, 1999). The test was formatted as a gap-filling task and included
20 collocational items. The test specifically measured productive knowledge
of word collocations. Only one correct answer is allowed. In this test, to
prevent guessing, the initial letters of the target collocations were provided
to avoid non-target words that may fit in the allocated sentence. The correct
answer was awarded one point, and no points were given for incorrect or

blank answers. Example questions from the PCRT are shown in Table 6.

4. Data procedure

Six tasks were used to assess participants’ word knowledge, both
receptively and productively. The productive measure was administered
before the receptive measure for each aspect to ensure that participants
will not transfer knowledge from a receptive test to a productive test. Indeed,
the test of word meaning must be administered before the measure of word
form because the ability to supply the word form as productive knowledge
can be transferred to the ability to supply the word meaning as receptive

knowledge (Laufer & Goldstein, 2004). As such, the six tests were conducted
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in the following order: 1) the collocation recall test, 2) the collocation
recognition test, 3) the L1 translation test, 4) the L2 translation test, 5) the
affix elicitation task, and 6) the word segmentation task. A summary of the

data collection procedure is shown in Table 7.

5. Data analysis

The test scores were analyzed to detect the nature of word
knowledge construct with the Statistical Package for the Social Sciences
(SPSS) (Larson-Hall, 2016). The probability coefficient (p), which can range
from 0 to =1, was calculated and significance was set at 0.05 to reject the
null hypothesis (Dornyei, 2007). The reliability or consistency of the test
scores was determined using Cronbach’s Alpha (Mackey & Gass, 2005). The
Cronbach’s Alpha coefficient is set at above 0.70 (DeVellis, 2003) or 0.80 for
a well-developed test (Dérnyei, 2007). Descriptive statistics were collated
for participants’ test performance on word knowledge, including means, and
standard deviations (Mackey & Gass, 2005). A pair-samples t-test and repeated-
measures ANOVA were examined to detect any significant differences in word
knowledge tests. Finally, A correlation analysis was conducted on the
relationship between different word tests based on Cohen’s (1988) guidelines:
small, r = 0.10 to 0.29; medium, r = 0.30 to 0.49; large, r = 0.50 to 1.0. Table

8 summarizes these data analyses.

Results

Overall, the results showed that participants performed better on

the receptive tests than productive tests and achieved the highest score

performance on the word form, followed by word meaning, and word use

in two grades. This pattern was similar for both tenth- and twelfth-grade

students; however, the twelfth-grade participants scored slightly higher than

the tenth-grade participants on each test. However, the analysis revealed

that there was only a significant difference between the two different grades

on the L2TT and CRT performance. The descriptive statistics of the

performances on each test are shown in Table 9.

For both grades, the analysis also showed that performance on

word knowledge tests was significantly different. The analysis of a repeated

measure ANOVA on word knowledge aspects for the tenth- and twelfth-grade

students is illustrated in Figure 2.

The repeated measures ANOVA showed that there was a significant
difference between all word tests in both grades. The WST, AET, L2TT, L1TT,
CRT, and PCRT were significantly different for the tenth-grade participants (F
(3.129, 206.481) = 1.287, p <0.001), and for the twelfth-grade participants (F
(3.195, 274.813) = 1.469, p < 0.001). This indicates the varying levels of
difficulty for each of the word knowledge aspects.

A correlation analysis was conducted to examine the relationship
of word knowledge aspects. The correlation analysis for the test performances

of tenth-grade students is shown in Table 10.

Table 10 shows the correlation coefficients for the tenth-grade
participants and reveals that performance on the word knowledge tests was
significantly positively correlated, indicating that the word knowledge aspects
were interrelated. The correlation analysis for the test performances of

twelfth-grade students is shown in Table 11.

Table 11 shows the correlation coefficients for the twelfth-grade
participants. The analysis revealed that performance on most word knowledge
tests was significantly positively correlated, suggesting that word knowledge
aspects were also closely related in this group of learners. Only the
correlations among the WST and PCRT, AET and PCRT, and L1TT and PCRT
were found to be not significant.

In summary, the findings showed that the twelfth-grade participants
performed slightly better than the tenth-grade participants in all tests, but
this difference was not statistically significant. For both grades, the results
showed that word knowledge tests were significantly different and also
revealed that they were related to each other, such that good performance
on one test was associated with good performance on the other tests. All
participants performed best on the word form, followed by word meaning
and, finally, word use. This suggests a similar learning process for both grades
of students. Overall, the results indicated that word knowledge aspects were
interrelated and had varying difficulty levels. This provides further evidence
that these aspects are learned on an incremental continuum and are not

acquired simultaneously.

