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Abstract

This research aims to 1) study and analyze how China’s
Maritime Silk Road Strategy will create an advantage or
disadvantage for Thailand. 2) To study and analyze the roles
and duties between the Office of Chinese Language Council
International (Hanban) and the Maritime Silk Road Confucius
Institute in the dimension of cultural dissemination. The
research describes and analyses through the Documentary
Study framework of Diffusionism Theory and the Soft Power
Theory.

The results of the research were as follows: 1) Accord
ing to the goal of the "One Belt One Road" policy, Thailand has
an economic advantage, that is Thailand can develop the
country into a center of trade and the distribution of products
in Southeast Asia is easier than other countries in ASEAN. It also
gives Thailand an advantage in terms of Transportation, Natural
resources, Education, and Culture. But due to many Projects in
Thailand that China has invested in do not always create
benefits for Thailand, this analysis of China's strategy found that
China's Maritime Silk Road Strategy also makes Thailand at a
significant disadvantage in terms of natural resources. This is
due to the investment in infrastructure construction in Thailand,
Real estate, Mining, and other projects that cause more
pollution and loss of natural resources. And in the long run,
Thailand may lose the negotiation weight in many aspects that

China has invested in and acts as a big capitalist as well. At the
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same time, if viewed in the dimension of cultural dissemination,
it was found that the Marine Silk Road Confucius Institute, one
of the educational institutions which were introduced for
disseminate Chinese culture, values. This China’s policies may
be a disadvantage of Thailand that may not be realized that
using cultural dissemination strategies for foreigners can be
gradually creating understanding and slowly spreading the
Chinese to international. And in the long term, this form of
cultural dissemination may induce the inculcation of Chinese
empowering values that lead to the acceptance of Chinese
internationally or even in Thailand.

2) Based on the analysis of The Office of Chinese
Language Council International (Hanban) and The Maritime Silk
Road Confucius Institute that the two institutions were related
to each other and they were both institutions that encourage
the teaching of Chinese language and culture. The Hanban
office has support and assistance staff for The Maritime Silk
Road Confucius institute to dispatch Chinese teachers and
Chinese volunteer teachers to teach Chinese language and
culture at The Maritime Silk Road Confucius institute,
universities, and schools According to important events and
festivals of China in Thailand.

Through cultural dissemination through Confucius
Institutes, to schools, or to various units both the public and
private sectors in Thailand are as helpful in encouraging and

developing strategies. It is the cultural diffusion that is
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transmitted through social activities, Ideas, and cultures to be
able to more easily achieve the goals of the One Belt One Road
policy. China aims to pledge the benefits derived from this
policy development back to develop China to lead China to
achieve the "China Dream" goal following President Xi Jinping's

wishes to resolve the problems within China.

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ABSTRACT

This research aimed to study the Influence of social
media on the decision making for gastronomic tourism in
Thailand.

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Abstract

The research aimed to 1) study teamwork of commissioned
officers of the Office of Inspector General, Royal Thai Police,
2) study leadership affecting teamwork of the commissioned
officers, and 3) offer guidelines for leadership development. The
population was 218 commissioned officers in Inspector Divisions
1-10 and the General Staff Division. The key informants are 29
commissioned  officers in  ranks ranged from division
commanders to inspectors. Statistics for data analysis are
frequency, percentage, median and Pearson’s Correlation
coefficient. Also content analysis was performed. The findings
are as follows: 1) As for teamwork, the realization of the
importance of their own roles and of their colleagues’ and the
adaptation of performance evaluation are rated at the highest.
2) As for leadership, physical strength is rated at the highest. 3)
Guidelines for leadership development for the teamwork are as
follows: (1) A good leader should have vision. He should see
possibilities and opportunities, established goals, and formulate
comprehensive plans. (2) A good leader should properly
delegate responsibilities among his subordinates and team
members. Moreover, he should put the right man on the right
job. However he must bear responsibility for any risk. (3) A good
leader should build teamwork. To strive for the success, he
should place the importance on tasks, relationship, and
teamwork. Moreover he should possess communication skills,

be fair to all the subordinates, and encourage all the team
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members to work as a team. (4) A good leader should have an
understanding for unproductive subordinates. At the same time,
he should give them opportunities to improve their working
skills. Furthermore, he should be a good role model for his

subordinates.

