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Abstract

This research aimed to 1) study problems in supplementary occupations
for the Baan Eua Arthorn Community, Nakhon Si Thammarat province, 2) examine
supplementary occupation interests of the Baan Eua Arthorn Community, Nakhon
Si Thammarat province, and 3) propose appropriate guidelines for supplementary
occupations for the Baan Eua Arthorn Community, Nakhon Si Thammarat province.
The research was a mixed-methods study. The sample consisted of 270 people
from the Baan Eua Arthorn Community, selected by stratified proportional random
sampling, and 15 key informants for interviews, selected by purposive sampling.
The research instruments included a questionnaire with reliability of 0.89 and a
semi-structured interview form. Data were analyzed using percentage, mean, standard
deviation, and content analysis.

The results showed that 1) the community faced the highest level of
household economic problems (X = 4.52), particularly increasing expenses with
static income; 2) Home Economics careers received the highest interest (;: 4.36),
especially the Artistic Souvenir Craft Course (; = 4.55); and 3) regarding the appropriate
guidelines for supplementary occupation, it was found that the community career
learning centers should be established to promote career grouping, develop
products based on local wisdom, and create marketing networks.
