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Abstract

This article introduces the concept of "climate liberation"
through a postcolonial ecological framework. It engages in academic
debate with mainstream climate discourse that focuses on reducing
global livestock farming and meat consumption as a carbon
mitigation measure, without considering cultural, gseographical,
and historical differences. This research examines the dynamics
between universal ideas about reducing meat consumption and
the practical realities of indigenous livestock systems, highlighting
the political economic and political ecological dimensions that
may be overlooked in mainstream discourse. Specifically, it
differentiates between large-scale industrial livestock farming
and the nomadic pastoralist practices of tribal communities, using
case studies from pastoralist communities in Kenya. Data from
literature reviews and fieldwork conducted between 2022 and

2024 reveal that nomadic pastoralist systems serve as mechanisms
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for adapting to drought, embodying cultural identity, and reflecting
local epistemologies. The article challenges universal notions
that reduce livestock solely to a "carbon source," pointing out
that such discourse perpetuates colonial structures in land and
environmental management. This article proposes acknowledging
the voices and knowledge of women and local communities as

equal co-designers of environmental futures.
