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Abstract

The main focus of this academic article was to present a critical perspective on the
School Administration of Cultural Learning Ecology through the inclusion of the concept of
School as Learning Communities (SLC). Additionally, the contexts of the community were
significantly influenced by learning and development (L&D), which were engaged with a set of
learning ecology both physically and virtually.
