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Abstract

The weakness of the Sangha in terms of ideology, the Sangha's educational
management, and the temples that have been passed down from ancient times must take on
new roles. Monks and Society Monks and temples have played a significant role in providing
social services from the past to the present. This is clearly evident, no matter how much society
has changed. Reform of the Sangha 1999 The governance of the Thai Sangha is still not strong
and unified. The weakness in the governance structure is ineffective.
