Abstract

This research article “A Synthetic Study of Partnership Ethics and the Idea
of Consumption According to Paccavekkhanavidhi” aims to explore the concept of
Partnership Ethics, the Paccavekkhanavidhi-based consumption approach in
Buddhism, and to synthesize these perspectives to formulate new knowledge for
sustainable environmental conservation.
