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Abstract

This research aimed (1) to study the conditions of academic administration based on
the Four Iddhipada Principles of educational institution administrators under the Khon Kaen
Primary Educational Service Area Office 4 and (2) to propose guidelines for academic
administration based on the Four Iddhipada Principles of educational institution administrators
under the same office. A mixed-methods research design was employed, integrating both
quantitative and qualitative approaches. The quantitative data were collected using a
questionnaire from 264 respondents, while the qualitative data were obtained through
interviews with 10 key informants. Quantitative data were analyzed using basic statistical
methods, and qualitative data were analyzed through content analysis. The findings revealed
that the overall level of academic administration based on the Four Iddhipada Principles was
at a high level. When considered by aspects, ranked from highest to lowest, they were
measurement and evaluation, teaching and learning management, curriculum administration,
internal supervision, and academic personnel development. Furthermore, the proposed
guidelines indicated that administrators should establish concrete and effective methods for
measurement and evaluation processes, support teachers in developing learning processes that
emphasize hands-on practice and knowledge construction, strive to develop curricula aligned
with learners’ and local needs, create a high-quality learning environment that enhances
satisfaction among students and teachers, and continuously monitor and evaluate academic
personnel development by providing constructive feedback and ongoing support for
improvement.
