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Abstract

The objectives of this research were to study the current conditions of academic
administration of school administrators and to propose guidelines for academic administration
based on the Sangahavatthu 4 principles of school administrators under Maha Sarakham
Primary Educational Service Area Office 3. This research employed a mixed-methods design
integrating quantitative and qualitative approaches. The quantitative research instrument was
a questionnaire with a reliability coefficient of 0.877. The sample group consisted of 302
school administrators and teachers. Statistical tools used included frequency, percentage,
mean, and standard deviation. For qualitative research, data were collected through interviews
with 9 key informants who were experts in the field. The research results were as follows: 1.
The current conditions of academic administration based on the Sangahavatthu 4 principles of
school administrators under Maha Sarakham Primary Educational Service Area Office 3
showed that the highest performance level was found in the aspect of assessment, evaluation,
and academic credit transfer according to the Sangahavatthu 4. This was followed by
educational supervision, development and use of educational media and technology, and
school curriculum development, respectively. The lowest performance level was found in the
aspect of learning process development based on the Sangahavatthu 4. 2. The proposed
guidelines for academic administration based on the Sangahavatthu 4 principles of school
administrators under Maha Sarakham Primary Educational Service Area Office 3 indicated
that the Office should provide recommendations for improving measurement and evaluation
tools to align with current conditions. School administrators should provide guidance for
developing measurement and evaluation instruments, and should encourage teachers to
continuously improve the creation of effective assessment tools.
