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ABSTRACT

This research aims to: 1) study and analyze moral discourse in Isan indie songs that
influence youth behavior in observing the Five Precepts in Thai society; 2) develop moral
discourse in Isan indie songs that influence youth behavior in observing the Five Precepts; and
3) transmit such discourse to youth through Isan indie music. The researchers employed a
mixed-methods approach, comprising two phases. Phase one utilized qualitative research
through in-depth interviews with 15 targeted participants to collect field data. Phase two
applied a quantitative quasi-experimental design using questionnaires to gather data from a
purposively selected sample of 30 individuals who met the inclusion criteria. The statistical
tools used included percentage, mean, standard deviation, and a One-Group Pretest-Posttest
Design analyzed by a t-test. The research findings revealed that: 1) The moral discourse present
in Isan indie songs that influences youth behavior in observing the Five Precepts consists of
expressions that emphasize steadfast adherence to the Five Precepts. Key moral messages often
focus on the concepts of karma and merit, as reflected in lyrics such as “fear of karmic
retribution,” “do not lie,” “avoid adultery,” “do not steal,” and “refrain from alcohol.” When
integrated into the melodious style of Isan indie music, these messages become influential to
the behavior of listeners. 2) The overall effectiveness of the development of moral discourse in
Isan indie songs in guiding youth behavior was rated at a high level (x = 4.18). The emotional
appeal of the moral discourse was also rated at a high level in influencing behavioral guidance
toward observing the Five Precepts (x = 4.26). 3) The implementation of a moral discourse
development program through Isan indie music significantly influenced youth behavior. A
comparison between the pre-test and post-test results of the experimental group showed a
statistically significant difference at the .05 level.
