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Abstract

This article aims: 1) to study the meaning and characteristics of wisdom as
presented in the Buddhist Tipitaka along with the perspectives of Western scholars,
and 2) to analyze suitable teaching approaches for the learning of the new
generation. The research is conducted through document analysis. From the study, it
was found that pedagogy, or teaching strategies for the new generation, differs from
traditional methods and thereby must accommodate students with varying abilities.