Discussion
This study explored the difference between tenth-grade and twelfth-
grade students on vocabulary acquisition. Specifically, word parts knowledge

(form), form-meaning knowledge (meaning), and collocations knowledge
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(use) were assessed both receptively and productively. The twelfth-grade
participants achieved higher performance than the tenth-grade participants
in all tests, but only performance on the L2TT and CRT was found to be
significantly different. The results for each grade revealed a significant
difference between the word tests as well as a positive correlation between
performance on the tests. The findings showed that the two grades of
students performed best on the word form test, followed by the word
meaning and word use tests, respectively. Both grades performed significantly
better on the receptive tests than the productive tests for each aspect. These
findings are consistent with previous studies (e.g., Henriksen, 1999; Laufer &
Goldstein. 2004; Nation, 2013; Gonzalez-Fernandez & Schmitt, 2019; Sukying,
2017, 2018).

Regarding Research Question 1, the results revealed that there was
a little different performance between all word knowledge tests in both
grades. The twelfth-grade participants achieved higher performance than the
tenth-grade participants in all tests. This is perhaps because the twelfth-grade
participants have more experience in learning a word, which is congruent
with the view that understanding the roles of word knowledge requires
greater language experience (Hayashi & Murphy, 2011; Schmitt & Zimmerman,
2002). However, the analysis revealed that there was an only significant
difference between L2TT and CRT performance. This is partly because, while
the twelfth-grade participants had more experience with the English language
than the tenth-grade participants by approximately two years, both groups
were considered to be at the same level. As a result, the findings suggest
that the two grades were at a similar level of knowing a word, indicating little
development in vocabulary learning in the senior high school pedagogy with
additional language exposure. A long experience of English vocabulary learning
seems effectively enhancing the development of vocabulary knowledge.
However, it is hard to clarify the improvement of learners in vocabulary

knowledge dealing with one time assessing.
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Both groups of participants also performed better on the receptive
tests than the productive tests. Typically, receptive knowledge is more
accessible than productive knowledge (Lin, 2015b; Sukying, 2017). The
receptive tests, WST, L2TT, and CRT, reflected the ability to recognize a word,
whereas, the productive tests, AET, L1TT, and PCRT, tested the ability to
recall and produce a word in the context. Hayashi and Murphy (2011) argued
that receptive knowledge is achieved first, which then promotes productive
knowledge. The comprehension of a word sets the foundation for the
production of a word, but if the students do not have sufficient receptive
knowledge, this will affect the production of a word. As such, the results are
consistent with earlier findings that the productive task is more complicated
than the receptive task and demands a greater knowledge load (e.g., Hayashi
& Murphy, 2011).

The results suggest similar L2 word acquisition for both grades,
which is consistent with the general theory of vocabulary acquisition described
in previous studies (Meara, 1983; Gonzalez-Fernandez & Schmitt, 2019). All
participants performed best on the word form, followed by word meaning
and word use, respectively. The results also showed a significant difference
in performance on all the word tests. This is consistent with previous literature
(e.g., Gonzalez-Fernandez & Schmitt, 2019; Nation, 2013; Schmitt &
Zimmerman, 2002), showing that word knowledge aspects demand varying
degrees of understanding. Altogether, the findings provide evidence that the
aspects of a word are not acquired simultaneously, and the word form is
easiest to be achieved, followed by word meaning and, finally, word use.
Indeed, the altered contextualization of English learning can specifically
intend the dissimilar results (Hayashi & Murphy, 2011; Nation, 2013; Sukying,
2019).

In a Thai context, the learners appear to learn the grammatical
rules explicitly, and the grammatical rules of a word are easily acquired and
remembered. For example, the word “create” can be recognized with the

different forms “creates, created, creating, creative, creatively, creation, and
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creator, etc.” It has previously been argued that grammatical knowledge can
facilitate the ability to recognize the definition of a word. The knowledge of
meaning appears byzantine because it takes time to remember the words
and demands an ability to translate between L1 to L2 and L2 to L1. As such,
the learners first need some experience and comprehension of word
knowledge. However, this hardly confirms the complicated order between
word form and meaning. Some studies early showed some different results
inconsistently. For example, some researchers considered that form
knowledge, concerning the syntactical knowledge of word family members,
was seemly difficult, learned relatively late, and required explicitly teaching
attention (Barcroft, 2002; Chui, 2006).