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Abstract

The objectives of this study were to (1) compare grade 7
Thai students' Chinese characters writing skills before and after
the use of Radical-Based Approach and (2) investigate grade 7
Thai students’ satisfaction in using Radical-Based Approach to
enhance Chinese characters writing skills. Mixed methods were
employed and 1 section of 13 grade 7 Thai students was
involved in the study using a purposive sampling method. Each
of three lesson plans of 100 minutes was administered for two
sessions with the time limit of 50 minutes per session. The
participants attended 6 sessions; one session per week to learn
how to use Radical-Based Approach for Chinese characters
writing.

The researcher collected the quantitative data through
pre-test and post-test and the qualitative data through
classroom observation (CO) and semi-structured interview.
Mean, standard deviation and Wilcoxon Signed Rank Test were
applied for quantitative data analysis. The mean scores of pre-
test and post-test were 7.31 and 14.15 respectively, resulting in
the mean difference of 6.84. The significant value was .01 which
indicated that the result was statistically significant. The
qualitative data were analyzed using content analysis. The
result showed that the application of Radical-Based Approach
helped enhance grade 7 Thai students in writing Chinese

characters skills as well as their satisfaction in learning.
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1. Introduction

Chinese is the most widely spoken language in the world
with approximately 1,197,000,000 Chinese-speaking people or
according to the survey, 14 % of the world's population is
speaking Chinese. Learning Chinese offers a number of benefits
to personal and professional growth not least gaining the better
understanding of one of the richest cultures in the world. In
Chinese, the writing system does not normally contain graphite
phoneme correspondences. On the contrary, there is a character
for the Chinese basic reading unit (Li & McBride, 2014). Allen also
mentions that handwriting is the most difficult skill among
listening, speaking, reading, and handwriting abilities needed to
learn Chinese language. This study aims to investigate how the
Radical-Based Approach helps enhance student’s Chinese
characters writing skills. We are able to represent all of the
Chinese characters with a rational set of limited number of
radicals. Chinese character learning is inseparable from radicals.
Once the students learn the radicals, they have a solid
foundation on which to break down any character they come
across. As a result, it is very important for students to apply the
radical. And the researcher hopes that this research will make
learning Chinese characters easier for students. Students will
appreciate the charm of Chinese characters then enjoy the
Chinese character learning process, and subsequent have

satisfactory learning outcomes.

because of the expanding recurrence of “global trades with
China in financial aspects, exchange, science, innovation, culture,
instruction, craftsman-ship and the travel industry have become
crucial these days. China is a country which develops
considerably as a politically important country and provides an
indication of easing back down. Recent studies have shown that
Chinese has become a prominent choice for a foreign language

among undergraduates.
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Chinese as a foreign language (CFL) has recently been
emerging as a prevalent research topic and is of increasing
interest in the educational market because of China’s increasing
economic influence and military capabilities (National Taiwan
University, 2010). There has likewise been a worldwide change in
frames of mind toward learning Mandarin Chinese (hereafter
referred to as Mandarin) (Lan ,Kan, Hsiao, Yang & Chang, 2013;
Rhodes & Pufahl, 2009; Time Asia, 2006) Learning Chinese as a
foreign Language (CFL) has become a worldwide trend with the
growing amount of Chinese speakers and consumers around the
globe. According to Zhao and Huang (2010), More than 100
million individuals around the world were anticipated to learn
Chinese as a foreign language in 2011. Although Chinese is an
ancient language,teaching Chinese as a foreign language is a fresh
area to explore.