Nevertheless, some other researchers argued that meaning
knowledge was more difficult to acquire (Wolter, 2009). For instance,
productive meaning aspect was acquired incidentally from listening after
spelling and word-class, and it was also found that L2 learners may achieve
knowledge of other word aspects without a mastery of word meaning
(Schmitt, 1998; Van Zeeland & Schmitt, 2013). With earlier findings, the
different methods may produce and affect somewhat different results
(Gonzalez-Fernandez & Schmitt, 2019). In the following, word use is the last
to be achieved because this aspect reflects the ability to produce a word.
Indeed, the function of a word requires a higher degree of comprehension
and exposure. This aspect is the nature of language; therefore, L2 and EFL
learners take longer to accurately learn this aspect (Nation, 2013). This learning
is also impeded when the learner has limited exposure to an English context,
making it difficult to achieve word use in a predominately Thai context.
Previous studies in other contexts have also found the learners will achieve
receptive knowledge first (i.e., form and meaning) and will then acquire
comprehensive knowledge of the production of a word (Hayashi & Murphy,
2011; Nation, 2013; Sukying, 2018, 2020).

In response to Research Question 2, the current study found a

positive correlation of many of the word tests, and this was true for both
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school grades. The results of the current study are consistent with previous
studies. For example, Gonzélez-Fernandez and Schmitt (2019) revealed a
positive relationship between word knowledge aspects and suggested that
there was a continuum of receptive and productive knowledge of a word.
This means that learners with multiple aspects of word knowledge can learn
vocabulary more effectively than with a single-mode alone (Lin, 2015).
However, it should be noted that the failure to find a significant correlation
of some of the tests may be due to the relatively small sample size. Regarding
quantitative research, a sample size of participants can affect and mislead
the error results. Nevertheless, the results show that word knowledge aspects
are positively correlated, and learning a word is an incremental process,
which is in line with Murphy and Hayashi’s (2011) continuum of receptive
and productive knowledge.

To summarize, regarding Research Question 1, there was little
difference between the performances of tenth- and twelfth-grade students,
and this is likely because both groups were categorized at the senior high
school level. The results for both grades showed that a receptive test is
more straightforward than a productive test and that receptive knowledge
is first acquired and this knowledge then advances productive knowledge.
Indeed, a productive dimension requires a higher degree of cognitive and
metacognitive knowledge (Hayashi & Murphy, 2011). Both tenth- and twelfth-
grade Thai EFL students showed the same sequence of word acquisition;
they acquired the form of a word first, followed by the meaning of a word
and then the use of a word. This suggests that word knowledge is acquired
at different stages and times. As to Research Question 2, word knowledge
tests were also positively related, reflecting the interrelatedness of the word
knowledge aspects. This confirms the developmental process of vocabulary
learning. The results of the present study are largely consistent with earlier

findings on the process of vocabulary acquisition.
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Conclusion

The results for the two different grades showed that word
knowledge aspects were varying degrees and closely related and revealed
that receptive knowledge of a word is easier to acquire than productive
knowledge. Both grades showed a similar pattern of word acquisition,
beginning with word form, then meaning and, finally, word use. Interestingly,
there was little evidence for development in vocabulary from the tenth-grade
to twelfth-grade learners. Overall, the findings revealed that word knowledge
aspects are interrelated and cannot be acquired simultaneously. Learning a
word first requires comprehension of the word in order to promote its
production. Word acquisition is, therefore, likely to be a developmental
process and requires a large degree of cognitive and metacognitive loads as

well as adequate exposure to the language.

Recommendation

Word knowledge typically includes 18 aspects (Nation, 2013); thus,
future studies should aim to include more aspects to gain a clearer
understanding of vocabulary acquisition and development. Longitudinal
research would also be beneficial to the investigation of English vocabulary
acquisition in Thai learners. Moreover, participants with many different
educational levels should be included to better understand the roles of
word knowledge aspects in specific contexts, such as primary, high school,
and university students. It should also be noted that the tests used here
were designed for the specific purposes of this study, and future studies may
need to adapt these tests according to their own objectives. Overall, these

findings inform pedagogy in English vocabulary teaching and learning.
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Abstract

This study aimed to investigate the efficiency of eight lesson plans,
developed from the concept of Scaffolding for Reading Activity and Brain-
based Learning Activities to promote Mathayomsuksa 5 students’ English
reading ability with the required efficiency of 75/75 (E1/E2). It also sought
to examine the effectiveness index of such lesson plans and promote
students’ reading ability by implementing them. This study’s samples
consisted of 35 Mathayomsuksa 5 students attending the first semester of
the academic year 2019 at Nakhonphanomwittayakhom School, Mueang
district Nakhomphanom province. The participants were selected by cluster
random sampling technique. The instruments used in this study included
eight three-hour lesson plans created from the concept of Scaffolding for
Reading Activity and Brain-based Learning Activities and a 40-item reading
test. The dependent samples t-test was used to analyze the data. The results
showed that the lesson plans developed based on Scaffolding for Reading
Activity and Brain-based Learning Activities had an efficiency of 77.87/75.79.
This efficiency of the lesson plans was higher than the established criterion.
The results also indicated that the effectiveness index of lesson plans created
from the concept of Scaffolding for Reading Activity and Brain-based Learning
Activities made was 0.64. Overall, the participants’ average scores on the
post-test performance were higher than the pre-test scores at the statistical
level of significance of 0.05.