TCL (Teaching Chinese as foreign language) gradually
become worldwide because of two directions. The first was that
the field of encouraging Chinese was developing in China as well
as spreading to various countries, and numerous colleges in
different nations started offering courses in Chinese language
literature, and culture. The second direction was the extended
age scope of student. Chinese language is presently educated in
colleges as well as in high school, middle schools, and even
basic school. Due to the gigantic interest for prepared instructors
everywhere throughout the world, the guidance of Chinese

language educators was never again restricted just to China,
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Many specialists in Chinese language guidance were sent far and
wide to prepare instructors in other countries, while sent to
another country to educate Chinese (Cai, Chen, & Wang, 2010).

2.2 Teaching and Learning Chinese in Thailand

2.2.1 The issue of Thai students learning Chinese
Chinese is considered by non-native learners Chinese is most
difficult language in the world (Liskin-Gasparro, 1982) A major
challenge for the learner is the nature of Chinese character
graphic specification.As described above,strokes are made up of
letters.There are a total of 28 distinct types of strokes and the
number of strokes can vary from 1 to 30 in a particular
character(Huang & Liao, 1981). Another problem is that, as a kind
of logical character, character can not be pronounced as a
whole, and depend on the Pinyin. Simple words, each character
has its own pinyin and Chinese characters alone can not provide
clues to the pronunciation Nevertheless,t is reported that
about 90% of modern Chinese characters are complex, consisting
of phonetics and semantics (Li, 1977).

Learning how to write Chinese characters is a very difficult
task for learners of Chinese. Different from alphabetic writing
mode, letters and sounds are related to this. Learning to speak
can slowly spell out the words.But The writing of Chinese
characters is based on more than 200 radicals and make up
complex characters. Some radicals are individual Chinese

characters. Some radicals can be simplified into several strokes.
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Furthermore, a particular character's pronunciation is not
automatically related to its context, making it more difficult for a
complicated Chinese character to look like it without a
pronunciation prompt. Not only this, but also a major obstacle to
Chinese characters' memory.

Writing Chinese characters is time-consuming and boring.
Most learmer of Chinese refuse to write Chinese characters (Chen
& Li, 2016). According to Packard (1998) dissimilar to the English
system (but like Thai Burmese, Tibetan, Japanese and other
composing systems) The form of Chinese characters is integral,
and there is no space between them (‘JX?).

2.3 Teaching and Learning Chinese characters

2.3.1 The basic knowledge of Chinese characters

A Chinese writing system in Chinese as a Foreign
Language (CFL) involves learning the three constituents of
Chinese characters: orthography (the shape or form of a
character), phonology (the pronunciation) and semantics (the
meaning). Writing a Chinese character by hand is a form of
construction, using the strokes to form radicals and eventually a
character, which requires harmony, symmetry and equilibrium
(Chang & Yu, 2005).

Chinese characters are morphemes. Visually, they are divi
ded by spatial boundaries from individual units. There are three

linguistic components in each character: tone, form, and
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meaning. Mastering these three components is
understanding a language (Shen, 2004).

Chinese is a deep orthographic logographic script. It can s
hape Chinese character When strokes are consolidated in a few
ways (De Francis, 1984). In other words strokes usually do not
contain either semantic or phonetic information. To form

phonetic and semantic radicals, Strokes can be combined.
Phonetic radicals (e.g.ﬂ:) provide indications of the pronunciation

of a particular character, and semantic radicals (e.g. 1)
provide indications of the meaning of specific characters.

2.4 The Use of Radical-Based Approach in Teaching
and Learning Chinese Characters

A lot of researchers have focused on learning Chinese
character. To address this learning tasks, most of scholars think
The use of radical-based learning means to increase character
academic achievement. (Huang, 2006). Through previous, radicals
awareness has been shown to encourage Chinese children’s
literacy skill, and we have tried to use early radical children’s
knowledge to promote writing by improving children’s
comprehension of Chinese radical functions (Slivia & Chang,
2013).

Shi (2003) mentioned that radical methods break down a
large number of Chinese characters into a smaller collection of

radicals. Learning hypotheses and empirical data show that
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radical awareness promotes character learning (Taft & Chung,
1999).