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Introduction

Reading skill is considered as one of the four essential skills in
language learning, especially for second language learners. Anukkung
(2013) suggested that reading is an indicator of language learning success.
Moreover, Anderson (1999) suggested that reading skill is important for
second language learners. It requires practicing activities to develop them
to be proficient readers. The recent studies on reading development
have widely promoted the importance of reading. These studies revealed
that successful learners tended to apply strategies in their reading more
than the learners who did not use any reading strategies. However,
reading teaching in Thai EFL context has not been successful according
to the learning objectives stated in the Basic Education Core Curriculum
(A.D. 2008). The results from the national testing revealed that most
students failed to apply reading strategies in the reading section, so they
gained lower scores than the established standard in the curriculum.
The problems in reading from the previous studies were related to the
results in the context where the current study was conducted. The
researcher observed that students could not understand the reading
text and found English reading boring. According to the test analysis and
interviews with some students to identify the backeround and rationale
for this study, it was found that the major problems in their reading were
that they could not understand reading passages, answer questions, and
apply reading strategies in their daily-life reading and reading test.

When investigating further the issues that might cause reading
problems, it was found that most students could not read and
understand the reading questions. Moreover, they did not know the
meaning of vocabulary which was the key to comprehend the reading
text. Based on the experience of the researcher in the field of language

teaching, the researcher found that reading comprehension was the
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problem for EFL students at all levels, including Mathhayomsuksa
5 students who were the participants in this study. Their background
knowledge in reading skill was quite low. They were graded in the
group of low proficiency readers from the results of the national test.
Furthermore, many English teachers in the setting where the study was
conducted did not introduce reading strategies or motivate students with
interesting activities in reading lessons. The lessons were mainly focused
on introducing vocabulary and grammar. The students were required to
translate English reading text into Thai. So, these lessons did not help
students develop their reading skill which result in the students finding
the reading lesson less interesting. When they had to read a long text,
they could not understand the main points in which the writer wanted
to convey to the readers. The factors which caused this problem was the
lack of vocabulary and sentence structure knowledge, reading strategies,
motivation in reading, and reading practice.

In the current study, the researcher used the scaffolding principle
which was the systematic process in assisting and facilitating students’
learning process. The scaffolding process consisted of teacher, peers,
and learning materials to support learners in the task that they could
not achieve it individually. The assistance process was completed when
the students could perform the task by themselves. The principle of
scaffolding activity was proposed based on the constructivism theory of
Vygotsky (1978). It is believed that learning and interaction are intertwined.
The peers who are master in particular topics assist and guide the peers
who need learning assistance. Wood, Bruner, and Ross (1976) suggested
six ways to apply the scaffolding activities in the classroom context. In
a new paragraph, summaries of advantages were found with study of
Wood, Bruner & Ross (1976). The scaffolding activities help students

be more confident in learning and task performing. The interaction in
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the scaffolding process reduces learning anxiety and supports learning
and students’ creativity. The students and teacher can discuss and
share opinions during the lessons. Finally, students comprehend the
lesson and construct their knowledge and understanding. This is the
opportunity to develop themselves to the next level of development
with the assistance of teachers and peers.

Furthermore, the researcher studied the related documents and
previous studies about activities that could motivate learners and make
the reading lesson more interesting. The researcher found that brain-
based learning activity (BBL) is an interesting activity that can encourage
students’ thinking process. The students are required to answer the
questions from a reading text; moreover, many more interesting activities
promote their motivation in reading development. Ken and Ken (1990)
introduced the 12 suggestions for BBL implementation. Jensen (2008)
proposed the steps for organizing BBL activities in seven steps. In
organizing BBL activities, the teacher needs to understand the cognitive
process in the aspect of reading comprehension to design activities and
learning materials appropriately for learners’ differences.

According to the background and problem stated above, the
researcher was interested in investigating the effectiveness of integrated
reading strategies between scaffolding activities and brain-based
learning (BBL) activities to enhance Matthayomsuksa 5 students’ reading
comprehension. The study was expected to contribute pedagogical
implications to reading teaching in the field of teaching English in the

EFL context.