At first, In a sequence of identical organized characters,
radicals were the same components selected. These radicals
selected were then used as characters index.

Different standards for choice of radicals have existed thr
oughout the history of Chinese character Because the radicals are
chosen for the ease of searching for a series of similar structured
characters, some characters, while others are not; they are just
stroke compounds that can not be written. Zhao, Wang, Frost,
Sun, and Fang (2014) also mentions As Some Chinese characters
are also gradually simplified with the evolution of the times.
When used as radicals, some independent Chinese characters

change their shape and become very simple strokes.For

instance,character “i”was simplified as “at "when it was a

radical in characters “%”{pull} and so on.

In the traditional sense, memory is a general way of
remembering the whole form and the way of learning Chinese
characters. It is very difficult to learn and write Chinese
characters. So the traditional way is not generally recommended
for learning Chinese characters nowadays. In fact, learning
Chinese characters and writing Chinese characters have rules that
must be followed. Some researchers have considered the
relationship between radicals and Chinese characters seem

inseparable. Most radicals constitute Chinese characters, which
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are divided into phonetics and semantic radical. Interestingly,
some researchers have found that some beginners are not
familiar with radicals, which has made them neglect the use of
radicals. However, a number of foreign language students who
have long been learning Chinese appear to pay much attention
to the use of radicals by focusing more on the pronunciation and
meanings of Chinese radical characters. Therefore, learning
radical is likely to help the students to master Chinese characters
better. So, radical learning is also appropriate for many learners
who learn Chinese as a foreign language (Jiang, 2008).

Furthermore, Jackson, Everson, and Ke (2003) have found
that adult Chinese learners have the ability to master radical
learning. Even after one year of learning, they can learn new
Chinese characters by themselves because the radicals can
provide the information to the pronunciation and meaning of
Chinese characters. They have also discovered that the radical
basic knowledge can be applied to primary and intermediate
students. Radical learning also plays a role in children's memory
of the words. Radicals can be brought together and it can also
have their own rules. According to the rules, children can slowly
find similarities between Chinese characters in order to facilitate
the memory of Chinese characters.

2.5 Related Research
Study carried on "Cracking the Chinese character: radical

sensitivity in learners of Chinese as a foreign language and its
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relationship to Chinese word reading" by Tong and Yan Yip (2017)
investigates whether adult non-native learners of Putonghua, as a
foreign language (CFL), understand the parataxis' location
(orthography), phonetic radical and semantic radical , and
whether the information of radicals can predict their reading
ability to Chinese.

Zou, Tsang, and Wu (2019) studied on "Semantic Radical
Activation in Chinese Phonogram Recognition: Evidence from
Event-Related Potential Recording" Radicals play a key role in the
recognition of Chinese characters by students , especially
complex characters. Some radicals, even independent characters,
can understand Chinese characters more quickly when they
know their meaning and pronunciation. In short, learning Chinese
characters by understanding radicals is a very effective method.

Chines is one of the world’s hardest to learn language. To
some extent, this is true, but mostly because of its writing
system. The Chinese writing system consists of thousands of
hieroglyphs called ‘characters" in a non-alphabetic writing
system. It takes a long time and years of study to remember
them. Chinese characters are made up of strokes that can be
called "radicals." A Chinese radical is "a graphical component of a
Chinese character." This is also used as a benchmark for
classification of Chinese characters.Many characters contain more
than one radical, by the definition to be used here. By learning
Chinese radicals, students will find Chinese is not that hard to

study since there are some basic rules and patterns students can
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follow. More and more research shows that radicals play a major
role in Chinese character writing.
3. Methodology

3.1 Population and sample of the study

Population: The population consisted of three sections of
74 grade 7 Thai students studying at one of the schools in
Ayutthaya, Thailand. There were 30 students in 1 section, 31
students in another section and 13 students in the other section.
Students were 13-14 years of age with mixed genders and mixed
ability in Chinese language skills.
Sample: Researcher applied a purposive sampling and involved 1
section of 13 (9 male and 4 female) grade 7 Thai students for the
study. The students were within the age range of 13-14 years old
with mixed ability in Chinese language skills.