Objectives
The objectives of the study were as follows:

1.1 To find the efficiency of the lesson plans from the concepts
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of scaffolding for reading activity and brain-based learning activities in
developing Matthayomsuksa 5 students’ reading ability with the required
efficiency of 75/75

1.2 To investigate the effectiveness of the lesson plans from
the concepts of scaffolding for reading activity and brain-based learning
activities in developing Matthayomsuksa 5 students’ reading ability

1.3 To find whether the students’ reading ability after the
implementation of the lesson plans from the concepts of scaffolding

for reading activity and brain-based learning activities was better or not

Research Questions

1. What is the efficiency of the lesson plans from the concepts
of scaffolding for reading activity and brain-based learning activities in
promoting Matthayomsuksa 5 students’ reading ability?

2. What is the effectiveness index of the lesson plans from the
concept of scaffolding for reading activity and brain-based learning
activities in developing Matthayomsuksa 5 students’ reading?

3. Was the students’ reading ability after the implementation of
the lesson plans from the concepts of scaffolding for reading activity

and brain-based learning activities improved?

Literature Review

Scaffolding

In order for us to understand how to scaffold reading in a
classroom context, we first need to determine a definition for the
term ‘scaffolded reading.” It is believed that Donald Wood and his
colleagues (Wood, Bruner & Ross, 1976) were the first to use the term
in an educational context in order to characterize a mother’s verbal

interaction when reading with her child. Their study determined some
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of the steps that a mother, father, or other significant adult, may
commonly take when initially beginning to read with a child. Firstly,
they may skim through the picture book, familiarizing the child with the
pictures and the structure of a book. Then they may focus on a single
page, asking the child what the picture is, and pointing out the word
in the text that describes this object. The adult does not tell the child
what the word is, but acknowledges that it describes the object on the
page and lets the child provide the answer. This is then often followed
up by positive feedback that lets the child know that their answer was
correct (Graves & Braaten, 1996). The important part of this described
learning experience is that the adult did not promptly expect the child
to know what the word was, without any initial understanding of words
and their connections to the pictures. Nor did the adult just give the
student the word. The adult in the described process actually built up
an “instructional structure” (Graves & Braaten, 1996), or scaffold, in order
to assist the child to create meaning from the text for themselves. This
process is the very definition of what ‘scaffolded reading’ is. A child’s
initial experiences with learning to read are important for us, as teachers,
to understand in order to be able to provide the next steps and continue
to scaffold reading experiences in a more purposeful way. Axford, Harders
and Wise (2009) describe a sequence of steps that teachers can use to
implement ‘scaffolding reading” in a one-to-one teaching situation.

Brain-Based Learning

Brain-based education aims to improve and accelerate the
learning process by using the science behind learning to select a
curriculum and form of delivery for each group of students. When
adopting this method, educators must forget established conventions.
They must also leave behind assumptions about learning and previous

practices. Instead, they must look to the most recent cognitive science
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discoveries as inspiration for their future lesson delivery. It was once
thought that intelligence is fixed and remains virtually the same through
someone’s entire life. More recent discoveries reveal that physical
changes take place in the brain during learning. When someone practices
certain skills, they find it easier over time to carry on improving those
abilities. Learning has been demonstrated to improve resiliency, working
intelligence, and brain function. This discovery holds considerable
potential for schools and educators everywhere. The implications of
brain-based learning are far-reaching. By putting this knowledge into
practice, schools can create academic programs that are best suited
to each year group. Individual teachers can also structure the most
appropriate educational experiences for their own students.

With such a wide range of scientific findings, it is clear that brain-
based learning can take several forms. Schools and individual teachers
can choose the best approach to facilitate learning for their students.
For example, student stress could be reduced by playing calming music
or arranging regular physical activities. Beanbag chairs or couches could
replace traditional seating in studying and reading areas. A schoolwide
promotion could encourage students to eat a healthier diet or to engage
in more exercise, two factors that improve brain health. The benefits of
brain-based learning are already recognized by those who are responsible
for training new educators. More universities and colleges are now
offering degrees in this new and exciting field. As a result, those who
are now entering the profession have an in-depth knowledge of how

to help their students learn more effectively.

Research Methodology
1. Research Instruments
There were two research instruments for data collection

in the study. The instruments included (1) eight lesson plans designed
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under the concepts of scaffolding for reading activity and brain-based
learning activities and (2) reading test implemented as pre-test and

post-test.