3.2. Research Design

This research was considered as a quasi-experimental
design since there was only one class of grade 7 Thai students in
the chosen research school. The pre-test and post-test
intervention was employed to collect quantitative data to
determine students’ learning achievement and qualitative data
to identify students’ learning satisfaction. This was ecarnered
through classroom observation of students’ learning behaviors
and semi-structured interview. Table 1 shown below describes

the research design of the study.

3.3. Research Instruments

3.3.1.Lesson plans: six lesson plans of 100
minutes; each lesson was used for 2 sessions (50minutes/session).
One session was taught every week. So there were altogether 6
sections (6 weeks).

3.3.2. Achievement Tests: These were for the
scores of pre-test and post-test of students in a sample group.
The test consisted 2 parts. Part 1 was a writing test, including 10
questions. Part 2 was a set of selecting questions, including 10
questions. The pre-test was carried out before the treatment and

post-test was conducted after the treatment.
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3.3.3. Semi-structured interview: All students were
interviewed at the end of study. Semi-structured interview
included six questions to discuss what they enhanced through
this study and their satisfaction of the study.

3.4.3. Classroom observation: Three sessions (1st,
3th and 5th) were observed by a peer teacher during the session
and collected qualitative data to examine effectiveness of using
Radicals-Based Approach in enhancing CFL grade 7 Thai students’

Chinese characters writing skills.

4. Analysis and Discussion
4.1.1 Quantitative Data Analysis ( Pre-test and
Post-test)

The first overarching objective of the study was to
compare grade 7 Thai students’ learning achievement in Chinese
characters writing skills before and after using Radical-Based
Approach. To ascertain the students’ learning achievement, the
pre-test and post-test were administered before and after the
intervention of Radical-Based Approach respectively. In order to
identify the discrepancy between learmning achievement scores of
the sample group in the pre-test and post-test, a descriptive

statistical analysis was computed.

In Table 1, the scores of the students’ pre-test and post-
test were analyzed using Wilcoxon Signed Rank Test and
compared in terms of mean, standard deviation (SD), Z-value and
significance value. The pre-test and post-test mean scores of the
target group were 7.31 and 14.15 respectively. The statistical
significant difference between the mean scores of the pre-test
and post-test was 6.84. The mean score of the post-test was
significantly higher than that of the pre-test. A high mean score of
the post-test indicated the effectiveness of Radical-Based
Approach in enhancing students’ Chinese characters writing skills.
And the significant value being .001, lower than 0.05 indicated
the result was statistically significant.

Figure 1 below presents the aforementioned results of
two mean scores and Comparison of means between pre-test

and post-test
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The standard deviation of the pre-test and post-test of >
the target group were 2.016 and 1.994 respectively as shown in %ﬁ-
the Table 1.There was a decrease of 0.022 in the standard 2,
deviation of the post-test when compared to the pre-test. %ﬂ-
Smaller SD indicated consistency while higher SD showed scores g
were spread out from the mean. The SD of the post-test lower g
than the SD of pre-test, indicating that the post-test scores of the ,é"
students were more concentered towards the mean. g

4.1.2 Classroom Observations
The responses obtained from the peer teacher’s
observation can be presented into the thematic categories as
follows.

P Classroom Participation (Theme 1)

Theme 1 Classroom Participation

As mentioned earlier, the peer teacher observed three
lessons. After comparing all three observation records, the
students actively followed the teacher’s instructions and they
were interested in writing Chinese characters by using the
Radical-Based Approach. The peer observer found the students
being attentive all the time and focused on their assigned task.
The following is the extract noted by the peer teacher.

“At first, the students were confused about what the
Radical-Based Approach was, and a few students did not like to
write Chinese characters so they complained about writing
Chinese characters. Many of them asked the questions to
teacher, so the classroom seemed noisy.”