2. Research instrument for the implementation
The implementation of the study consisted of eight
lesson plans based on the concepts of scaffolding for reading activity
and brain-based learning activities. Each lesson plan lasted three hours.
There were 24 hours for the intervention. The effectiveness of the lesson
plans was verified by three experts and implemented as the pilot study
with students in another school.
3. Research instrument for data collection
The reading for comprehension test was used to measure
the reading ability of participants before and after the intervention as a
pre-test and a post-test. The test consisted of 40 items with four multiple
choices. The objectivity and validity of the test items were evaluated by
three experts. The pilot study was conducted with students in another

school to ascertain the effectiveness of the test.

4. Participants
The current study was a quasi-experimental design.
There were 35 of Matthayomsuksa 5 students from three classes of
Nakhonphanomwittayakhom School, Mueng District, Nakhonphanom
Province. They were equally selected by cluster random sampling as
participants of the study. They enrolled in English for Reading and Writing

course (E30203) in the first semester of the academic year 2019.
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Procedure

The study was conducted in the first semester of the
academic year 2019 lasting five months. The data collection procedures
were as follows.

1. Before the first lesson began, the reading test was
applied as a pre-test to assess the students’ reading ability before the
implementation.

2. Eight lesson plans based on the concept of
scaffolding for reading activity and brain-based learning activities were
implemented.

3. The reading test was applied as a post-test to investigate

the students’ reading ability after the implementation.

Theoretical Framework

According to the literature review, the scaffolding for reading
activities is effective for reading teaching to enhance students’ learning
comprehension both in intensive and extensive reading. There are
steps for lesson plan design and individual needs analysis which are
essential for lesson plans design. Moreover, the teacher needs to bring
various reading texts and learning materials based on students’ language
proficiency. There are a variety of assessments in a positive learning
environment to reduce students’ anxiety. To implement the concept
of scaffolding for reading activity into practice, the researcher presented

the teaching procedures as follows:

1. The investigation of the lesson plans’ efficiency which was
created from the concept of scaffolding for reading activity and brain-
based learning activities to promote Mathayomsuksa 5 students’ English
reading ability with the required efficiency of 75/75 was analyzed by E1/
E2.

2. The investigation of the lesson plans’ effectiveness index
based on the concept of scaffolding for reading activity and brain-based
learning activities to promote Mathayomsuksa 5 students’ English reading
ability was analyzed by descriptive statistics and the effectiveness index
statistics E.I.

3. To investigate the difference in reading ability (if there were
any), the scores from reading pre-test and post-test were analyzed by

dependent t-test statistics.

Finding

Research question 1: What is the efficiency of the lesson plans
from the concepts of scaffolding for reading activity and brain-based
learning activities in promoting Matthayomsuksa 5 students’ reading
ability?

From table 1, it was found that the efficiency of eight lesson plans
which were created from the concept of Scaffolding for Reading Activity

and Brain-based Learning Activities in order to promote Mathayomsuksa

The efficiency of the lesson plans (Ey/ E;) 77.87/75.79
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5 students’ English reading ability with the required efficiency of 75/75
(E1/E2) was 77.87/75.79. It was higher than the required efficiency.

Research question 2: What is the effectiveness index of the
lesson plans from the concept of scaffolding for reading activity and
brain-based learning activities in developing Matthayomsuksa 5 students’
reading?

From table 2, the effectiveness index of the lesson plans from
the concept of scaffolding for reading activity and brain-based learning
activities in developing Matthayomsuksa 5 students’ reading was 0.64. It
was found that all students achieved higher scores when they learned
at 64 percent.

Research question 3: If the students’ reading ability after the
implementation of the lesson plans from the concepts of scaffolding

for reading activity and brain-based learning activities was improved?

From table 3, it was found that the average percentage of the
post-test score was higher than pre-test score statistically significant at

the 0.05 level.
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Discussion

According to the results of the study, the efficiency of the lesson
plans from the concepts of scaffolding for reading activity and brain-based
learning activities to promote Matthayomsuksa 5 students’ reading ability
was 77.87/75.79 which was higher than with the established efficiency at
75/75. The effective outcome might be because of the planning steps in
designing the lesson plans from the principles of scaffolding for reading
activity and brain-based learning activities to promote reading ability.
The planning steps were as follows: 1) introduce reading text, 2) review
background knowledge and experience, 3) individual reading, 4) group
reading, 5) ask and answer questions/discussion/exchange opinion, and 6)
applied activity. In the class, students discussed and guessed the answers
from their background knowledge and experience, video, picture, reading
topics, and other learning media that the researcher introduced in the
lessons. After that, they shared their answers and discussed to conclude
as the group answers. From the class observation, the researcher found
that the students who had background knowledge and experience
related to the reading topic tended to understand the reading passage
easier and answer the questions quicker than the students who did
not have background knowledge. However, in the group discussion, the
students who did not have background knowledge or experience about
the reading topic were assisted by the students who had background
knowledge and experience. Finally, the whole class could understand
the reading text and answered the questions correctly.