During the class, the researcher asked the students to see
the pictures and try to break down the Chinese characters. The
students observed the structures and strokes of Chinese
characters and wrote them on the notebook. as the peer

observer was prompted to note down the following observation.

Theme 2: Students' attitude towards writing Chinese
characters

At the beginning, a few students did not like writing
Chinese characters. Then, the peer teacher noticed. She noted
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that participants exhibited the signs of lack of confidence in the
beginning and hence students took a longer time to write
Chinese characters during the pre-test.

However, as students became familiar with the usage of
Radical-Based Approach; they appeared to participate more and
put more attempt in writing Chinese characters through the
Radical-Based Approach. Here the peer teacher noted that:

“The students were motivated and tried to write Chinese
characters on the whiteboard. All students learned how to write
Chinese characters when getting to know Chinese culture.”

Therefore, above excerpts supported that the Radical-
Based Approach effectiveness on Chinese characters writing of
grade 7 Thai students Learning Attitude.

As mentioned earlier, the peer teacher observed three
lessons. After comparing all three observation records, the
students actively followed the teacher’s instructions and they
were interested in writing Chinese characters by using the
Radical-Based Approach. The peer observer found the students
being attentive all the time and focused on their assigned task.

The following is the extract noted by the peer teacher.

Theme 3 Mastering in Chinese Characters

Classroom observation also revealed that most of the
students mastered the Chinese characters after having learned
and using the Radical-Based Approach.
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“Most students remembered the structures of characters
that they had learned. Their dictation worked very well or even
better.”

Moreover, the peer teacher had stated that Chinese
characters writing by students using Radical-Based Approach
looked more correct and better than before. Also, the students
volunteered to write the Chinese characters on the whiteboard.
They could write very well and know the pronunciation and
meaning of these Chinese characters.

4.1.3 Semi-structured Interview

Content analysis was used to analyze qualitative
information from semi-structured interview. Six open-ended
questions were applied with 13 students (one by one). The
researcher concluded and summarized the following questions
for further interpretation.

1. How did you feel about learning Chinese characters by
using Radical-Based Approach?

It was found that all participants felt interested in this
class and the most of participants could understand the Radical-
Based Approach. The students shared the feelings they had seen
in their learning the Radical-Based Approach.

2. How did you enjoy the lesson?

It was found that all of participants enjoyed the lesson a
lot. Although a small number of students enjoyed the class, it

was still difficult to write Chinese characters.
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3. Which part of the activities in the class did you like the

most? Explain.
It was found that almost of all participants liked the part of using
the Radical-Based approach to break down the Chinese
characters and listened to teacher’s explanation. Some of them
liked to write Chinese characters on the notebook. Students
shared the improvement they had seen in their writing after using
Radical-Based Approach.

4.Did the use of Radical-Based Approach help you
understand Chinese characters better? How?

It was found that all of almost of all participants agreed
that Radical-Based Approach helped them understand Chinese
characters better.

5. How did you think Radical-Based Approach help you in
writing Chinese characters skills?

Most of participants agreed that the Radical-Based
Approach helped them to improve writing Chinese characters
skills. Because it helped them to know how to write characters
correctly. Moreover, it helped them to understand character
structures, strokes, stroke order and the meaning of characters.

6. What benefits did you gain this class?

Most of participants (13 students) agreed that this class
was very useful and fun. Because they could understand the
structures and strokes of Chinese characters and they could write

Chinese characters correctly. Not only did the students develop
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their ability to write Chinese characters, they also learned more
about Chinese history and culture by writing Chinese characters.
The Radical-Based Approach was associated with brainstorming,
analyzing and creating, requiring understanding of Chinese
culture. In line to this, students remarked that they obtained a
lot of Chinese cultural knowledge by the Radical-Based Approach
as they needed to think a lot.

Therefore, this study showed some noticeable
improvements in students’ Chinese characters writing skills. It
should be noted that the Radical-Based Approach had definitely
brought a positive change in students’ attitude towards Chinese
characters writing. Students realized that writing could actually
be simple with using the Radical-Based Approach in place to
guide them through. Improvement in writing was visible as they
achieved higher scores which not only motivated them, but also

boosted their Chinese characters writing skills.