Moreover, with the integration of brain-based learning activities
(drawing, quiz, mind mapping, game, group discussion, information
interview, model making, and drawing) in step 6 of the lesson, students
reduced learning anxiety and they were more engaged with the learning

activities.
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The researcher interviewed some students after the
implementation to explore the most popular brain-based activities
in the lesson plans. The three most popular activities were ranged
from “model making” in lesson 7, “mind mapping” in lesson 3, and
“drawing” in lesson 1 respectively. The “model making” activity was
about creating animal models which they found in reading text. The
“mind mapping” required students to summarize the main points in
the reading passage. The students were interested in this activity as the
reading topic was about the ways to keep fit which was an interesting
topic among teenagers. In this activity, the researcher found that students
discussed and analyzed the main points in the reading text to summarize
as the group task. They could guess the meaning of vocabulary from the
reading context. The researcher observed that they could perform in their
roles to contribute to the success of the group task. The third popular
activity among students was “drawing” in lesson 1. The students were
asked to design the group product from the information in reading text.
Students worked together to design their products. They exchanged their
opinion, discussed, and asked each other for information. However, the
least popular activity among eight BBL activities was “quiz”. From the
observation, the researcher found that some students who had better
background knowledge could respond to the question quicker as they
were better in reading than the others. This caused many students to
feel stressed and ignore the activity.

The efficiency of the lesson plans designed based on the
concepts of scaffolding for reading activity and brain-based learning
activity was higher than the established criterion. This point supported
the findings of Sujaree (2011) who conducted a study on the use of
scaffolding to enhance reading comprehension of university students.

The results revealed that the students who were implemented with the
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scaffolding activities significantly outperformed the control group at 0.1
statistical significance. Moreover, the results from the current study also
supported the study of Buntununkul (2015) on developing students’
reading comprehension by scaffolding activities. The findings indicated
that scaffolding activities helped students comprehend reading text
and summarize the main points as their understanding. Furthermore,
Somsong (2013) investigated the effects of the implementation of
a scaffolding learning model to develop reading comprehension of
university students. The results showed that the learning model was
effective with the efficiency index (E1/E2) 81.15/79.25. The mean of
reading comprehension scores from the post-test was higher than the
mean of pre-test at 0.5 statistical significance.

Duangkaewklang (2013) conducted a study on the assessment of
primary students’ cognitive processes in brain-based learning activities.
The results revealed that the efficiency (E1/E2) of lesson plans of BBL
activities was 80.17/81.18 which was higher than the established criterion
80/80. Boonsong (2016) also studied the effects of BBL activities on
secondary students’ creative thinking. The results indicated that the
mean of students’ achievement scores after the implementation of BBL
activities was higher than the mean of pre-test scores at 0.1 statistical
significance.

According to the results of the effectiveness index of the lesson
plans in this study was 0.64. This indicated that students progressed in
their reading after the implementation at 64 percent. This showed that
the lesson plans based on the concept of scaffolding for reading activity
and BBL activities helped students develop their reading comprehension
of more than 60 percent. This point supported the finding in the study of
Subannard (2012) who investigated analytical reading ability and reading

motivation of high school students. BBL activities were implemented
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as core activities in the lessons. The findings revealed that students
gained 61.68 percent of achievement after the implementation. The
findings of the effectiveness index of the lesson plans in this study also
supported the study of Suwanmajo (2013) conducting the comparative
study on BBL activities and corporative learning activities to enhance
cultural knowledge and emotional quotient of high school students.
The findings showed that the effectiveness index of the lesson plans
with BBL activities was higher than the lesson plans with cooperative
learning activities. The results from the study of Boonya (2017) on using
BBL activities in the classroom also reveal the effectiveness index of the
BBL-based lessons with 80.48 percent of learning progress.

After the implementation of the lessons of scaffolding activities
for reading activity and BBL activities, the pre-test scores on reading
comprehension were compared with the post-test scores to investigate
the development in the reading ability of students. The scores from pre-
test and post-test were compared with independent t-test sample. The
results showed that the mean of students’ post-test scores was higher
than pre-test scores at 0.5 statistical significance. The results from the
study supported the results in the previous study of Chookaew (1992)
who investigated the effectiveness of BBL-based lesson plans. The results
presented that the experimental group with BBL-based lesson plans had
positive attitudes toward the lessons and could perform better than
the control group in reading tasks at 0.5 statistical significance.