4.2 Discussion

The results of pre-test and post-test revealed that
Radical-Based Approach helped enhance the Chinese characters
skills in grade 7 Thai students. It was further explained by
Liangchuan Sun (2015), stating that the learning system is
designed to assist current learners of Chinese to have a smoother
study experience and act as an introductory lesson for
prospective students. The character representation is based on

its radical. As a prerequisite, users need to have a basic
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understanding of Chinese characters’ composition and structures
for a thorough comprehension. This method is different from the
other existing approaches. It helps broaden learners’ vocabulary
beyond their textbooks. Furthermore, Radical is also a
visualization-based tool for potential learners of Chinese or the
people who are interested in aspects of the culture or language
system itself. So wusing the Radical-Based Approach helped
enhance the Chinese characters skills. In the process of reflecting
on their experiences, the students generate new characters
through the Radical-Based Approach. New characters become
simpler that they could write them correctly. Therefore, in this
study, students were actively involved in writing Chinese
characters which had probably enabled them to score higher in
post-test than pre-test.

According to the data gathered through classroom
observations, students exhibited satisfactory level of learning
satisfaction in writing Chinese characters through the Radical-
Based Approach. The students were observed as they were
participating actively in class, responding promptly to the
researcher’s questions and asking questions to clarify their
doubts. Xu and Chang (2014) found that there was a benefit to
presenting learners with recurring radicals in  compound
characters in groups in character learning and the radical helped
learner understand Chinese characters easier. Students showed

satisfaction in writing simple Chinese characters.
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Moreover, the result of the interview revealed that the
Radical-Based Approach in writing Chinese characters made
learning fun and joyful. It also motivated the students to join
class activities and helped them to remember the Chinese
characters better. Participants expressed that they liked the
contents of class such as dictation, short conversation exercises

and the part of breaking down the Chinese characters.

5. Conclusion

The objectives of this study were to compare grade 7
Thai students’ Chinese characters writing skills before and after
the use of Radical-Based Approach, and to investigate grade 7
Thai students’ satisfaction in using Radical-Based Approach to
enhance Chinese characters writing skills. To achieve the
objectives, the quantitative data were collected through
achievement tests; and the qualitative data were collected
through classroom  observation (CO) and semi-structured
interview. The following conclusions were drawn after analyzing
the data collected through mixed-methods.

Participating students found the Radical-Based Approach
helped enhance their Chinese characters writing skills, which
fetched them significantly higher achievement scores. Some
participants were of the view that writing was much easier and
interesting by the Radical-Based Approach. On the contrary, prior
to this study, students’ attitude and interest towards Chinese

characters writing were seemingly negative. It was clear from the
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views and experiences they had shared during the semi-
structured interview. Some students candidly expressed Chinese
characters writing as a grueling and tedious activity. The majority
of the students had categorized Chinese characters writing as
one of the most difficult activities in learning Chinese language.
However, this study on using Chinese characters writing
skills through the Radical-Based Approach proved a positive
change in achievement and satisfaction. It was evident in the
students’ statements as they remarked that the use of the
Radical-Based Approach had improved their Chinese characters
writing skills in terms of strokes, strokes-order, structure and
meaning. In other words, this method simplified complex
Chinese characters. In short, the use of the Radical-Based

Approach had provided more effective basic writing skill.
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Abstract

A reading drill composed by Count Phadung
Wittayaserm was designed for solving reading-writing
problem for beginning level children. This reading drill
focused on using Phonic Spelling method. Contents of the
drill comprised of three main topics including three classes
of Thai alphabets, word spelling, and tonal practice. These
principles are for enabling the students to read and write.
This reading drill also provided repetitive teaching
technique by in order to allow the students to fluently
read and write. More importantly, the drill enabled the
students to learn, understand, and rehearse reading and

writing by themselves.