This also confirmed with the previous findings of Kuntup (2012)
which explored the effectiveness of the lesson with BBL activities to
increase students’ reading ability. The results presented that 75 percent
of students could perform higher than the required criterion. Moreover,
students felt more confident in reading after the lessons. This indicated
that the lessons with BBL activities were effective for reading ability

development.
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Implications

1. Classroom management is vital for the lesson implementation.
The teacher should encourage students to work together and bring the
class friendly learning environment. Moreover, the teacher needs to
ensure that all students engage in activities.

2. Before BBL activities implementation, the teacher should
provide students with lead-in activity to motivate and prepare students
to get ready for the lesson.

3. There should be a variety of activities and learning material
to support individual differences.

4. During the lesson, the teacher needs to observe students
and provide appropriate assistance in case they encounter difficulties

in reading activities.

Recommendations

1. Comparative study on the effects of scaffolding activities for
reading activity blended with other teaching approaches should be
conducted.

2. The lesson plans of scaffolding activities for reading activity and
BBL activities should be implemented with other groups of participants

to investigate the effectiveness of the lessons.

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Due to the political and economic factors, the cross-border migration
of Myanmar migrant workers to Thailand has been the ongoing social
phenomenon for more than three decades. Although Myanmar’s economy
had shown a significant growth rate during these past ten years, the push
factor for Myanmar workers to flee across the border to various regions in
Thailand, such as Northeastern (Isan), remains its economic condition. This
research was to explore the working conditions of Myanmar migrant workers
in Khon Kaen. It also aimed to study the influential factors and motivations of
the Myanmar migrant workers in Northeast Thailand. The study’s methodology
was a descriptive statistical analysis and quantitative research, whereas the
data were collected through questionnaires from 362 Myanmar migrant
workers who lived in Isan.

The result from an inference statistic and logistic regression analysis
reveals that (1) most of Myanmar migrant workers in the sampling group have
family members or relatives who had worked in Thailand. They mostly work
in an industrial factory under legal working registration. They earn more than
8,000 Baht while having less than 2,000 Baht expenses per month, leaving a
considerable amount to save and send foreign remittent back to their home
country. Most of the workers have up to 1 to 3 years of working experience.
At the end of the employment contract, Myanmar workers were planning
to return to their homeland and continue working in Thailand in the same
proportion. And (2), the ages of 20 — 30 years old were influenced factor
for return to Myanmar with statistical significance at 0.05, while males aged
between 20 — 30 years old, education of primary school and lower were
influenced factors for still working in Thailand with statistical significance at
0.05.

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Abstract

The model of encouragement of participation on the civil state was
an indicator that public organizations have seriously reformed their staffs’
operations following central policies. This research aimed to confirm the
model of encouragement of participatory based on civil state under Thailand
4.0 policy whether the empirical data was consistent with the theory or not.
The sample consisted of 398 participants who live in a local organization in
Pathum Thani Province.

Data analysis results using exploratory analysis and confirmatory
analysis to find the model’s consistency indicated that the model had a
consistency index specified in the following criteriaxA\2/df = 1.40, p=0.06,
CFI=0.99, GFI=0.98, RMSEA=0.03. There were two latent variables from
seventeen observable variables, i.e., operational transparency and security.
Simultaneously, no bribes/kickbacks from the business sector (t=13.32) and
no terrorist incidents occurred in the area (t=13.33) clearly showed the highest
correlations on the latent variable, respectively, at a significant level at 0.01.
Under the direction of the local organization’s work reform, the development
guidelines have been analyzed on the findings.

Abstract

This article discusses the relationship between climate change and
internal migration. It also discusses the vulnerability of the Khmer ethnic
group in Viet Nam. In particular, the article focuses on the Khmer residing
in a small village of the Mekong Delta, an area deemed to be one of the
world’s climate hotspots. Through a study of the villagers’ everyday lives
experiences, the article examines how climate change, as one of the key
drivers causing regional migration, directly and indirectly, affects villagers’
out-migration decision-making. The study demonstrates that migration is
used as an adaptation strategy to cope with the stresses caused by climate
change. Additionally, climate change impacts pose greater challenges to the
Khmer, whose ethnic minority status makes them more vulnerable than Viet
Nam’s ethnic majority. To cope with climate change impacts, the Khmer have
utilized migration as a form of risk management in their decision-making.
This article identifies the underlying mechanisms that increase the Khmer’s
vulnerability and make it difficult to remain in risk areas. These mechanisms
include stigmatization and exclusion, illiteracy, and indebtedness. There are,
moreover, reproduction mechanisms to keep the Khmer in a vicious cycle
of vulnerability, such as elevated early education dropout rates, harmful
migration policies, and loan injections. These mechanisms affect the Khmer’s
migration patterns to cope with climate change and impact the Khmer’s
ability to successfully adapt to the sending place.
